We never fail to send weekly,
every paper with the name directed upon it,
and if those who call for them are told that
they are not there, we can assure them that
some ‘‘ buisy body’’ has had the fingering of
them, ‘Itis “too provoking” for a person
who bag paid for his paper and walks one or
two miles to the place of delivery after it, to
be told on arriving there, that it is not to be
found. Such has been the case frequently of
