A soldier who was drafted into. the-ser-
vice of the Rebels in Charlestan, and who
served at the guns in Fort Moultrie, at the
siege of Fort Sumter, has made to us the
following statement. His reliabilityjis youch-
ed for, and we have every redson to believe
that his statament is evory way worthy of
belief:. : '

Our informant states that he served under
Captain Havens, anil:went into Fort Moul-
trie the day after -Major Anderson left for
Fort Sumter. He remained three or four
days after the fight. He belonged to the
Artillery, and served at the guns most of
the time during the siege. The guns of
Hort Moultric opened about half past fourin
the morning, but Major Anderson did not
fire a gun for near two hours after. When
he did open, his fire was rapid and destrue-
tive. The balls from Sumter struck the port-
holes of Moultrie, and at nearly every dis-
charge somebody was killed Their places
were supplied by others. There were in
Moultrie more than one thousand men, and
between three or four hundred were kept at
the guns constantly. Not more than that
number could protect themselves in the case-
mates of sandbags, which, while they afford-
ed excellent protection, were much torn up
and knocked down. It was between nine
and ten o’clock on the first day that the
greatest loss of life oceurred. :

The barbette guns of Fort Sumter were
silenced early in the day, and the round shot
from these were most destructive -to Fort
Moultrie, aud caused the greatest loss of life.
They were fired wirh great aceuracy, and at
times the scene in the Fort was terrible. —
During the siege betweenthree and four hun-
dred were Iilled, and a large muomber woand-
ed. The killed were collected together in
a mass, and at night placed in boxes, brought
down from Charleston and taken away to
Potter's Field and interred during the night.
Some of the men were horribly mangled,
and others were searcely dead when thrown
into the boxes. Blood flowed in streams
from these receptacles, and the sight was
horrible. The Surgeon at the Fort sent for
help, and others came down from Charleston.
The wonnded were removed to the Hospital,
where such as have not since died, now re-
main.

In order that the truth should not be
known in Charleston, the soldiers were
chargud to say that nobody was hurt, and
were threatened with cerfain death if they
disclosed the ficts. There were a good many
killed in the dwellings outside the fort. The
Moultric House was very much damaged,
and a large numberof buildingsin the neigh-
borhood of the fort demolished. The officers’
quarters in the fort were riddled, and it is
the opinion of our informant that had there
been three hundred men in Sumter, Fort
Moultrie would bave been destroyed, and the
Rebels driven out almost to a man, Heleft
Moultrie three days after the engagement
and went to Charleston. The people there
would not believe that nobody had been kill-
ed, and made constant inquiry for their
friends, who, they were assured, were still
on Sullivan’s Island. Hundreds of families
are yet to learn the truth, which is kept from
them by the greatest vigilance.

Our informant was duly discharged from
the service, and, with five others, embarked
on hoard the bark Smithsonian, Captain Da-
vis, which reached New York on Friday
morning last.

150 KILLED AND WOUNDED ON MORRIS

ISLAND.

One of the Charleston volunteers, who was
on Morris Island during the late bombard-
ment of Fort Sumter, came here yesterday,
by the schooner D. B. Pitts. He says that
at least one hundred and fifty men were.kill-
ed and wounded at the batteries on Morris
Island, by the canister of Major Anderson.
He had occasion to be at Fort Johnson also
just before he left Charleston, and there he
learned that on Sullivan’s Island 39 men had
been killed— that a mortar had: been blown
from Fort Johnston by a shot from Sumter.
He had to go to Charleston ins a2 boat with
some passengers, aud when there embraced
the opportunity and stowed himself away in
ttie schooner, and in that way got off. He
says that the dead were all taken and boxed
and carried away in the night and buried in
Potter’s field, where the negroes are buried.
He says that thousands of negroes only want
some of their leaders to give them the word,
and great will be the slaughter.

Whereas a requisition has been mad e up-
on the urdersigned, as the Executive of
the said State of Delaware, by the Secretary
of- War, for one regiment, consisting of 780
men, to be immediately detached from the
militia of this State, ¢ to serve asinfuntry or
rifiemen, for the period of three months,
unless socner discharged.” And whereas
the laws of this State do not confer upon
the Executive any authority enabling him
to comply with such requisition, there be-
ing no organized militia, nor any law requir-
ing such organization: And whereas it is
the duty of all good and law-abiding citizens
to preserve the peace and sustain the laws
and government under which we live, and
by which our citizens are protected:

Therefore, 1, William Burton, Governor
of the said State of Delaware, recommend
the formation of volunteer companies, for
the protection ef the lives and property of
the people of this State against violence of
any sort to which they may be exposed.—
For these purposes, such companies, when
formed, will be under the control of the
State anthorities, though not subject to be
ordered by the Executive into the United
States’ service, the law not vestiag in him
such authority. They will, however, have
the option of offering their services to the
general government for the defence of its
Capitol, and the support of the Constitution
and laws of the country.

Fort Pickens Reinforced.

‘The Garrison strengthened—-)Men, Arms and
Stores thrown eafely into the Fort—Tlhe Key
of the Gulf secure from attack.

The return of_the traosport steamer Atlantic
to this port to day brings us the gratifying in-
telligence of the complete reinforcement of Fort
Pickene, The safety of that important post is
now beyend question, and the flying rumors of
the past fortnight, as we have already intimated,
are wholly without foundaudon.

The Atlantic sailed from this port under sealed
orders, on Sunday morning, April 7. She took
on board three hundred and fifty eight soldiers
from Fort Lafayette on Saturday afternoon.

This entire force, together with immense sup-
plies of military stores, ammunition, provisiogs,
and two batteries of artillery, have been safely
‘landed at Fort Pickens. Captain A. G. Gray
was in command of the Atlantic during the trip.

The secessionists have, it appears, given up all
idea of attacking Fort Pickens at preseat—and,
probably, forever.

“NEW JERSEY LEGISLATURE.
GOV. OLDEN'S MESSAGE.

. $2,000,000 Called For!

TrENTON, April 80th.—Both branches of the
Legislaturg met in extra session at noon to-day
to provide for the necessities -of the times.

C Newvyorg, April 25, 1861,

To the President of the United States—

‘NVr : The peoplo of the Free States have
now been for some time ent off from com-
munication with the capital of their coun-
try by a mob in the city of Baltimore. The
troops of the General Government have
been attacked and shot down by the mob,
in their passage through that city in pursu-
ance to the orders of .the Government. The
lines of eommunieation have been destroy-
ed, aud the authority of the General Gov-
croment has been set at defiance. This
state of things has been permitted to cou-
tinue for nearly a week, and our troops going
to the. capital have been delayed, and have

Citizens of the Free States bhave
cither been prevented altogether from visit-
ing the capital or from returning thence to
their homes, or have been compelled to run

| the gauntlet, been subjected to all sorts of

insults and danger, and had to resort to the
most circuitous routes by private convey-
ance, and at exorbitant expense.  All facili-
ties by mail and telegraph have been cut
¢ff by the same unlawful assemblages in
Baltimore and other parts of Maryland, ata
time when free communicatior is s0 mueh
required between the Free States and Wash-
ington, .

The public mind is already excited to the
highest point that this state of things. has
been so long tolerated ; and the people are
determined that free and uninterrupted com-
muuication with the seat of Government
shall be immediately established, not by eir-
cuitour routes, but by the dircet lines of
communication that they have heretofore
traveled over. And it is demanded of’ Gor-
ernment that they at once take measures to
open and establish those lines of communica-
tiony and that they protect and preserve them
Jrom any further interruptivn.  Unless this
is done, the people will be compelled to take
it'into their own hands, let the consequences
be what they may, and let them fall where
they will. It i3 certainly most desirable
that this be done through the regularly con-
stituted authorities at Washington ; and the
Government is earnestly desired to act with-
out delay.

There is entire unanimity of feeling on
the part of the people of the Free States to
sustain the Government and maintain the
Union. .

I trust, M. President, that this letter will
not be reccived unkindly, as in writing it I
simply do what I feel it my duty as a oiti-
zen to do in this extraordinary state of
things. )

G00D NEWS FROM BALTIMORE.
Secession. Defunct—Union Men Rejoicing,

[The following is a private dispatch re-
ceived in Philada., from a rehabie source.]

Bavrivore, April 29.—S8ecession ‘may
be considered as defunct in this city. The
Union sentiment is again triumphant, and
but few men are willing to announce them-
selves to-day as secessionists. One week’s
experience of the deadly contagion has over-
whelmed the conspirators, and the Union
felling is now stronger and deeper than ever.
The day of reckoning has come, and those
who last week, sustained by the police, dis-
graced our city, almost shrink from the pub-
lic guze. The reaction has been overwhelm-
ing in all parts of the State, and we are pre-
pared to meet the issue at the ballot-hox.—
Sad as were the doings of the past ten days,
they have forever scttled the question of se-
cession in Maryland.

Ou Wednesday, our eustom house, which
has been the den in which most of this trea-
son has been hatched, will be cleared of its
traitors, and the new appointees will take
their places. The United States flag will
he immediately hoisted over the custom
house, and responded to throughout the
city, despite the prohibition of our dictators.
The hoys are selling miniature Union flags
in the streets, and the sccession flag has dis-
appeared, it being now regarded as the em-
blem of our terrible wrongs.

A grand spontaneous Union meeting was
held to-night in East Baltimore. - Fifteen
hundred to two thousand persons were pre-
sent. Great enthusiasm was manii'este'lg
