The campaign in Missouri goes on in-
creasing in magnitude and importance su
rapidly, that before the lupse of a mouth
it must inevitably be recarded as equal iv
interest to that in eastern Virginia.

He landed at about nonm, in the very
heart and ccntre of the towa. Whil
passing by Huvgorford Market, on hi-
way to tho Strand, be was aceosted by
a mau whom be had vever bufire scen
snd who began & couversation in refer
ence to - the Grosvenor Hotel Cimpany,
in- which Major Mutray is interested as a
large ‘sbarebolder. Tbhe stranger iatro.
ducsd himself a8 Mr. Grey, and offcred
some propositicn for investinz money iu
the Com:pany. In order to arrive at an’
«xaot understanding, M.jor Murray coun-
~ented to acoompany him to his offics, at
No. 16 Northumberlaud strect near which
they theu fouod themselves.

Although Northumberland streat is an
off-skoot of one of the bunsicst thorvugh-
tares in the world, it has nevertheless pre-
sereed i character as one of those seclu-
ded baunts of faded awnd foggy respecta
bility which the Genius of Loudon Dull
oess sheltersfrom the rude couraminations:
around it.  Mazj. Murray bad therefore,
no Lesitation in yiclding to the solicita-
tions of the stranger, although he at ounce
explainéd that be was not authorged to
act in the business mutter in question. —
tle good vaturedly offcred, however., to
give the fullest information that was de-
sired. This was all that was asked. The
moment he entered the office, at No. 16,
Maj.

At last
“he Major found aue.upty buttie upon the
flvor, which he dashed fuli iu the face of
his adversary, ‘‘makiug him quver all
over.”” But the ocontest coativued, until,
after a long etraggl:, the Major wrenshed
away the tongy, with Wil ¢1 18 rapeatad-
ly beat the head,nesk, und wrists of his
oppouent; leaving him at last, us hs
thought, after breaking the instramout
to prec-s upon him, “suffici-ntly disabled.”

Proclamation of Governor Gamble—
Forty-two Thousand Militia called ovt.

Jefferson City, Aug 25.—~The follow-
ing proclamation has been issued:

The power of the civil authorities being
insufficient to profect the lives and prop-
erty of the citizens of the State, I, Ham.
ilton R. Gamble, Governor of the State of
Missouri, do hereby call into the active
service of the State, 42,000 men of the
“militia of the State, and assign 6,000 men
as the quota for each military district,
which is the same as a Congressional dis-
trict. The force thus called into service
will be as far as possible a volunteer force,
and consist of 10,000 cavalry and 32,000
infantry. Ifthe number volunteering ex-
ceed this requisltion, the excess will be
‘beld as areserve corps. If there should
be a deficiency, it may become necessary
to resort to a draft. The Adjutant-Gene
ral will issue to the Division Inspectors of
the several military districts the orders

fect. The force called out will be for six

months, unless peace in the State should

be sooner restored. Arms will be furnish-

ed as rapidly as they can be had.

There is many bitter complaints
made here about one thing and another,
and it is to be feared not without cause;
one complaint is that the newspapers are
giving the government credit for our pay,
when the truth is, we have notseen a dol-
lar since we left home; notwithstanding all
that, the men were not disposed to mis-
trust the government until word came from
home that our families were to have the
small p.ittance, they received from the com-
mittee, stopped after this month. Now
we are not disposed to believe such things
without some reason. We cannot believe
that the citizens of Bridgeton will let our
families want, but is it not enough to make
one mistrust, when he has tried the faith
of others for three months, and they have
in almost every instance disappointed us.
I shall not at this time speak of the com-
mittee, for I still have faith that they will
do what they promised to do, no doubt that
it is an irksome task, now that we are in
the land of Dixey, and the effect of the first
excitement is over. But the Supreme
Court, in the first instance, decided that
some should be paid for the same work
that others should not, because the one
happened to be employed 24 hours before
the other; and so it has becen from that
time till now, and now the country is told
that we are paid, and yet we are none the
wiser of it! Give the Cumberland Grays
their just rights, and I say without fear of
contradiction, that the government has no
better company in her service.

The men of our Regiment have gained
confidence since General Kearncy has had
charge of them. Every one scems well
satisfied that they now have one over them
that will have discipline. He at the same
time respects the rights of the private as
well as the officer. - Qur men are at work
daily on some entrenchments, near the
Seminary, on the main road. The whole
three regiments from New Jersey, and one
of cavalry, with Green’s Battery of artille.

The War Movements.

The Post Office Departmeut has forbid-
den the transmission by mail of the New
York papers which were recently presen-
ted by the Graad Jury in that city, (Jour-
nal of Commerce, Day Book, Daily News,
Freeman’s Journal and Brooklyn Eagle),
and the Express Companies are also in-
structed to carry no more letters or pa-
pers; so that all communication with the
States in rebellion is now completely
stopped.

Tt is said that Seoator Johnson, of
Tennessee, will soon return to that State
at the head of a Union army equipped at
the expense of the Government. This is
the only enndition, the Senator says, on
which he will go back to his State.

Reports from western Virginia repre-
sent that the Union forces there are in
good spirits, and that they feel confident
they can sustain themselves against any
attack that may be made upon them.

Advices from General Banks’ command
state that large quantities of flour and un-
ground wheat, belonging to the rebel ar-
my, have been seized at a mill in the vi-’
cinity ot Harper’s Ferry, by Col. Gordon’s
Massachusetts regiment, who also dis-
abled the mill so thatit will do no more
grinding for some time to come. They
report no rebel troops at the Ferry, but
their pickets come in thére occasionally.
Intelligence from the other side of .the
Potomac indicates that almost the entire
force under Johnston has been concentra.
ted at Leesburg, in anticipation of a move-
ment.on that place by Gen. Banks.

The secession report last week, that Mr.
Breckenridge pacified the attempted out-
break at Lexington on the arrival of Uui-
on arms by railroad, is contradicted by
eye witnesses, who state that he actually
started and led on the disturbanc~, which
was restrained with difficulty by premivent
citizens.
