A PATRIOT AND STATESMAN.

The speech of Joseph Holt in New
York, on Tuesday of last week, i3 one of
the most remarkable uttcrances the preseut
terrible ordeal hag brought out. No man
is 5o clear as he in the appreviation of all
toe conditions of the couatry ax it now is

and the treagonable south. We have few
of the stern personal trials here which fall
upon every resident of a State like Ken-
tucky, and are therefore not parged with
fire as they are, exposing all that is in the
least degree tainted, or unequal from weak-
ness to bear the strain of this great trial.
The great merit of Mr Holt is that he is
fully awake to the highest requirement
that the judgment of inenhere decides to
be right or necessary. ‘There is not the
least diqusiti\o'u to he-itate or falter be-
cause the people or the border ‘States.so
generally demaod that we should gplit the
difference between treason and loyalty.
‘Noarly all those we hopad to bo able to
trust in the border States demand impossi.
ble conceszions—the abatement of vita.
claims upon them, as the only conditions
of their own observance of duty to the
government —and so make it imngonsible to
decide whether they are fiiends or ene-
mies. Mr. Holt is no such man; no tem-
porizer when the country is in danger of
peri‘shing, no man to propose the accept-
ance of terms which leave the heart of
the case rotten with false doctrines To
take this stand when all are loyal is hon-
orable, to do it with such signal ability is
worthy of high distinction; but to do as
Mr. Holt dves, to face a hostile or indiffer-
ent clan of border State mien in his own
State, as well a3 the secessionists States
proper, is to take a position deserving the
hiighest praize and honor.

The whole of this remarkable specch
is worthy of being made the text of pa-
triotic appeal to the nor h and the south
alike. The man who can utteér the fol-
lowing paragraph must know what pa-
triotism is; patriotism such as- the coun-
try now urgently needs, and if it long
wants it we shall all be wrecked in a cow-
mon ruin: .

From the above statistics, it will be scen
that we have forty-six ve-sels of all classes
employed in active blockade duty, these
vessels carrying in the aggregate tive hun-
dred and ninety-five guns. Also the names
of forty-four additions to the fleet, mount- |
ing two hundred and forty-four guns.—
These vessels are being rapidly fitted for
service, and most of them will be at . their
posts by the first of Septewmber, so that pn
that date we should have nearly eight
huadred aod fifiy guns afloat. By the
By the middle of Uctober the new gun-
boats will begia to be put in ecowmission.
Of these, there are twenty-three, each
carrying thirteen guns, so th-t by this fleet
we huve an addition of two hundred and
ninety-nine guns. And there are also
eight first-class gun-boats, carrying four-
‘teen guns, which will be ready for sea by
the lutter part of October, making ono
hundred and twelve mors additional guns.
This will give a grand total of one thous-
and two handred and thirty-six “guns
afloat. ‘

Considering the
dificulties, under which they have iabor-
ed, they dererve great eredit fur the work
they have done, although the: public ser-
vice secms to demand thatthe work of dis-.
patching vessels should proceed with more
rapidity.—New Vork World.

A visit to the Millville Bank impressed
us witl what we were convinced of before,
that the officers were men of the right
stamp for their positions.
