We have enter-
ed upon such un epoch, and if the essen- |
tial unanimity or an;th:ng near it can be |
obtained, the eprch. however laden with
fruits of bitterness and unguish, wili short-
ly pass away; if o-herwise, then, indeed, it
will be as impossible to sce the distant end
as to fathom the durk depths .f ‘our ea-
lamities. '
Can - thers be anything on which we |
should ro harmuniously and vigorously co-
operate us in maintaining the Coustitution?
{1eretofore American differences as to that
instrument have been those uf mere inter-
pretativn, ofien subtle, and mostly ardent,
but always peacetully disposed of. Now,
however, we are required to abandon, give
up, surrender, abolish the Uonstitution al-

drop in every vein, be held at its service.

Second. Whether. if it be in your power,

your doing g0, as matters now stand, would

be becoming? and Third, Whether the

Chief Executive and peaple of the Uni-
ted States bave any duty to discharge un-
der their Constitution, 8o single, obvious,

and absolute, as that of inflexibly beating
the rebellion down? A few sentences on

each!of these points, and my task is ended.

1. In the first place then, fellow-oitizens,

frankly be it said, there cannot be found

in the sacred instrument on which my

comments have been made, one word giv-
ing warrant by auy -process for its own

extinction. It was not born to die. No
funetionary, no State, no Congress, no
combination of communities or individa-
als, is authorized to mutilate the Union,
or kill the Constitution. That is a crime
which, like parricide in BoLon's day, is
treated as inconceivable. - We hear often
of eonventions, consultations, conferences
and compromises —they are the vagne and
fluttering devices of anxious philanthropy;
bat, unless the Fifth Article had been

strietly pursued, which we all know now

to be impossible, these expedients are ut-

terly inapplicable and fruitless. For, re-

member this provision—not, in * fact, de-

signed to destroy, but to strengthen—enun-
ciates the necessity, before the alightest

alteration can be attempted, that first, two
thirds of both Houses of Congress shall
unite in proposing it; or, second, that the.

States shall apply for a General Conven-
tion, and third, that whatever change may

be contemplated, whether by two-thirds

of both Congressional Chambers or by
two thirds of the State Legislatures, must
wholly fail, unless it be aubsequently rati-
fied by the Legislatures or Conventions of
three-fourths of the States.

HISTORY OF ITS COMMISSARIAT—THE EX-
PERIENCE OF A COMPANY.

The editor of The Richmond Examiner
is a reckless sort of fellow, ant insists up-
on grumbling in fine style in spite of the
rebel despotism, and the censorship of the
press. He is an uodoubted fir:eater, and
a classically educated desperado. OQur
readers bave heard of him—John M. Dan-
iels; late Minister to Sardinia.- We find
the following in his paper of August 30:

Finally, the neg-
lect of cleanliness, alike personal zad puu-
lic, and the facility with which whiskey
is cirenlated through our camps, comes

A cowmpapy of volunteers, encampad
within a few bours’ journey of their re-..
spective homes, during a period of six
weeks in midsammer, had never fresh
meat or vegetables allowed them: They
had but one axe in camp, and one old
hatchet—no hammers, saws or other nece
esgary tools, not even nails—aost a pr
which to boil or stew, until the writer bor-
rowed one for them of his own motion
from a neighboring farmer. They had
not a single large turk, spaon or ladie, but
one common meat koife—no chopper, no
fire tongsor shovel, no pot hook—only
four wooden trays of tho smailust siae—
of buckets, about one of the commn «ize
painted inside, to a dozen men—and of
basios still fewer—about half as many
tin cups aud plates, knives and forks as
there men in the Company. Many were
without a change of clothes for weeks to.
gother. They bad nota matchsafe or tio-
der-box, no service lantern or lamps.—
Not ovens or pans eaough to cooka waote
wenl a time— no washer-women, as al- .
lowed by the “regulations,”’ nor other ge:-
vaut whatsoever. Their moat was uearly
all {ried, and theix rations, wastefuliy pre-
pared and wretchedly ocooked, hardly
ever went round without some one’s b:ing
shared out. No wood was ever brought
but such as the cooks dragged from the
forest near by. The only time the men
were allowed to bathe was immediately
after supper. They were officered by a
West Point Captaio, and all their officers
were gentlemen. of refined oultars, who
kept their ¢ wn servauts, their own table,
and igoored as muoh as possible the ex1 «
tence of the men when off ‘duty. Their
Qnartermaster and Comwmissary, who, for
the company, are bas parson was, a ususl

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Can the Militia be Called Out
: State, o

Sinee the commencement of the pres
ebt hostilities in the United States, many
people have asserted that the militia of a
State could not lawfully be called out of
the State limits. Thus far the volunteer

‘of the

| force has been sufficient to méet the de-

mands of the President for probecuting the
war, and if it should fortunately be of
short daration the prebability is that the

| militia will not be called upon at all to

perforw military duty in the service of
the United States.

The Coustitution being the source from
which power is derived, it is to that in-
strument we must look for whatever au-
thority the government may have for call-
ing out the militia. The eighth section
of the first article of the Censtitution of
the United States gives to Cougress the
-power ‘‘to provide for the common defence)
to raise and support armies; to provide for
calling forth the militia to exccute the laws
of the Union, suppress insurrections, and
repel invasions, and to provide for orga-
nizing, arming, and disei»' - ng the mili-
tia, and for governing such part of them
as may be employed in the service of the
United States.”. By the second section of
the second article of the Constitution,
the President is appointed ‘Commander-in-
Chief of the army and navy of the Uni.
ted States, and of the militia of the sev-
eral States when called into the actual ser-
vice of the United States.”

From these clauses of the Constitution
it seems to be entirely clear that Congress
has a right to call the militia to any point
whatever within the United States, If
the militia cannot be called out of their re-
spective States, of what use is the provi-
sion to provide for the common defence?
A country can only be defeuded where it
is attacked. Itis onmly at,those points
where an attack is made, threatened, or
apprehended that the services of the mili-
tary could be required at all; and as they
can only be called upon when danger is
threatening, it is clear that they can be
called, any or all of them, to that point
where their services can be required.—
Prudence and economy might indeed dic-
tate that those who are nearest the point
of attack should be the first called upon,
but when once in the service of the Uni-
ted States all State lines are obliterated so
far as they are concerned. The power to
call the militia into the service of the
United States is too clear to be for one
moment questioned. But the President
is appointed Commander-in-Chief of the
militia when called into the service of the
United States, and if they cannot be called
outside the limits of their respective States.
we have the strange anomaly of a Com-
mander-in-Chief baving an army that he
cannot call into the ficld of .action at all,
unless those fields occur in every State of
the Union. Conceive for a moment how
marvellously effective such an army would
be, A large hostile army advances to the
Potomae, the militia of the several States:
are called upon, respond to the call, and
march; Where?! Why each to the frontier
of his own State, and there with arms in
their hands, and in the “common defence”
~—How? By idly standing there, or march-
ing to meet the enemy at the point of at-
tack? Who does not find the question
already answered in his own mind?

Again, there are Territories to be de-
fended in which there zre but few inhabi-
tants; how are they to be protected from
invasion if the Government is really so
powerless as to be unable to call the mili.
tia beyond the State limits. The framers
of the Constitution were very justly afraid
of a standing army, and ins'ead of having
such a dangerous imst ..on, made this
provision for raising an army in case of
need.

If any of our readers have been labor-
ing under the impression that the Gov-
ernment is réally so powerless as to be un-
able to call the militia to their defence, or
if they are members of the militia force
that they vannot be called to any threat-
ened point of danger, we would advise
them to get clear of the idea assoon as’
possible.

- ForT TAYLOR, Va.,
Sept. 30, 1861.

. MR. EpiTor:—Being in camp to-day,
{ concluded to writeyou. On Wednesday
last, while ycu were enjoying yourselves
at the Exhibition, we had our grand day.
The night before, word was given out that
there would be a grand review of Gen.
Franklin's division on the next day by
Gen, McClellan and staff. That morring
groups of men could be seenin évery di-
rection preparing for the review, each
striving to surpass the other ‘in neatness.
At 11 o’clock the drurm roll was beat, sum-
moning us to fall in; then could be -seen
the moving thousands wending their way
toward the place selected for the review.
Soon we were on our way with full ranks.
When we got on the field the troops that
were to participate had all arrived, except
the N. J. ¥ourth, which was soon at its
post. The field in which the performance
was to take place contained about 50 acres.
You are aware that in every department
of life much depends on show; so with
war. The pomp and show go far to make
the victorious army. To be reviewed by
officers, that, we have all confidence, gives

us the energy requisite to success; at the

same time it gives the officers some per-
ception of their men. There were 12,000

men thus drawn up, as in dress parade,

comprising 11 regiments of infantry, 1 of
cavalry, and 60 pieces of artillery with
their horses.

Sunday afternoon the cars' went
down to Springfield with the N Y. 85th,
and found that they had left there; we
presume they expect another Bull Run,
but we guess not. To-day the movement
of troops has been going on very brisk;
the cars can be heard going and coming
about evesy two hours. The first regiment
left for parts unknown, and we are under
mapching orders. The cooks have orders
‘to have 48 honrs rations on hand all the
time, so that the regiment can move at a
moment’s notice. Itis reported that there
was a fight at Fairfax this morning; how
true, I cannot tell, but it is evident that
there is something on foot. Tne National
flag can be seen to-day floating from Mun-
son’s Hill. -Some of our boys have been
busy to day in mounting the big guns on
Fort Taylor; there are two of the Whit-
worth guns, presented by loyal Americans
residing in England; they are breech load-
ing, ten pounders, and throw a shot six
miles.

MUNSON'S HHLL CAPTURED!

The Rebel F1
>

ag ‘Displaced by the Btars
and Stripes.

‘WasningTon, Sept. 29.—During the
last week it was so frequently reported
from day to day that our troops had ‘ta-
ken possession of Munsun’s Hill, that
when last night this long prewmeditated
event took place, it found few bLelievers
among those least excited by sensation
rumors. A personal visit, however, places
the fact beyond donubt. .

The American flag now floats there in
place of that of the rebels. - :

Detachments from Generals Richard-
sorn’s Keyes’ and Wadsworth’s brigades,
and also from General Franklin’s division,
now oceupy Munson’s Hill, being in com-
mand of Col. Ferry, of the 5th Michigan
Regiment.

Karly this forenoon the pickets from
Gen. Smith’s position advanced to and
now occupy kalt’s Church

Neither this nor the preceding move-
ments met with any opposition whatever,
as the rebel army had on Friday night re-
treated from the whole liné of their posi-
tions froating washington. Upton’s Hill
this side of Fall’s Church, is necessarily
included among the points now held by
the Union forces. .

The works of the enemy at the places
they had evacuated were, in a military
view, almost worthless, being notbing
more than rifle pits of very common con-
struction.

The positions at Muusou’s and Murry’s
hill afforded the rebels nearly an unob-
strncted view of all our fortifications aund
other defeneus. :

The appearance of the ground deserted
by the rebels indicated that they were de-
ficient in those arrangements which serve
to make a cawmp life comfortable, having
no tents, but merely shelters rudely con-
structed.

Melancholy Catastrophe—Another Blune
der—Col. Owen’s Regiment Fired on Ba-
kor’s and Baxter’s Regiments.

The advance of Gen. Smith on Fall’s
Church from the Chain bridge was atgend-
ed by events of the most deplorable €har-
acter. Having passed Vanderwercker’s
and Vanderberg’s houses, on their way
-to the former place, and when about half
a mile from it, by some unaceounable blun-
der, Colonel Owen’s Philadelphia Irish
regiment, in the darknrss of the night,
‘miztaking for the rebels Captain Mott’s
battery, which was in ‘the advance, sus-
tained by Generals Baker’s Califéraia reg-
iment,  Col. Baxter’s fire Zouaves, and
Col. Friedman’s cavalry, fired a full vol-
ley into the troops last mentioned, killing
and wounding a large number. The QCal-
ifornia regiment not knowing whence the
firing came from, returned it with mark-
ed effect. The horses attached to- Mott’s
battery - became unmavageable, and - the

‘tongues of the caisions were broken, owing

to the narrowness of the road. Lieuten
ant Bryant, haviag command of the first
scction, ordered .the guns to be loaded
with grape and cannister, and ‘soon had
them in range to rake the supposed ene-
my, when word was sent to him that he [
was in the company of friends.
