Camp Correspondence.

Forr WorTH, Jan. 12, 1862.
Mgr. Epitor:—It bas been some ' time
since I wrote you. The pressof duty and

want of news has kept us from 80 doi ng;
nor have we any war news to tell you now,
but thought we would give you some his-
tory of camp life as we have fourd it.—
From the very commencement of our du-

al society seemn to have been thrown  off,
and in the langpagé of the Bible,in the
case of Job, the devil came also; and, in
fact, the Lord was not in all our ways.—
The Sabbath was chosen as a day before
all others for extra drill, or some other
worldly matter, until what few there were
who desired to live in refereuce to the
world to come had, with a few exceptions,
come to think that to be a soldier was to
loose all sense of civilization and manli-
ness. It is true the Government is not in
fault in this respect, but the fault is found
in its appointtees, whose sordid desire for
gain go outweighs their love of country
that the latter is sunk into oblivion. It is
true that we have our Chaplains, and it is
also true that they are nct exewpt from
the love of money. But there is one
thing more startling true; we have one of
those pests, called army sutlers, that there
is being so much said about just now. I
noticed in the Pioncer, of the 4th inst.,
an article in which you had the subject’in
a nut shell. There are some things that
are very handy to have; but as a general

of arwy sutlers. In. camp, as in cities,
the great cause of violation of law and or-
der is intoxication, and that through the
medium of liquor that will intoxicate,—
You will remember that 8. W. F. R., in
one of his letters, stated that orders had
been issued that such should not be sold
within the lines of the regiment; yet we
have been told of large hogsheads coming
into camp, some braunded “Prime Hams,”
and others “Springfield Muskets,” when
liquor was their contents. This has then
been sold as pickled Peaches and Cherries,
at from $1 to §1 50 per bottle. We have
heard those near of kind to our sutlers
giving orders to their men for this stuff, and
in less than three hours putting the same
men in the goard house for getting drunk.
We have heard our regiment called the
family regimeant; and well it might he, for
we have seen men punished for not black-
ing their shoes every morning, and when
the excuse was made that they had noth-
ing to do it with, they have been told that
the sutler had, and their being without
was no excuse; while at the same time the
sutler charged eight cents per box for the
same blacking that could be bought for
three cents in Alexandria. 1 have just
heard that-one company had orders this
-morning to purchase one pair of gloves
' per week, which he sells from 18 to 25
cents—-common cotton gloves. But with
all the imposition of prices, we think he
capped the climax the other day. A man
that you well know bought some things,
and offered a United States Treasury Note
in payment thereof; this he refused to
change, unless the bearer would allow five
per cent discount. But while we have so
much to complain of, we have some things
over which to rejoice. The firat is, we
have a one-arm man at head quarters who
cares for his men as a father cares for his’
children; and through his care we have
pretty comfortable quarters and good food.
He having got an inkling of somethng
wrong in the grub line the other. day, he
at once visited the men, and Lad the same
straightened up; making the remark that
he would hear complaints from the men
before the officers. Onc of our privations
has been. that we have had no place for

- social and religious meetings—thus caus.

ing those things.to come to a very low ebb
—but through the enterprise of a few per-
sons we now have a convenient tent, pur-
chased with contributions, and have been
holding a series of meetings, which have
not been without their good results. -We
have already organized an Association,
calle2 the Christian Brotherhood of the 3d
Regiment New Jerscy Volunteers, and
bave had one of a series. of lectures con-
templated, The first was delivered by
Wm. H. Snowden, Sergeant of Company
A.: subject, The Miracle of Life and Death;
a well written and ably delivered address.
We contemplate the furnishing of religious
and literary readings for the regiment as
far a8 poasible, and will be thankful for
any. favors in that line from our friends at
home. Any moral reading will thus be

Ilow she was Detected and Examined !

The Fortress Monroe correspondent of

. Jan. 23, 1862.

MR. Ep1tor: — Jan. 14; We awoke this
morning to find the ground pretty nicely
covered with snow, and it scemed quite
like a morning in Jersey at this season of
the year. There is a line of rebel batter-
ies about six miles in length, directly op-
posite the encampment of our brigade.—
.They have been to-day throwing shells
from the Virginia side at Sickles’ battery,
which is the only one on this'side within
our hearing. It is built.on a high bluff,
just below our encampment, and nearly
opposite the lower batteries on the Virgin-
ia side. After firing about an hour, with
little or no effect, their firing ceased about
10 o’clock A. M., and all was quict until
5 P. M., when one of our gun boats run
down to wherg the rebels appear to be
erecting a new battery, just above Cockpit
Point, and after throwing a few shells as a
warning for them to desist, she sent a hoat
ashore, as we suppose, to examine their
works, ag she did not.return for tomething
like an hour, and then not until they had
fired a signal for her. This evening we
are again saluted with a few more shells,
but noue of them happen to lodge among
us.

Jan. 15. This morning a licavy storm
from the North-Eastis sweeping over this
part of Marylaud. The raiu is§falling al-
most in torrents. The rebels {ry us again
to-day; several shots fell just short of us,
while others passed over our head and fell
nearly a mile in the rear. If they knew
our cxact position they might easily shell
us out, as a few shells in our midst would
compel us to remove, as we have no means
of returning fire. Their batteries arc ve-
ry heavy, and mount some very large guns.
We bave soveral shells which have been
thrown from their guns among our differ-
ent regiments; having fallen close among
us, and not expleding. Some of them
weigh 68 1bs, .

Jan 16. The storm of yesterday has
passed over, and the sky is again clear, and
the weather mild and pleasant. The rebels
tried us again. to-day about ome o’clock,
but did not fire many rounds until even-
ing, when they opened from their whole
line of batterics. The shells fall ecloser
than they have herctofore, and the whist-
ling of the balls as they pass through the’
air about us is not as pleasant as some
we have heard in our lives. The scene
at night is beautiful, but not as pleasant
as it might be under other circumstances.

Jan. 17. About3 o’clock this morning
we were awakemed by the booming of
caunon again. It would do you good to
see the boys turn out, some of them with
only onc eye awake, and all eager to get
a position where they can see what is go-
ing on; but the night is so dark that you
Foan see nothing only when the guns fire.
They are firidg on a small boat which is
running the blockade; the firing comes
louder and quicker ; although we cannot.

between any two vessels of the fleet.
After the first storm it was discovered
that no vessel drawing over seven feet
.three inches, instead of eight and a-half
feet, as Gen. Burnside bad been informed,

. No vessel cither could pass outside the
bar drawing over thirteen feet of water,
unless very skillfully piloted, zonsequent-
ly the steamer City of New York struck
on the outside of the bar.
