Gen. McClellan, in a despatch - which
reached the Secretary of war May 16, sum-
marily disposess of the envious and falee
charges which have been made against
the conduct of the New Jersey troops, at
the battle of Williamsburg. Although
he does not expressly mention th m b

name, it islsufficiently clear that he alludes
to them, because in bis former despateh,
written immediately after the battle, he
complimented only that particular portion
of Hooker’s Division with which he
came in contact on his arrival upon the
battle field, and whdse “superb bayonet
charge” he worthily commemorated. Ful-
ler details having reached him, he hastens
to correct the oversight of his first de-
spatch, which failed to mention the gallan-
try of the troops led by Henintzelman
composed in large proportion of the New
Jersey Brigade —and to bear “testimony
to their splendid conduet.” “Their bear-
ing,” be says, “was worthy of veterans;
for hours they gallantly withstood the
attack of greatly superior numbers, with
very heavy lose”” This is the exact
truth, as has already been show in our col-
umns, and with a true soldierly feeling
Gen. McClellan repeals the sneaking in-
ginvations against the ‘‘Jersey Blues” as
having ‘‘wavered,”” whea in fact they
had fought for six hoars, almost alone,
and without being reinforced, and a great
part of the time without ammunition,
against ‘an overwhelming fos, who-had
succeeded in out flanking them. Then
they retired, but it was inch by inch, and
recovering the ground tliey had Yost, were'
again forced from it; in their great strait
for ammunition even stooping amid the
storm of bullets to gather from the cart--
ridge boxes of their dead and wounded the
few remmnining rounds they contained,

and resoming the fight with invineible
resolution and “patient purpose, steadfast
asalaw.” Most justly then does Gen.
MeClellan make haste to repel the gross
lie which sought to rob the New Jersey
Brigade .of their hard-won laurels, by the
declaration—+If I had had the full infor-
mation I now have in regard to the troops
above named (that is, the troops under
command of General Heintzelman) when
I first telegraphed, they would have been

specially mentioned and commended. I
1 spoke only of what I knew.at the time.”
This, we repeat; is substantial justice,
and we paedict that the ‘“Jersey Blues”
will enter upon the future fights that
await ‘them with incressed ardor, from

field, who was the hero of the defeat of
Humphrey Marshall, is a native of Mass-
achusetts, and has been a Methodist
preacher. Assuch, he was settled at Hi-
ram Portage County.

He was a man who atands five feet nine
inches in his boots, with yellowish white
hair like that of Horace Greeley, and his
friends have claimed for him the distinc-
tion of being the strongest man, physi-
cally, in the United States.

Camp Correéspondence.

MoorsTowX,N. J., May 15, 1862.

Co. H., 7th regiment N.J. Volunteers, though
written to his mother, and designed alone for
private perusal, woyld(§ doudbt not, be inter:
esting to many of thereaders of your journal,

-{ especiully as many of the men he led in the

conflict at Williamabugg were their-sons; and
-coming, too, from a nfan of solid intelligence,
and known to most of them, its ntterances will
' be more satisfactory because more weight will
‘be attached to it than is dsual with itinerant
reporters, It.wis'penned May 7, the second
duy after the battle. ... It reada as follows:
“Iwill as hastily a8 possible.give you ,a
snort description of the 'battle fonght within
ono and o-half miles of here, Monday May 6th.
The enemy left Yorktown on Baturday night
and on Sunday at noon our Division, consist-
ing of lst Brigade (1st and 24 Mass., 2d New
Hampshire and 26th Penn.,)—2d Brigade (1st,
2d, 84, 4th, and Oth Excelsior Reg.,)—38d
Brigade (5th, 6th, 7th and 8th N. J. Reg.,)
with 3 batteries, in all 12,000 men, started in
pursuit. We marched until 12 o’clock Sunday
night and encamped; next morning we were
off early and by 8 o’clock we reached the su-
barbs of Williamsburg, where we met the ene-
my under Qen. Magruder in heavy force—
We attacked bim immediately, a8 Gen. Sum-
ner's corps of 20,000 was expeoted to come up
by 11 o’clock. Gen. Heinrzleman commanded
in person, although Gen. Hooker's division
only was engaged. ) :
The 1st brigade attacked the enemy’s front;
the 3d (ours) formed the left wing, and Sick-
le’s Excelsior brigade formed the support to
the batteries in front and ‘centre. The force
of the enemy I do not know certain, hut from
prisoners I learn that 9,000 troops under Ma-
gruder in person opposed ‘our left, of scarce
1600 men. It rained hard ail Sunday night,
and still kept on, as it did all day, and a8 we
moved from Yorktown suddenly, we had no
cooked rations, little sleep, ammunition part
wet, and worn out in & strange country, while
the enemy were well concealed on chosen
ground and, happily for us, igoorant of our
pumbers.  We formed our line in the woods
and advanced, Gen. Patterson our new Brig.
Gen, (and a braver and better man no ene
need ask,) commsuding, ‘My company and
company C, aud ‘A were deployed as skirmish-
ers to feel our way in front.. The 1st Brigade
by thia time got into action,-and the firing on
our right, which  was ‘the centre, was quite
warm. - I was made aware of the enemy’s po-
sition by a sharp fire openéd on my skirmish-
ers, killing one man and wounding two more.
1 immediately opaned fire and fell back slowly
so a8 to give eur regiments a chance. to pre-
pare for the opening of the fight, "The enemy
advanced in force with loud cheering. I car-
ried back my wounded and joined my regi-
went. - We fell flat down and let- them come
up quite closely when we arose and poured
our fire into. them—the firg ingreased for a

broke them and they-fell back in contusion,

loosing heavily. . We Jost one Lieut. Col. and

several officers thus early—the same was true

of the Hth and 8th. Not knowing how many

they had in front and fearing an ambush we

did not follow, but londed and advancing 30

or 40 paces formed in line, the 8th on theleft,

the 7th next, the Gth on the right and the 5th

was deployed to the right to guard our flank.

The enemy.advanced again after rallying and

bringing in 2 fresh regiments and come up at

a double quick with loud cheers. The fight

by this time become goneral sll along our

front and the enemy’s shells were making sad

havoo in-our ranks. . We allowed them to come

up within twenty-five paces, whea our line,

the 8th, 7th, and Gth arose and with a cheer

poured in n deadly fire. We had buck aund

ball cartridges and at that distance each buck

shot was almost as fatal ag a bullet, and as

they soattered the -effect was terrible—hun-
dreds went dowa at the first fire; our men load-
ed with rapidity unequaled. The roar of the

battle with the shrieks and cries of the wound-
ed and flying arms and legs a8 their shell at
that time was bursting in our midst, the “men

falling fast as the leaden hail was poured into
us and returned .was terrible; strong brave
men fainted in the ranks gt the sight. A com-

rade and friend would énatch a harried look’
at a follen comrade, probably a brother (as
was the onse in my company twice, Lieut.

Johpson having a brother close by him,) sund
immediately turn and fight again. Our boys
behaved nobly and gloriously, not a falter, ev-
ery order was obeyed; the officers acted well.
The enemy stood until reinforcements come up
when they attempted to charge agsin, but our
boys delivered a well directed fire apd they
broke in confusion. By this time no reinforce-
ruents coming to us, and nearly half out of our
regiments killed or wounded, and not daring
to let the enemy see our force, we did not fol-
low up, but formed sgain and awaited them.

The
men stood aud glanced aver their comrades,
not a word was spoken scarcely bat detérmin-
ation was written on their faces. Gen. Hook-
er rode down the line through the woode, spoke
a word or two of their bravery, and encour-
aged the men greatly, saying he could not
praise men who had acted the hero.

The enemy halted. Our troops that had been
so0 long engaged fell back in the rear, and the
Michican and New York and other troops form-
ing the reinforcementa went into it at double
quick, and with & shout that seat terror to the
enery, just as they thought they had the bat-
‘tle won. Their officers tried hard to hold
them, but couldn’t do it but for a short time.
Our fresh troops pushed on to them with the
bayonet, and they tled. This was near four
o’clock, and the battle turned immodiately,
but their guns and reserves fought till dark,
when they guve way. We were lired out, and
what we called our fresh troops had marched
from 8 in the morning till 4 in the afternoon at
double quick, and then fought till dark, and
thinking too that the ¢memy hnd only fallen
back to Williamsburg, where they had very
strong fortifiontions, we coneluded to wait un-
til daylight. Troops continued to arvive all
night, and next morning pushed on after them,
but it was soou found that they had gone.
After they had driven us back in the last
charge, they rified the pockets of all our dead
apd wounded, pulled the rings off of fingers
that had them on, and even took some of our
wounded and dragged them back a mile from
the fleld, but were forced to leave them, and
we got them next morning.” 8Sowme of our
wounded say they saw them rifle the pookets
of their own men also, and next morning when
1_weut over the ficld to got the bodies of my
Licutenant and men, every pocket was empty
and turned. They tooE the stripes off of their
officers so that we might not recognize them as
officers.  With a word congerbing personal es-
cupes, I must close. I wns struck on the hand
while carrying Sergeant Clark’s musket for a
moment, cutiing the musket almest in two
pieces; but, strange to say, it ouly scratched
the skin on my hand. I was struck once on
the breast, fair over my left lung. The ball
struck a large brass button on my overcoat,
and carried it clear through two thicknesses
nd my dress coat, heavily padded, onthrough
my vest and two shirts, and just broke. the
gkin on my breast.. No. 3 struck my hip, hut
had passed through oue of my men, killing|
him, and was spent before hitting me; it only
bruised me. Two more were put through my
coat, and one struck my foot, cutting my boot,
but did not touch the flesh. Nearly every one
of my men were strack. Oat of 23 who went
into the fight, only 9. came out with me unlurt.
The rest of my men were behind the regiment
when we went into action, which accounts for
the fewnéds of my numbers; some came up and
joined in the fight with other regiments. . We
have broken up the rebel army, and will soon
close up the war in Virginin. OQur division ie {
now in the rear, nnd if we are not wanted very
badly, will probably be kept out of action till
our men get recruited up. In haste, .

ers fully undesstand -the'r responsibilities
to publishers of newspapers. The law
which governed in this decision is a law
of Congress, and therefore applicable
to every State in the Union. Many sub-
geribers seem to regard the bill for a
newspaper the last thing to be settled,
especially the last which the Jaw will en-
force. Responsible men, even, under
trifling whims, refuse to take their papers
from the offices regardless of the payment
of the arredrs, and when half a dozen years
bave been added to the arrears at the
times of stopping, think3it hard to thegin-
creased bill with interest and cost of col-
lection. . ‘
