Tu the afternoon Crawford’s brigade of

Geperal Williams’ Division, composed of
the 46th Peonsylvania, 10th Maine, 5th
Conuecticat and 28th New York regi-
ments, withe Best’s battery of regulars,
moved forward to a piece of high ground
between Cedar Creel and Crooked River,
some four wiles north of the point where
the Culpepper and Gordensville turnpike
crosses that stream,  To the south of 1his
point, distant about threc-fourths of a mile,
rises the Cedar mountain, a spur of the
great ‘Uhoroughtfure range. .
" No sooner had our troops emerged from
the timber on the north, and erossed Ce-
dur oveek, than o hattory of heavy guns,
located in the thick timber, half way up
the mountnin eide, opeoed upon them
with shot aud shell, and another of small.
er guns, from a point. of timber ahout
three-eights of & mile to the westward,

Best's battery of Purrott guns was im-
miediutely plunted on tho erest of the hill,
arid begni replying to the two, while the
infuntry was posted in line of battle to the
right of tho battery. ’

The enemy kept up a continuous fire
from both batteries "sowe halt an hoar,
which was rapidly returued by €apt. Best,
when three additional rebel batteries open-
ed from as many different localities.

At abont five o’clock the rebel infantry
was discovered in strong force upon. our
right and in front supporting the rebel
batt: rics, when word was sent back to the
main body stating the fact. Immediately
Gen. Augur'g division, with the remain-
der of Gen. Williams' divisien, were
thrown forward and posted upon the right
of Gen. Crawfurd, and frontiug the deuse
timber where the rebel infantry were post-
ed.

Gen DBaonks now rofe on to the field
and direet2d the operations. Gen. Geary's
brigade of Gen. Augur’s Division had the
advance. and waintained it admirably.—
Gen. Geary's brigade consisted of the 5th
Ohio, 29th ‘Ohio, 28th Pennsylvania, and
Knapp’s battery. )

No sooner had these troops taken their
places than the rebels cpeaned niusketry
fire upon them from two sides and in front
aided by the batteries before mentioned

The batteries on the mountain also kept
up o most d structive five, but the federal
troops never faltercd or even winced. - At
half past five the battle became general,
artillery replying to artillery and intantry
to infantry, and desperation wus the order
of the day.

1
have witnessed many battles during this
war, but I have seen none where the tena-
cious obstinacy of the Awerican character
was g0 fully displayed. :

" Qur troops fought with the valor of
veterans.  No sooner did a volley of mus-
ketry or a discharge of artillery mow down
the ranks of a iegiment than the gaps
were closed up and a new {ront presented.
Regiment vied with reginient, and brigade
with brigade, in decds of val r; and few
instances indced were there where even in
dividuals faitered. :

The Kight and Twelith regulars attach-
ed to General Banks’ corps led by Captain
Pitcher, did esce lent serviee. Cuptain
Piteher was wounded severgly, though
not dangerously, in the kfice by a mus-
ke(ti shot, but he kept the field until the
end. .

With the setting in of darkness the fir-
ing of musketry ceased, but the artillery
upon the mouutain kept up a vandom fir-
ing until near midunight. At dark our
troups withdrew to a small copse of wood,
about half a mile to the rear of their first
position, where they were joined soon af-
ter by the corps of Generall McDowel and
Sigel, who formed in their rear.

At nine o’clock in the evening the hua-
gry and wearied troops of General Baaks
were relieved by portions of McDowell’s
command, and fell back a half mile, res
ting on their arms in a pl.sant clover
field. :

The night was unusually lustrous and
all prominent objects were as plainly dis-
tinguished as. in the bright daylight.
Thoroughfare Mountain loomed up to the
west, a rebel signal light now Hashing
through space, and our loug columns stan-
ding by, their muskets stretched up and
down all the slopes and fields, were dim-
ly descried with their fuces towards the

Crawford’s brigade, which had borne
‘the brunt of the fight, threw themselves
alinost exhausted, upon the moist grass,
and talked over the adventures of the
battle. Some of the men incautiously
made fires, and thus revealing our position
the enemy commenced shelling us.

» Their firing was generally excellent, the
ghells bursting among traing,  ambulances
and horses, soon couipelling our soldiers
to move back toward Culpepper.

A pauic was very nearly occasioned at

order is faithtully carried into effect
‘And they are hereby authorized and di-
rected to arrest and detain any person or
persons about to depart from the United
States in violation of this order, and re-
port to Major'L. C. Turuer, Juige- Advo-
cate, at Washington City, for further in-
structions respeciing the person or per-
sons 8o arrested and detained.
