‘ CHRISTMAS.

From the time of Christ, and some au-
thors affirm from a period antecedent to
his birth, the twenty-fifth day of Decem-
ber has been observed as a holiday.—
By nfany of the early christians it was
observed asa day of religious exercise.
By the ancient Romans it was said to be

‘dedicated to Saturnalia, or feast of. Sat-

urn. The early popes not being able to
extinguish the love of festivals in the
minds of their rude converts, incorpora-
ted them into their system, by devoting
them to some of their saints. A wmodern
writer says that ¢ modern® ehronologists
agree that Christ was born at the end of
September or the begining o October.”
But whether of Christian orgin, and re-
ally the birthday of the Savior, or of
heathen orgin, it has been.observed as a
holiday for a long period, and among all
Christian nations. 1In the Isle of Man,
it was the custom on christmas eve to
hunt 2 wren, kill it and lay it on a bier
and carry it to the church yard, where it
was buried with whimsical solemnity,
singing dirges over it in the Monk’s lan-
guage. InGermanyitis a custom for
the children to make presents to their

-parents, and to each other, and the pa-

rents to the children. For three or four
months the pocket money is saved up,
and the presents purchased and careful-
ly kept concealed. On christmas eve
onc of the rooms is lighted up, into which
the parents must go. A bough of ever-
green is fastened on the table, and illu-
minated with a multitude of little tapers.
Uuder this bough the presents for the
parents arc laid, when the -parcats are
introduced and -the gifts presented.—
The children then present gifts. to. each
other with kisses and embraces. On
the noxt day the parents lay out on the
table the presents they désign for their!
children. The mother tells the daugh-
ters privately, and the father the eons,
what they have noted most praiseworthy
or faulty in their conduct. Formerly,
in some of the towns in North Germauny,
the presents of the prrents were sent to
some oné fellow, whe, in high buskins, a
white robe, a mask, and an enormous flax
wig, personatés the servant Rupert.—
On christmas night, he went round to
every house and said that Jesus Christ,
his master, sent him there. He was re-
ceived with great pomp and reveaence
hy the parents, but the little children
were terribly frightencd. He then in-
quired for the children, and according
to the character, which he hears from
the pareut, he gives them the intended
presents, as if they came from Heaven..
If they have been bad children he hgivcs
the parents a rod, and in the pame of
his master reccommends them to use it
frequently. The 28th of December was
celebrated at one period by whipping
all the children in the morning, under
tho impressien that they would be better
‘behaved the coming year.— Standard:

Smart Parents have Dull Ghildren.

The truth of this, as an almost univer-
sal rule can be substantiated in every
community. We should naturally expect
the contrary. Stgiking characteristics
are, in part at least, transinitted from par-
ents to children. Why theu do so few
sons and daughters of intelligent, ackive,
and successful parents develop equal en-
crgy and achicve equal success?

" Probably the following suggestions cx-
plain the difficulty and indicate a remedy.
With rare exceptions, a man’s success de-
pends less upon his natural abilities and
opportunities, than upon hisself reliance
and conscquent cxértion of his powers.—
These traits are mainly developed in youth.
Take an illustration. We have a friend,

in onc of the large marble blocks in this
City. -His natural intcllect is not above
average. Left an orphan at the age of
four years, he fell into the hands of an
uncle who was strict to .austerity in his
moral rule, but othcrwise -carcless, and
the boy was left mainly to shift for him.
self. To obtain pocket mouey, and much
of his clothing, he peddled apples, ginger-
bread, etc.. at shows, geueral traiuings,
and similar gatherings, and also made and

1 sold various simple mechanical articles.

The strict  disciplinc of his uncle kept
him out of vice, but the nccessity of de-
pendidg upon his own exertions, and the
early practice of laying out his own plans
and enjoying their results, developed in-
genuity, foresight,and self-reliance. At
manheod he came to New-York and enter-
ed a store as porter. His strict moral hab-
its,.and his develsped abilities, were soon
noted, and he was made clerk in the pack-
ing department. From this he was pro-

chasing department, and upon the death
of one of the partners, was gladly taken
in as one of the firm. His business abil.
ities, with his small savings, were consid-

ey capital invested by the other partners.

Thus it had been iu numberless instan-
ces. The children of the poor, thrown
upon their own resources,t have risen to
competence and wealth. Their disadvan-
tages have educated their abilities. But
what has this to do with the subject of the
present article? - A good deal. Those par-
ents who are “‘smart”’ themselves, gener-
ally do most of the work themselves, or
at least take the whole direction of it.—
That active mother finds it easier to do
her housework, thaun to leave it to the
daughter. The daughter koows that
mother will look after it, and exercises no
carc or oversight. The father looks af-
ter every thing himself. The son is a
mere machine worked by the father, and
thus he grows up, incapable of success-
fully directing his own powers. Though
naturally sharp, his faculties are dulled

little avail.

~ Our opinion is, that while parents
- should abate nothing of strictness of dis-
cipline in general matters, they should
throw their children upon their resources.
Let the son have his plotof ground, his
animals, his own personal property, en-
tirely under his own direction, for the care
of which he shall be wholly responsible
and upon the proper management of
which shall depend somawhat of his own
pleasure and profit.

All were
sorry to part with an officer who, at thé

On the 16th Gen. Batler and Banks
met at headquartcrs. Gen Butler wel-
commed Gen. Bunks to the Department
of the Gulf, and assured him that he
would find here troops who would yield
a cheerful obedience t~ his every order.

The duty with which I am charged re-

quires me to assist in the restoration of
the Government of the United States.—
It is my desire to accure to the people of
every class all the privileges of posses-
sion and enjoyment which are consistent
with public safety, of which it is possible
for a beneficient and just Government to
coafer.
" In the execution of the high trust with
which I am charged, I rely upon the co
‘operation and counsel of all loyal and well
disposed people, and upon the manifest
interest of those dependent upon the pur-
suits of peits of peace,‘v%\well‘as upon the
support of naval and land-forces.

My instructions require me to treat as
enemies those who are enemies, but I
shall gladly regard as friends those who
are friends. Norestrictions will be placed
upon the freedem of individuals which are
not imperatively demanded by considera-
tions of public safety, but while their
claims will be liberally considered; it is
(duealso to them to state that all the
rights of the Government will be unflinch
ing'y maintatned.’

Respectfal consideration and prompt
reparation will be accorded to all persons
who are wronged in body or estate by
those under my command. -

Lhe Governmert does not profit by the
pri-
vate or public sufferings which attend it.
{ts fruits are not equally distributed.—
In the dirloyal states desolation has em-
pire on the sea and ou the land. lIn the
North the war is an abiding sorrow, but
not yet a calamity. 1lts cities and towns
are inereasing in population wealth, and
power. The refugees from the South alone
compensate in great part for the terrible
decimations ef battle. ‘

The people of this Department who are¢
disposed to stake their fortunes and lives
upoa resistence to the Government, may
wisely reflect upon the immutable condi-
tions which surround them. The valley
of the Mississippi is the chosen seat of
population, product ‘and power. on this
continent. In a few yeurs twenty-five
million of people, unsurpassed in material
resources and capacity for war, will swarm
upon its fertile rivers. Those who as-
sume to set conditions upcn their exodus
to the Gulf count upon a power not given
to man, The country washed by the wa-
t:ra of the Ohio, the Missouri and the
Miss ssippi, can never be permanently
_severed. If one grneration basely barters
away its rights, immortal bonors will rest
upon another that rec!aims them.

" Létit never be said either that the
East and the West may be seperated.—
Thirty days distance from the markets of
Europe may satisfy the wants of Louisi-
ana aud Arkansas, but it will not answer
the demands of {llinois and Ohio. The
valley of the Mississippi will have its del-
tas upon the Atlantic.

EXECUTIVE ORDER,

Hstablishing a Provisional Court. in
Louisiana.

Executive Mansion, . Washington, Oct. 20.
—The insurrection which has for some
time prevailed in several of the States
of this Union, including Louisiana, hay-
ing temporarily subverted and swept
away the civil institutions of that State,
including the judiciary and the judicial
authorities of the Uuion, so that it has
become necessary to hold the State in
military occupation ; and it being indis-
pensably necessary that there shall be
some judicial tribunal existing there ca-
nable of administering justice, 1 have,
therefore, thought it proper to appoint
and 1 do hereby constitute a provisional
Court, which shall be a Conrt of Record,
for the State Louisiane, and 1 do hereby
appoint Charles A. Peabody, of New
York, to be a Provisional Judge to hold
said Court, with authority to hear,. try:
and determine all causes, civil and erim-
inal, including ecauses in law, equity,
revenue and admiralty and particularly
all such powers and jurisdiction as be-
long to the District and Circuit Courts of
the United States, conforming his pro-
ceedings, so far as possible, to the course
of proceedings and practice which has
been customary in the Courts of the
United States and Louisiana—his judg-
ment to be final and conc'usive. dnd
1 do hereby authorize and empower the
said judge to make and establish such
rales and regulations as may be necess-
ary for the exercise of his jurisdietion
and to appoint a prosecuting Attoruey
