THE ODDS AGAINST US.

Soon after the elese of our revolution-
ary struggele, a teue blooded Yankee was
in conversation with the son of a rene-
gade tory, and they were comparing notes
about the issue of the seven years’ war,
“Ah !” said the Yankee boy, “our folks
had the right of it, and the Lord was on
our side.”  “Yes, that’s just it,” replied
the tory boy. “if he had’nt been you'd
have been whipped as sure as a gun.”

In our present contest with the insur-
geuts at the South, we have no doubt on
which side the Lord is. At all events,
we are quite sure He is not with those
who would overthrow and destroy in-
stitutions on which His smiles have been
30 continuously bestowed. Nor can we
helieve His arm will be stretched out to
uphold a system which has been fruitful
of some of the rankest offences that the
sun ever beheld.

But there is arrayed against us a pow-
er in comparison with which the legiti-
mate, inherent strepgth of the South is
very insignificant. There can be no
doubt, in any intelligent mind, that but
for foreign aid and countenance, the in-
surrection which has assumed such for-
midable magnitude would have been sup-
pressed the same year in which it com-
menced.. We venture to say that the
same opinion is entertained by the insur-
gents themselves. Had they been appri-
sed before, or even at the time they took
the irretrievable step, that no sympathy
would be shown them beyond the sea;
that they must go into the hazardous
conflict without aid er countenance out-
side of the United States; that it musst
be regarded ds a family quarrel, to be
sottled within doors, six months——possi-
hly three—would have brought the re-
bellion toa close. It was first the know-
ledge that southern products were of vi-
t1l consequence to Europe, and the con-
fidence thence resulting that she would
have these products whatever it might
cost, that emboldened the States to this
revolt. Then came the recognition of
rebeldom as a belligerent— putting the
constituted government of the country,
wih whem all diplomatic and national
intercourse was maintained, upon a par
with a few revolted subjects of that gov-
ernment. Next was the protection ex-
tended to rebel commi:goners on their
way to nations, professedly at peace with
our country, to stir up sympathy, and if
possible obtain substantial aid in their
parricidal attempt. We say nothing of
the right or wrong, the legality or ille-
gality, of any of these measures, but
speak only of their mpral and popular
impression. Then the emissaries of for-
eign governments were busy in present-
ing southern interests and southern pol-
icy in the most favorable light, and tra-
ducing and villifying the people and the
policy of the rest of the country. In
their despatehes to mewspapers abroad,
it was the north and the south that were
in conflict, instead of the governmecat
and the rebels. To keep up the flag-
ging spirits of the malcontents, probable
recognition was suggested at short in-
tervals, and when that became stale, ne-
gotiations were undertaken to supply
the confederates with ships, arms, am-
munition, &e. Vessels were regularly
cleared from British ports laden with
stores notoriously designed for rebel sup-
ply—for ports from which access to
blockaded harbors would be easiest—the
destiny of ships .and cargo being perfect-
ly understood. Then we have the pi-
ratical ships built of English timber, in
English ship-yards, receiving their ar-
mament from English foundries, manned
with Fnglish sailors, leaving ports un-
der English colors, and as soon as they
reach the highway of nations commenc-
ing their work of pillage and destruction
upon American commerce. And now,
also, rebel agents have negotiated a loan
in open market, for the relief of rebel
finaces, relying upon a traffic with rebel
cotton planters to refund. A disinter-
ested Laplander, or even a stupid Hot-
tentot. would nced no 2id in discerning
with which of the parties at war British
feeling sided—with the national gov-
ernment, or ‘the band of conspirators
against its stability and life.

Look, too, at the recent conflict in
Charleston harbor. Take away the guns,
the projectiles and the amwmunition which
England supplied, and who doubts that
Charleston would have fallen before our
iron-clads like grass before the secythe
of the mower? The odds against us,
then, are seen at a glance. All the help
which the sympathizing portion of the
British nation can afford to the revolted
States is promptly given. If they can
2id them with money, they will ask no
better security than the prospect the
success of the rebellion holds out. If
‘they want our ships of commerce swept
from the ocean, England will rupply the
piratical craft. If they want to cope
with our navy, their weakness in this
respect shall not hinder them. A score
of the most formidable war ships. shall
be put afloat; and  English labor, capital
and countenance shall sustain them in
crippling the legitimate government of
‘the country, and if possible, tearing our
national banners intoshreds and use them
for wading in the last battle for human
liberty. If it were not sorrowful and
humiliating, it would be ridiculous, to
see the English aristocracy folding their
arms and pretending to be mere look-
ers-on, while they are virtually as effec-
tive and trusty allies in this infamous
rebellion as the heart of Jefferson Davis
could desire. - If we put down the south-
ern insurrection, we shall gaina victory
at once over foreigh and domestic ene-
wies, - {f we fail—~which heaven forbid
—it will be to the English, and not .to
the southern power, that we submit.—
England is the muscle of the southern
farm, without which it would be compar-
atively powerless. There ig every reason

to expect the arrival ia *Amorican “was

‘liable thereto.

ters, in a few weeks, of some ten or fift
tecen formidable ships of war in the ser-
vice of the rebels, which are as really
expressive of finglish feeling towards
the United States as if the British jack
were flying at the mast-head of each of
them. If we arc to have a fair fight
let the foreign bully leave the ring.—
North American. .
Rules for Axsessment of Income Tax.

The Commissioner of Internal Revenue
has just issued the following regulations
for the assessment of the income tax:——

The asscssor and assiétant - assessors of
each collection district, will assess the in-
come tax on the 1st of May mnext, upon
every person residing within the district
Each person will be re-
quired to return his total income, so far
specifying the sources from which it is
derived as to enable the assistant assessor
to decide what deductions shall be made
therefrom. Persons whose income does
not exceed thesum of $1,000, and who
reside in the United States, will be sub-
Jject to a duty of three per cent on such
portion thereof as is liable to taxation;
provided, however, that upon the income
derived from interest upon notes, bonds, or
other securities of the United States a du-
ty of one and a half per cent will be lev-
ied. - Persons whosc incomes exceed $10,-
000, will be subject to a duty of five per
cent on the portion thereof subject to tax-
ation; provided, however, thatupon the
income derived from interest upon notes
bonds or other securities of the United
States, 2 duty of one and a half per cent
will be levied. Citizens of the United
States residing abroad, and not in the
employment of the government of the
United States, will be subject to a duty of
five per cent on the income of any prop-
erty sccurities or stocks owned in the
Uuited States and not exempted from the
income tax; provided, however; that upon
the income derived from the interest upon
notes, bonds or other securities of the
United States, a duty of one and a half
per cent will be levied. Every farmer
or planter will be required to make re-
tarn of the value of produce of his farm
nr plantation, without 'deduection for the
liber or services of himself and his fam-
ily, or for any portion of such produce
consumed by himself and family.

The following deductions will be made
from the aggregate income of each person,
and the tax assessed upon the remainder,
viz:~~State and local taxes assessed in the
calender year preceding this- assessment,
to wit: from January 1, 1862, to Decem-
ber 31, 1862, inclusive; salaries of offi-
cers or payments to persons in the ser-
vice or employwent of the United States,
from which a deduction of three per cent
has been made by the disbursing officers®
of the government; interest or dividends
of stek, capital or deposits in any bank,
trust company or savings inmstitution, in-
surance, bridges, express, steamboat, fer-
ryboat, railroad company or coporation,
from which interest er dividends a duty of
three per cent shall have been deducted
by the officers of such companies, corpo-
rations or associations; interest from any
bonds or other evidences of indebtness of
any railroad company or other corpora-
tion, from which a duty of three per cent
shtll have been deducted by the officers
of such company or coporation, and re-
ceipts derived from advertisements on
which a duty shall have been assessed
and paid; also the sum of $600, except in
cascs where the whole or any part of the
said $600 shall have been deducted from
the salarics or pay of officers or persons in
the service or employment of the United
States; the amount actually paid for the
rent of every dwelling house or estate
which is the residence of the persons as-
sessed, and the amount paid by any farm-
er or planter for hired labor and necessary
repairs upon his farm or plantation, in-
cluding the subsistence of the labor-
ers. :

Whenever the total income of any per-
son exceeds $10,000, and deductions are
made therefrom upon the ground that a
portion .of sach income has been subject
to a three per cent duty upon dividends
or interest paid by companies, corporations
or associations, as before enumerated. such
person will be subject to a tax of two
‘per cent additional upon so much of his
income as may have been previous ly sub-
Jjected to a duty of three per cent by the
officers of the companies, corporations, or

.as3ociations befors pnamed.

Guardians and trusteess, whether such
trusteecs, are so by virtue of their office as
executors, administrators or other fiduciary
capacity, are required to make a return
of the income belonging to ‘minors or
other persons which may be held in trust
as afore:aid, and the income tax will be as-
sessed upon the amount rcturned, after
deducting such sums as are exempted
from the meome tax as aforesaid; provided
that the exemption of $600 under section
90 of the Hxcise law shall not be allowed
on account of any minor or other benefi-
ciary of a trust, excdpt upon the state-
ment of the guardian or trustee, made un-
der oath, that the minor or beneficiary
has no other income from which said
amount of $600 may be exempted "and
deducted. :

. Whenever-persons liable to assessment
of income tax shall neglect or refuse to
make the lists required by law, or when
the lists made and tendered by such per-
sons shall not be accepted by the assess-
ors or assistant assessors as just and prop-
er, it shall be the duty of such assessor or
asgistant assessor to make lists for such
persons according to the best information
he can obtain. Persons so assessed may
take oath or affirmation as to the amount
of income and deduoted therefrom, agreea-
bly to section 93. I :

Persons receiving rent may deduct
therefrom the amount paid for necessary
repairs, insurance. and interest on encum-
bratices upon ‘such rented property, The
cost of* mew  strnetures or improvements

.don’t you name him ‘‘Hallowed 7/

to buildings shall not be deducted from
the income. The tax must be levied up-
oa all dividends declared prior to Sep-
tember 1, 1862, and upon $600 of all sal-
aries of officers or payments to persors in
the civil military, naval or other service
of the United States for services render-
ed prior to the said date as such dividends
and proportions of salaries were not sub-
ject to deduction or assessment. Interest
received from or due by trust companies,
savings institutions, insurance, bridge, ex-
press, steamboat, ferryboat and railroad
companies, corporations or associations
prior to the same date must also be taxed,
intercet paid by him on encumbrances
upon the dwelling house or estate in
which the assessed person resides may
be deducted from income, also his pay-
ments for necessary repairs. Farm pro-
duce weich the producer has on hand on
the 81st day of December, 1862, must be
appraised at its marketable value on that
day. Theincome tax shall be included in
the annual list, and appeals and other
proceedings held as provided by law.

THE PARAGRAPH AN ART,

It is not everybody, even among able
and practised authors, that can write an
interesting and’ agreeable . ‘wspaper ar-
tlcle. There is plenty of reum ina book
to enlarge upon the subject in” hand.—
Trifty pages, more or less, are of no con-
gequence. But the columns of a news-
paper are inexorable. Within certain
iron limits that cannot be expanded, the
editor or contributor must say his say.—
It isrequisite, therefore, that he be ‘able
to condense his thoughts, and this pow-
erof compression is somewhat rare. There
is room for a large amount of thought
in halfa column. Revolutions have been
initiated in that syace. Much eloquence
may be obtained in a few paragraphs; for
eloquence—true eloquence.does not con-
sist merely in sonorous periods and “link-
ed sweetness long drawn out.” It is full
of pith, nervous, concise. Flowery talk
is not eloquence. The man who expeets
to make his mark in newspaper literature

should be well-read, a good casuist, keen-

of perception, a humorist, of sqund judg-
ment, and largely endowed with that in-
definable faculty, or rather iostinet, ealled
tact. He should be able to produce such
articles as scholars can relish and yet the
uneducated appreciate and enjoy. Then
he must write clearly; for the newspaper
isgnot a thing to be studied out, but to be
nnderstood at once. Every article should
be so lucid that those who run may not
only reed, but comprehend. He should
write pleasantly,too, so as to amuse as
well as instruct; except when he has some
flagrant wrong to denounce, some villain
toscathe. Then he sould lay on the lash
with an emphasis that will make the hon-
est reader’s heart cry: ““Amen! and Amen!”
He must be origna? too. = Stilfed common-
place, abominable any-where, is most des-
olate in the sheet thatone depends upon
to enliven a dull hour. ‘A sparkling news.-
paper article is a delightful reliefto the
Jog trot monotony of “daily life and con-
versation.” Some writes—like Dean
Swift— cannot be humorous without be-
ing coarse. Let none such attempt to
write for that family oracle—the newspa-
per.

You have got to stop
these disgtaceful cavalry ‘surprises,’ I'il
have nomore of them! I'll give you full
power over your officers, to arrest, cash-
ier, shoot whatever you will—only you
must step these ‘surprises.” And, sir, if
you don’t do it, I give you fair notice, I
will relieve the whole of you and take
command of the cavalry myself!” .
That isthe kind of talk for tardy or
delinquent officers, and the first fruits
thereof may be read in the flash and ring
of gallant sabres at Kelly’s Ford. 1t is
the kind of talk to reform an army and to
winbattles and to save a nation, and his

-tory will record every word. in letters of

gold.

LAW§ OF NEW JERSEY.
(BY AUTHORITY.)

A Further Supplement to an act entifled “An
act for the instruction of indigent deaf and
dumb persons, inhabitantsof thia strte,” ap-
proved April tenth, eighteen hunuied snd
forty-six. .

1. Be it enacted hy the Senate and General
Assembly of the State of New Jersey, That
thoannual expense for each deaf mute in-
structed at the charge of the fund t¢ which
tlis is & supplement, shall not exceed the
su'm of one hundred and eighty dollars, unless
the governor or person sdministering the gov-
ernnrent shall be satisfied that the means of
such deaf mute, orthose of his or her par-
ents -or. guardians, are, insufficient to keep
such deaf mute supplied with sultable cloth-
ing during his or her term of instruction, in
which case clothing may be supplied at the
charge of said fund, at an expense not exceed-
ing twenty dollars in any one year fur any one
pupil so supplied.

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EFFECTS OF CLIMATE,

A great deal has been said and writ.
ten in reference to the effects of climate
in various latitudes, as well as the ability
of our northern troops to” stand the ef-
feets of the climate of the south, with
its heats and fevers. In the present
cigis it may not be amiss to examine

- the mortality list of war in Mexico. In

it we find that men born in and coming
trom colder climates bear fatigue and
exposure in torrid regions much bettor
than troops native to a warmer climate.
The rebels counted much ou all kinds of
diseases breaking out among our sol-
diers, but they have been greatly de-
ecived. In Mexico, where northern
and southern men fought side by side,
the men of the free states bore the rigors
of the climate far better than those of
the slave states. The record presents
some curious facts and details, and
prbves that an army of “aristocratic gen-
tlemen” is not altogether u desirable
foree to take the field in a hard cam-
paign  agaiust a  belligerent foe. On
April 8th, 1848 the Secretary of War
made a report to the U. 8. Senate of the

losses of the volunteer forces employed

From this it appears that

seven Northern States, Massachusetts.

New York, New Jersey, Peunnsylvania,

Ohio, Indiano and Ilinois, furnished in
the course of the war, 22,573 men. Of
this force the total loss from disease was

9,931 men ; less than one-cighth of the
whole. Nine slave states, Virginia,

North Carolina, South €arolina, Georgia,

Alabama, Mississippi, Louisiana, Ten-
nessee and Kentucky. furnished 22,808
men. The loss from this” force by dis-

e1se, and death caused by disea;e, was

4,211, or more than oue-fifth—a very

considerable difference in favor of north-

ern troops. It we go into particulars,

we find that Massachusetts lost of' 1,047

wmen, only 61 by disease, while South

Carolina, furnishing 1,054 men, or 7

more than Massachussetts, lost not less

than 338 by disease. Mississippi lost

769 by disease out of 2,319, while Indi-

ana, furnishing nearly double the nuw-

ber,.name]y 4,470, lost only 768. Geor-
gia lost 362 men by disease, out of 2,047,
while New York lost but 188 out of a
total of 2,665. North Carolina sent
436, and lost 233, while our own patriot-
ie little state of New Jersey sent 424,
and lost but 12 by disease. Pennsylva-
nia sent 2,464, and lost 411, but Mis-
sissippi lost 769 out of 2,319. Illinois
furnished 5,973 men, and lost 850, while
Tenpessece furnished 5,090, and lost
1,186. Alabama lost 223 out of a force
of 3,011; Arkansas lost 186 out of a
foree of 1,323, rather more than ten per.
cent in each. Kentucky lost 700 out of
4,800, but Ohio sending 5,530, lost only
641. The Texas troops, fighting in a
eountry te whose circumstances and cli-
mate they were better accustomed, lost
yet more by disease than the Missouri.
ans.  Of 7,318 only 340 were thus lost.
Aston;ishing as these comparative results
are, they might be predicated from a
knowledge of the men. The northern
soldier is a man nsed to labor, who has
earned his living and supported his fam-
ily by his strong arms and honest indus-
try. His muscle if firm, his mind is
quiet, his habits are such that disipline

fall lightly on him. He has been used

to endurance. And above all, he has
been to school and is an intelligent be-
iag, capable of adapting his conduct and
habits to his circumstances. Thus it
will be seen by practical illustrations,
snd from official sources, that soldiers
from the northera states are better capa-
ble of enduring the effects of southern
climates than even our physicians are
willing to admit ; and, during their ser-
vice in the present rebellion, they have
stood the test equally as well as in

Mexieo.

STUNMP EXTRACTORS.
Tn this part of New Jersey but little ig

stump machines. Some have been exhib-
itel at agricultural exhibitions and a few

| experiments made, but we know of no

tract of land of uny size in this region that
has been cleared with o stump extractor
such as is now used at Vineland by Mr.
Drew. This gentleman is from Vermont,
and has successfully operated his machine
in all'the New England States and else-
where. There is scarcely any limit to its
power when put in operation. The most
gigantic trees of the forest are made to
yield cheir hold and bow to the mujosty of
this powerful machine. There are many
different kinds of stump extractors; some
of them very good, others good for nix.
The best hand power machine we know of
was gotten up by Mr. Harvey Worrell, a
worthy mechanic of this state. We have
seen it operated with successfully on good
sized stumps. There is a machine in
Vineland somewhat on the same principle,
but the inventor must certainly have sup-
posed that stumps had but one root, and
that perpendicular. The best illustration
we can- give of it is to compare it to a man
trying to pull himself out of his baots by
tugging at the straps. This machine rests
ou the roots close to the stump which it
is designed to draw, and will lift the stump

about #s soon as a man can lift hiwself
out of his boots by pulling upwards at the
straps. It was.introduced at Vineland by
Captain Hall, but we know him too well
to believe he would recommend it to any
one after discovering himself that it was a

humbug. There are other slow working
horse-power machines sold at from twenty-
five to seventy-five dollurs each, but they
are thrown in the shade by Mr. Drew's
machine, which will extract four monster
stumps before they can budge one.

On Wednesday afternoon next there.
will be au opportunity offered those inter-
ested in sceing Mr. Drew perform with
his extractor, on some large white-oak
stumps opposite the Henry Loder farm,
now owned by Joel Garrison, on the new
road about one mile and a half east of the
West Jersey Railroud. Farwmers and oth-
ers who have land to clear up will now
have a good chance to see the practicabili-
ty of the thing tested. Mr. Diew will be
there to give any information desired,

The transports ran past War-
reaton without difficuity, the rebel batter-
ies having been silenced there. The Pres.
ident on Sunday received a despatch from
Admiral Porter, aunouncing that still an-
other lot of twelve transports and six bar-
ges had gone safely by the batteries. The
new iron clad punboat Choctaw has just
joined the fleet above Vicksbury,

Our latest despatch from St. Louis, re-
port the defeat of the rebel Gen. Marma-
duke. He attacked Gen. MeNeil at Gir-
arde:u on Saturday, with 6,000 men,
but was handsomely repulsed after three
hours hard fight ng. "McN.il was rein-
forced since, and has two gunboats ready,
and is confident that he will again whip
the rebels if they venture another attack.
A still later despatch says he has repulsed-
them with severe joss, afd that Marwma-
duke is in retreat—but this seems to refer
to the first fight. Our loss'is said to be
less than 20 killed and wounded.

hurl them upon Gen. Johnston and his’
army, with the hope of annihilating him,
thus opening the way to the Mississippi
valley and the heart of the Confederacy.
This battle, which is now imminent, - the
MississipPIAN thinks will be be the bat-
tle of the war, and says, if it is not deci-
sive—if it is not foliowed by a speedy
peace—it will, at least, determine beyond
doubt the future charaacter and final result
of the contest. It is the blow of all oth-
ers it says, “we have most to dread, and
our generals should not be slow in mak-
ing ample proparations for the coming
storm.”

The Charleston Mercury says: The
naval officers attached to the Confederates
States steamer Chicord have prid fre-
quent visits to the wreck of the sunken
Keokuk.

The
address declares that instead of coming
to ‘‘overthrow a government, they are
sent to assassinate a people, and instead of
coming to destroy a party, Napoleon has
sent them to.cut the throats of eight mil-
lious people.”
