POLITENESS IN CAILDREN.

When your child first begina to speak
teach him forms of courtesy. It is one of
the surest ways of teaching him to be
kind and gentle in his heart and behaviour.
One on whose lips the law of kindness
dwells will not be rude ard course in his
fcelings. . Even baby lips can be taught
the little fords «please” and “‘thank you,”
when a favor is received, and they will
learn it far easier than older childred.—
The habits you form now will be life long.

It was a principle with the old Jesuits,

that if they might have the first seven

years of a child’s life they cared not who
had the after training.

In teaching your children these little

sweet courtesies of life, you must expect
to be constantly repeating over the same
old lessons for the first few years. It re-
quires line upon line, and you must not

be dircouraged, even after a seventy time
repetition. The reward will come at
length, and you will rejoice to see the lit-
tle child you have so laboriously, "acting

voluntarily on the principles you have in-

stilled, requiring no prompting or correct-

ing, for courtesy has become a habit.

In no place is the distinction between

the refined and ill bred more marked than

at the table, If your children are not ear-

ly taught politeness there, you must pre-
pare yourselves and them for a thousand

mortifications in future life, and must look

to see them regarded as annoying and dis-

agreeable, by those whose good will you

may most desire to secure. A child left

to himeelf bringeth his mother to shame.”

However humble your position in life,

‘though your family gather around a table

of pine 1nstead of mahogany, your chil-
dren may and should be taught the same
lesson of respectful behavior. It is a duty
which God requires of you, and he holds
you responsible for every unchecked man-
ifestation of disrespect or disobedience
you allow in your presence. Let your
children learn to sit quietly, until alt ol-
der than themselves arc helped, and do
not beein compromising with some little
insurgent by a lump from the sugar bowl.
If you de, it will by no means be “the be-
ginning of the end.” As they advanct
in years encourage them to join pleasantly
but always modestly in the family conver-
sation around the table. Let the meal
time be one of the most cheerful hours of

the evils which would make it far other-
wise, do not commit the error of expecting
too much from fhe little people at once.~

CENTRAL PENNSYLVARIA.
LEWISBURG, May 12th, 1863.

‘Mr. EpiToR :—As I am now come so
near-home, it may be thought needless
for me to be making out and sending Re-
ports for the newspaper. “Formerly there
was no want of Reporters at home, and
probably the most direct way to raise
them now would be for me to appear
there, for then the tables being turned:
instead of laboring to make reports, T
would only have to hear and endure them.

You will'recollect “that some months
ago, while travelling along the “North’
Branel” of the Susquebhanna river, I
made reports of the country and towns
on the way until I came to-Danville, near
the junction of the “West Branch.”—
Now, if you deém it worth while to re-
ceive such Reports into your valuable pa-
pet, I propose giving you some ‘observa-
tions of my travels along the “West
Branch” Susquehanna, and through Cen-
tral Pennsylvania. -

Every one acquainted with the geogra-
phical features of this State knows that
Northumberland is advantageously situ-

hanna rivers, for it has ever been noted
on the maps as a very conspicuod place: |
More than forty years ago it was a great
place for lumber and rafts, and it was
then deseribed in the newspapers and
spoken of as a place destined to rise to
great note and prominentey. But what
do we hear concerning it now? With a
rich and populous country all around it
such as would tend to make it a plage of
business and trade, and make it become
a thrivivg town. With this most favora-
ble situation, where treasures flow in from
distant and different quarters, we would
readily suppose that a town here had ev-
er been growing improving, and “that |
with population, business establishments,
commerce manufactories, churches) semi-
naries, and literary institutions, it had
become a proud ornament to the State.—
And we find it has been the casc with
many other towns thus situated.” Elmi-
ra, Binghamton, and- Waverly, above
this, on the Susquehainna river, at the
confluence of streams of less magnitude
than those, have arisen and long ago be-
come famous and important cities. What
then could stint the growth of Northum-
berland and cause a blight to its flourish-
ing? . .
As according to my prospectus, when I
began reporting on Central New York, I
am not to raise any evil and false reports,
so neither do I now like to circulate any
second hand reports. However, it is a
truism that laggards and fogies are guilty
of obstructing human progress and im-
provement; and if what all men here re-
port is true, there are some such persons
that have been great hindrance to the
rise of a splendid city in this most propi-
tious place.

Thus within a few years other towns have
arisen on both branches of tl.m .Susque-
hannah, just above their junction, that
have along agoeclipsed N orthumberland ,
and so the auspicious day for its rise to
importancé and splendor has gone by
and it is now an old, dingy, backward,
seedy villuge —sitting here in doleful si- |
lence, undergoing no change but decay #
occupying the site’ where the lively wa-
ters of two gleat rivers rush ‘fiashing -
past ; where the “North Branch” and the
«South Branch” canals meet; where great
traverse railroad thoroughfares interscet;
while other towns and cities are fast ris-
ing to power and glory all around it.

Sunbury, the rival of Northumberland,
stands on the river, two miles below the
junction. I find it still the samé com-
mon, old place that it was when I visited
here in 1849. It has little more public
spirit, enterprise and advancement,” wor-
thy of note, than its dumpish’ sister, al-
‘ready reported, except it is for being the
county seat, and for having a small old-.

(BY AUTHORITY.).

Joint Resolutions relative to the relief of Jo-
seph I Thompson, late Sheriff of Monmouth
. county.

WarAras, Joseph I Thowpson, late sherifl of
Monmouth county, in this state, having
presented his petition, under oath to the
senate and geveral assembly of the state,
setting forth that he hath lately been arrest-
ed and held to bail in the city of New York,
in the sumn of twelve thousand dollars, inm
three suits brought against him, in the su-
perior, court of eaid city, one by John Whit-
man, another by the said Charles Ruland
Selah S. Abbott, Jarvis Whitman, Platt
Vail and Turber, to recover damages by
reason of the seizure by thesaid John [
Thompeon, sheriff of the-county of Mon-
monmouth, on the twenty-gixth day of Sep-
temnber, Anuo Domini eighteen hundred and
sixty-two, of certain vessels, in the waters
of New Jersey, inthat part of Raritan Bay
westward of the middle thereof, and in the
cove between the main shore of "Monmouth
county and Sandy Hook; upen which ves-
gelsthe said John Whitmuan and Charles-Ru-
land, respectively with others, all of whom
werenon residents of this state; Were and
bad been there engaged, with dredges and’
other implements, raking and gathering
clams, coutrary to the act of this state enti-
tled *‘An act for the preservation of clams
and oysters,” which seizure was made by
said sheriff in the performance of a duty re-
quired of him by eaid act, and from which

idity of movements was rewarded on the after-
noon of that day by his being enabled to force
an engagement upon the rebel commander in
chief, Gen. Joe Johnston, who had arrived
there only a few hours previously, before he
ocould reorganise and concentrate his forees,
inflicting upon hima severe defeat in which
he Jost 400 men, besides immense stores and
munufactures, and 17 pieces of artillery, re-
sulting in the capture of Jackson and the re-
treat of Johnaton to the vicinity of Livingston,
about 18 miles to the Northward aud out of
the line of support to Vicksburg. Proceeding
again with the lightning-like celerity which
bad hitherto been so successful, and which

work more effectually and more suceessful-
ly than in the Sabbath School—here we
can all work faithfully, here we can all
work eornestly together in this Heaven
appointed mission to meet the demands of
the age.

Highly Favorabje Reports via Cario.

CHICAGO, May 27.—A special dispatch from
Cairo to the Journal says:

The paroled prisoners who left Sherman’s
Landing on the 2351 inst, state that a bearer of-
dispatches from General Pemberton to Gen.’
Johnston had been captured. The dispatch
bearer reported that the number of rebels at
Vicksburg was between 25,000 and 30,000
men.

On Friday morning; General Pemberton sent
a flag of truce to General Grant, offering to
surrender Vicksburg if the latter would allow
his commnnd to lay dowan their arms and
murch out. * This offer was refused.

On Thursday the rebel batteries on the hill
north of the town were takenaud burped —
Oo the evening of the same day the batteries
at the foot of the hill were captured, and on
the snme evening the water batteries below
Xicksburg were taken by Gen Porter’s mortar

On Friday, after the' refusal to accept Pem-
berton’s terms of surrender was made,  Gen.
Grant moved on his works and the rebels
were driven into their inner fortifications,

Gen. Logan guards the Black river bridge.

Gen. Grant feels certain than he will be
able to take>care of Johbnston. The latter
has only about 10,000 men, exclusive of what
he may have by reinforcements. Gen. Grant’s
army is larger than is generally supposed, and
quite enough for the work inhand. It strech-
es completely around the doomed city, ~each
wing resting on the river. .

The city of Vickgburg is full of women and
children, not only comprising the original in-
habitants, but many who have come from the
surrounding country for safety.

A speciaF digpatch to the Ckicago Times, da-
ted *Three miles east of Vickeburg, May
20th,” says: :
