The Draft in New Jerse -

The Hunderton Republivan states thar
Adjutant-General Stockton had just re
turned from Washington, where be has
been looking after the accounts of volun.
teers furnished bv. New Jersey under the
different calls. The books at Washing
ton and those in his office agree almost te
a man; but by the mode of calculation
adopted, New Jersey is still shore 10,00¢
men. Most of the States sent their men
for three years, and at that time was ta-
ken by the department as the standard
for estimating serviee. The terms of four
of the nine months men would be required
to make one of the standard adopted-—
Henee the deficieney in the state. Ac
cording to this caleulation, the third dis.
trict is short 2000 men. * But as this is
only a pro rata share of the 10,000, it i
but fair to presume that if the first quota
of nine months men were raised uniformly
in the other districts, that each distriet
will be required to furnish the same num.
ber of men. Itseems but a fair inference
therefore, that the first congressional dis
triet will be required fo raise, by draft,
2000 men, if volunteers do not offer.—
The nine months men are exempt from
thé first draft, which will be made of.
those between twenty and forty-five years
of age. ltis generally expected that some
of them will reenlist. We understand
that in some places, particularly in ghe
neighborhond of Greeuwich, the colored
penple are afraid of the draft, and are
moving away to escape it.

The first intimation of the designs of the en-
emy appears to huve been received on Friday
last, at which time the old corps ot Stouewnil
JSaokson under command of Gan. Ewell, vari
ously estimated at from ten to eighteen thous-
and strong, was discovered moving up the
salley on tho Strasburg road, ard on Satur-
day reached Winchester where they encounter-
<d and were repulsed by tiie National forces
ander Gen. Milroy. The fighting was renew-
»d on Sunday snd was of a very desperate
sharacter, but the enemy being largly rein-
forced and surrounding Milroy, he ent hiz way
‘hrough and fell back upon Harper’s Ferry
where he joined our forces en Monday morn-
ing, witk a loss of 2,000 in killed, Jwounded
wna prisoners, and after having inflicted a
aeavy loss upon the rebels. On the same day
that Milroy was attacked at Winchester our
sorces at Berryville, eleven miles east from
Ninchester, were attacked, but it is believed
they succeeded in cutting their way through
and joined Geun. Milroy that evening. On
Suaday afternoon our forces at Martinsburg,
10 miles to the north and rear of Witchester
were attacked by a body of rebels 5’000
strong, who bad passed around Winchester,
and their surrender. was demanded. This was
refused and a battle commenced whion con-
tinued till 7 o’clock in the evening, but dur-
ing the night our troops succeceded in with-
drawing and fell back on Harper’s Ferry—
:hus bringing vp our entire force at that point
to about 20,000. Whether they still remain
there, or overawed by the appronch of Lee’s
main body were forced once more to abandon
it, is not disclosed, though, from the fact
that up to yesterday morning despatches were
veceived thero at Baltimore, it is believed oar
troops still hold it.

Meantime, having cleared the conntry at
the head of the Shenandoah, extending west
irom Harper’s Ferry to Hancook, and having
thus gained possession ofthe Potomao and its
wrds between those two poiuts the enemy
crossed the river, and passing rapidly over
the narrow strip of Maryland lying between
it and Penunsylvania, their advance columns,
gaid tobe three in number, took the Jlagers-
town road, caused the evacuation of Hagers-
town by our troops, and entered Pennsylvania
during Sunday night or early Monday morn-
ing. At Hagerstown the columns of the encmy
geem to have been seperatedand to bave
marched fotward on different lines; one mov-
ing to the right on Wayneeburg aud, Gettys-
burg as if Lo menace York and'cut off the com-
munications with Baltimore by the Northera
Ceantral railroad; another on the left towards
Mercersburg; and another on a central line
direct towards Chambersburg, which is.on the
railroad to Harrisburg, and di:tant from it
about 80 miles. At the latest accounts re-
ceived this morning, Jate yesterday afternoon
the ceutral columu of the rebels, consisting,of

5,000, men, principally eavalry, supported by

infantry and artillery, advanced through Green-
castle and immediately pushed forward to
Chambersburg which they -entered and occu-
pied at mmne o’clock last evening. Of the
movements of the other two columns we are
as yet in ignorance. The unpalatable fact,
however is clearly established that the enemy
have attained a footing once more upon the
soil of & loyal State, and have ponetrated with-
in its territory with a large force snd to 2
greater distance than ever beforo. Whether
the actige efforts of the President and Gov.
Curtin will be able to interpose a sufficient
force of the military of Pennsylvania and the
adjoining States to hold the epemy in check
and save . Harrisbarg - from destruction till
Hooker’s veteran army can be. brought to the
scene of acotion i8 now the principal cause of
aoxiety. The militia of Ohio and Pennsyl-
vanis are rapidly rallying to the calls that
have been made upon them, and in addition
the President has called upon the New York
State for 20,000 more. Rapid steps are be-
ing taken to bring these into the field at once
and we learn that 5,000, including the New
York Seventh Regiment, who have offered
their services, proceeded to Philadelphis or
Wednesday and Tursday last.

From the army of Gen. Hooker we learn
that it has been moved from its position on
the Rappahannock to some point that is not
revealed for prudential reasons. ¢  Hooker
has certainly, however, abandoi.ca Acquia
Creek as & base and the stores for the army

His siek and wounded have also been’ sent. to
Washington. We are assured from Washington
that ample dispositions have been made for the
gecurity of the Narional Capital, and that
great confidence is felt that the invading army
will be thwarted in their desperate movement
and not be allowed to return to Virginia ex-
cept in heaten and disorganized fragments,
There is great incertitude as to the rela-
tive positions of the two grand armies of Hook-
er and Lee. All that is positively known is
that they are 8o placed as to render it prob-
able that another great battle will soon be
fought in the neighborhood of Bull Run, and
possibly upon the very site of the old battles.
On Sunday Gen. Hooker, having heard of the
movement of Lee's army, broke up his onmp3
at Falmouth and marched to Dumfries, nbout
20 miles in the rear, which he reached that
night. Early on Monday morning the march
was resymed and at night. he occupied Fair-
fax Stston. His movements since then arve
not revealed, though it i3 believed that our
lines have been extended to Centreville, and
the army so disposed as completely to cover
Washington. The march of our army fiom
Falmouth was a most exbausting one owing to
the intense heat, mauy of the men fainting and
numbers of horses and mules giving out. In
the 8d Corps alone twenty of the ‘'men are re-’
ported to have died on the road from syn-.
stroke. 'Phis comprises all the news we have
from our army, with the exaeption that Thurs-
terday heavy firing wus heard in the direction
of Ceutreville, indicating fighting betwee
some portion of it and Lee’s forces, .
The lgtest adyices up to moan yesterdsy,
from Harper’s Ferry, peach us from Bsltimore
last evemng. These rapresent that.no trains
ran on the raiirogd to Harper's Ferry yester
day; none going beyond Erederick Juuction
a8 the road fjom theve to the Ferry was uapro-
teoted. Telegraphio cominyaication atill den-
tinued open, mad conveyed the intelligence
that Harper’s Ferry is invosted by the rebels
on the Virginis side; that we have a large
force ¢n Maryland Heights. which is strongly
fortified; and that the garrison have au ex-
tensive supply of smmunition and can stand &
lqng eiegp.

TENTH REGIMENT.
Ox PICKET, NEAR SUFFOLK, VA., §
June 12th 1863,

MRr. EbpiToR :~ Being on picket to-day,
and the time passing rather slowly, 1
thougbt I would improve it by writing to
your valuable paper, as it circulates exten-
sively among those who' have friends and
relatives in this regiment. Yesterday
morning, about 10 o’cleek, we received
orders to get ready in light marching or-
d-x, with three days' fatiens, and about
1 o’clock we fell in"and marched for Suf-
folk, where we halted, and after an hours’
rest we were ordered back to eamp, and
this moroing about 3 o’clock, I was awa-
kened by our Orderly Sergeant, and told
to get ready for picket duty, and here I
am out on on the Kdenton road, nearly 4
miles from Suffulk, at the extreme infant.
1y outpost, in company with Lieut. Buck,
and 9 men, and right before us is the old
battle-field of the 24th of April last, of
which [ spoke in my last communication.
Sad and desolat - indeed is the scenec hefore
me. What was once large and produc-
tive fields, are now fenceless and desolate
tracts, and in some places blackened ruins
tell plainer than words the penalty of trea-
ssn. The horrors 6f war are everywhere
before me picrured in the mest revolting
sights. The awners of these rmped plan-
tations, who were at first evidently and
professedly loyal, were guilty of all mean>
contemptible acts durivg the late invest-
ment of this place by the rebels, having
in many instances acted as spies for the
ene ny,":;ynd their property has paid the
peaalty for their traitorous conduct.—
Soms= of the fields have heen planted with.
ohts, corn and potatoes, but they will nev-
er yield their indrease, as the owners have
gone to the land of traitors, and left their
crops to the depredations of the cattle and
hogs, of which the country is full. The
place where I am writing isnear the ruins
of a vnce beautifal farm house, and our

‘shanty is mad: by one rail being set
‘upright against it, making a complete

shelter from the rays of a burning . south-
era sun. Everyihing has been quiet so
far tn-day, there being no rebels, except
bushwhackers, nearer than the Blackwa--
