Lo
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IMPRESSIONS OF VINELAND,

To the eye of a native, the most ver-
dant objects he would see, upon his first
visit to Vineland, though he should visit
it in midsummer, would be the inhabi-
tants. One instinctively asks how they
are to make a living there, and involun-
tarily Wonders whether the. shrewdness
attributed to the Yankee race is not al-
together mythical. Upon acquantance,
however, he finds an educated, intelli-
gent people, mostly, lacking nothing in
“the virtue of New England inquisitive-
ness.  The population in August was es-
timated at fifteen hundred, comprising
representatives from all the Northern
States except New Jersey. Five hund-
red more were expected befor: Winter
set in. The town, or whatever it may be
called, lies on the east side of Maurice
River, about six miles north of Millville.
The railroad passes through it, having a
station there. 1t is laid out in squares,
broad avenues, one hundred and fifty feet
wide, (they have no streets there,) lined
with one row and in some places two rows
of trees on each side, cross each other at
right angles, nearly in the direction of
the cardinal points of the compass.—
Landis avenue, named after the projector
of the settlement, is, we believe, the lead-
ing avenue; and is to be continued in a
main line to Mays Landing. Continued
in a direct course, in an opposite direc-
tion, it would strike near Quintor’s
Bridge, in Salem county. The length of
the avenues already laid out is said to ex-
ceed thirty miles. Notwithstanding the
avenues are so wide, the houses are gene-
rally placed thirty or forty feet distant
from it. The buildings erected, are al-

ber.

“for centuries, with all the stubbornness
of a veteran Jersey Regiment. In the
northern and western portions the soil
seemed of a better quality, the timber
reaching the size of our ordinary oak
‘‘barrens.” In the few spots where en-
terprising Jerseymen had previously
cleared, some thirty bushels of corn to
“the acre are obtained. Clearing the land
is no small job. The barren oak is prob-
ably the most difficult to subdue of any
of the forest tribe. Their roots extend
such a distance in the ground as to make
their removal a work of considerable dif-
ficulty. Notwithstanding the number of
inhabitants, except in the neighborhood
of the depot not more than four or five
houses can be seen at one time when the

On Saturday morning five

of the‘nrm‘{corps of the Potomac left War-

renton and moved in two columna tpnrd_u

the “enemy; one colufun, constituting the

right wing, and composed of the Fifth and

8ixth Qorps, advanging under General

Sedgwick to Rappahapnock Station on the

Rappabannock river,|and the other col-

umn, forming the left wing, and composed -
of the First, Second ¢nd Third Corps, ad.
vanced under Gen Freoch to Kelly’s Ford
a point about six miles further down the
river towards Frederigksburg.

When the right wipg reached the Rap-
pahannock the enemiware found to be in

considerable force holding this side of the
river. The rebel batteries, earthworks
and redoubts crowned the banks on each
side of the Rappahannock Gen Sedg-
wick at once advanced and stormed them
with great galluntry and impetuosity, caus-
ing much siaughter gnd taking a large
number of prisoners.
When Gen. Frenph reached Kelly’s
Ford, about six miles below Rappahannock
Qtation, the enemy threw across an entire
division to support their picket line on
this side. (ten. French hastily took a po-
sition so as to bring his artillery to bear
upon them, and proceeded to shell them
with marked effect, not only killing a large
number, but throwing them into utter con-
fusion, scattering them wildly and taking
many prisoners. Gen. French, following
up his advantage, immediately threw the
First Divis on of the {Third - Corps, com-
‘manded by Gen. Birney, across the river,
which ended his operations for the day.—
On Sunday morning Gen. French crossed
the river with the remainder of his com-
mand. Gen. Sedgwick bad previously
crosssd it; and at ning o’clock yesterday
morning the two wings had formed a junc-
tion and held both bends of the river.
The enemy after Llﬁ’eir defeat in these
two engagements were so hotly pursued
by our victorious forces that they threw
themselves into the river-in their efforts
to escape, where some|wera drowned and
many were killed by |our infantry. All
the artillery the rebels had on this side was
captured. It is reported to be seven guns.
There whole camp equipage undoubtedly
fell into our hands, asthey ‘were compell.
ed to leave it in their hasty retreat.
General Buford’s cavalry crogsed at Sul-
phur Springs to cover the 1ight flank sev-
eral miles above Rappahannock Station,
and Gens. Gregg and ' Kilpatrick crossed
below Kelly’s Ford to cover the left flank
The enemy, after crossing the Rappahan-
nock under the cover of the night, moved
in the direction of Culpepper, and the ad-
vance of our forces, supposed to be caval-
ry, reached Brandy Station early on Sat-
day morning. Yesterday worning our
wholeline advanced, and, no doubt, pressed
rapidly forward after the retreativg fue.
The entire number of prisoners taken
by both Sedgwick and French, is believed
to be ome thousand eight hundred and
twenty-six. Orders were sent to Col Dev-
ereaux, at Alexandria to provide for that
number. The prisoners are composed
principally of North Carolina and Louis-
lana troops  In the course of the after

The Position near Chattanooga.

From the late rebel newspapers we de-
rive their impression of the recent move-
ments near Chattanooga; and it is evident
that they labor under the most severe dis-
conragement. The recent operations by
which our forces gained poasession of
Raccoon Mountain are admitted to have
been of the most adverse character to
them, and to have so completely nullified
all the advantages of the battle of Chicka-
muga, as to necessitate it to be fought over
again. The Richmond FEzaminer says
that the Union troops now have possession
of ‘both baoks of the Tennessee from
Bridgeport to Brown’s Ferry, which, it
says “‘enables them to bring their supplies
by water to a point within two and a half
‘miles of their camp. Grant is po longer
dependent upon the railread for food —
His troops have no longer to live on half
rations. It is no longer impossible for him
to Winter at Chattanooga, if he thinks
-proper to do so. Nor will his threatened
advance be any more nullified by the want
of storesg. In a word we have lost the ad-
vantages of the battle of Chickamauga
The battle of Chickamauga must be fought
again”’ A correspondent of the Savannah
Repulblican writing from Bragg's army
makes the following estimate of the forces
that are now or will soon he at the dispo-
