Paragraphs shadowing forth the prog-
ress or rather degree of incompleteness
to which the vessels have arrived, have
been placed before our readers, and it
would be but a tedious recapitulation to
enumerate them here. Suffice it to say
that, following hard upon the echoes of
the battle between the “Monitor” snd
“Merrimae,” in Hampton Roads, the Eng-
lish governmeunt fell to work with renew-
ed energy upon some iron-clad ships long
held in contemplation, and one of which;
the “Warrior,” they had already comple-
ted. . With that obstinacy of purpose
which distinguishes both the individual
and the nation, they turned out.of . their
dockyards the ‘“Defense,” the ¢Black
Prince,” the “Prince Consort,” the “Res-
olute,” and quite recently, the “Valiant.”
‘All these ships are of the high-out-of-wa-
ter style of marine architecture. They
have cumbrous spars and rigging; the
glorious old tumble-hame sides which
jolly tars delight in, and uncouth bows
and sterns. They require a wide field
and great favor to maneuver in ; so much
so that were one of them to “wear ship”
in an engagement, or require to turn, her
adversary would think she had given up
the battle in disgust and gone home;
for no less than three miles is demanded
by some of them to make a complete cir-

cle in ! Excellent iron-clads ! royal old
ships! with four and five-inch iron pla-
ting, through wbich a Parrott shot flies

like a bullet through brown paper—
through which even the now much-des-
pised Pahlgren eleven-inch thot, with a
ch.rge of thirty pounds, and a range of
something like eighty yards, tearsits way
like a marlin-spike - through a twist of
oakum. ,

They have other viftues, too : they be-
long to the sea; they have a hold upon
it--a strong lien. They cling to the deep
with a teuacity hitherto unreached by
any other iron-clads afloat—they cannot
be upset. Not they! Twenty-six and
twenty-eight feet of water lies between
the keel and the water line; and .this,
and more, must be the depth of every
harbor and channel they visit, or else
theship goes aground. One would think
that, with this draft, the vessels would
be weatherly, and not roll; but they
heave prodigiously upon the troubled sea.
If accounts of recent English papers
may be believed they almost throw their
masts overboard! Clever ships for a
pleasure voyage ! Charming specimens
for the mechanical talent and skill of the
bold Britons. Some of them have Cap-
tain Coles’s turrets, as he calls them, but
which are, in reality, heavy iron shields
of great thickness, backed up with the
universal teak-wood (like uuto  which
there is none other in John’s opinion,)
and operated by machinery as delicate,
compared with the duty required of it,
as watch-work.

In these there are some weapons
known as Armstrong guns, and 68-poun-
ders or 8-inch guns—very bad things
to get in front of ; principally used here-
tofore in India to blow Sepoys into atoms
with. .

Mr. Laird, M. P., whose conscience al-
lows him to build “Alabamas” and “Flori-
das,” says that there are only two vessels
fit for harbor defense in England; the
Coles’s ships draw too much water for
that purpose, and yet are not able to cross
the ocean. Here is 2 quandry, jndeed.

The London Ezaminer says that the
Armstrong gun can’t knock an'old duck
off its nest, and other papérs vent even
worge abuse upon the head of the devo-
ted inventor. Between the iron-clads
that won’t sail and cannot cross the
ocean, and the “long range” Armstrong
guns, the national defenses of England
would seem to require a little attention.

1f the reader asks how mueh has all
this cost the' bold Britons, we answer,
only $150,000,000! - The scrap-iron
trade of Kngland- will be enormously val-
uable a few years from the present time.

France is no better of. The Emperor
has a lot of old tubs he calls “ships of
the line.”  The “Normandie,” the “Cou-
ronne,” the “Gloire,” the “Magents” and
«Solferino,” are some of the names which
dignify these children of the sea. They
had a trial trip recently and Neptune was
so indignant at the affront put upon him
by the presence of such craft, that he
tossed them, battered them, beat and
bruiged them so sorely- that they were
glad to find refuge in Brest—a French
naval station. They were totally unfit
for sea-going purposes, as indeed all ves-
sels:of that class are. .. - .

But it is not unreasonable to declare that
with the abscence of the extensive over-
hang forward and aft, the projecting side-
armor and favorable models, the two
ships, “Puritan” and “Dictator,” will car-

every obstacle, national and physical.—
Their well-known qualities for offense and
defense—the turrets, heavy armor, guns,
and comparatively light draft—render
them most formidable adversaries ; while
the depth to which they are submerged,
or, rather, the small portion visible above
water, leaves nothing to be attacked that
is vulnerable.

. So far, the monitors have been com-
paratively uninjured. They bave been
raised out of the water by torpedoes and
have gone on with their duty unharmed;
they have resisted showers of shot and
shell which wonld have sunk the whole
English and French fleets, if exposed at
the same range, and in a few hours have
resumed their duty. The Parrott guns
bave carried~ further than five miles;
they sent tidings of their prowess unto
the governments of all Europe belliger-
ently disposed toward us. What is the
consequence ! Napoleon is compleeent ;
it is said he has seized the French rams
building for the rebels; Palmerston and
Russell are benignant ; they detain the
rebel iron-clads. Why? The wvation
which makes Parrott guns and builds
“iron-clads that are iron-clads” is not one
to be despised, but to be placated, to be
flattered, to be friendly with ; consequent-
ly we are to have no foreign war, and the
rebellion is to be crnshed.— Scientific
American. '

Emigration to the United S;;ten..w

The large and continuous cmigration
from .lreland to the United States of
America is naturally attracting a consider.
able share of attention. Week by week,
wouth after month, the people leave for
New York, some in returning grain ships,
some 1n steamers, some as stOwW aways, ag
fast as opportunity serves. Nothing will
stop them. Emigration has long been the
Irlsblpau's favorite resource, but now it is
& national passion. Of course that, this
i8 not a very pleasant spectacle for En-
glishmen. We, who have relinquished

the Governments of the world in the man-
agement of affairs, have the mortifieation
of seeing the shores of the United King-
k‘om abandoned, sometimes with a maledic-
tion by our own people. Kxplanations,
however plausible, can do little to recon-
cile us to the fact. :

We have been accustomed to repeat that
a country from which people are anxious
to escape must be badly governed. Now
the test is brought honie to ue, and for-
eigners are saying, “‘Physician, heal thy-
gelf.”” It is the best portion of the Irish
population which is leaving ns—the young,
the hale, the hopeful, the energetic. The
strongest influences are weak and ineffec-
tual before the all-engrossing thought of
America. The priest, listened to so read-
ily on most other subjects, is powarless on
this. He tries to detain the members of
his flock, for his fellow priests across the
Atlantic have informed him of the perils
which faith encounters in the country of
their choice. But in the end, his counsel
being unbeeded, he finds himnself assisting
in the arrangements for their departure,
and marching them up, with little bun-
dles on their shoulders, to receive the
bishop’s parting blessing.

The moust various causes are assigned
for this universal and irresistible move-
ment. It is said that the Irish go to Amer-
ica because the Federal Government “will
have them,” though to give meaning to

We nitierstaud that efforts ave to be made
at the next session of the legislature to pro-
cure an act for ingorporating Bridgeton as a
City. The subject has been agitated hefore
but from some cause has not been scted upon,
The citizens of the town will of course feel an
intevest in the sublject, and we advert to it now
more with 4 view to bring it iuto public notice,
than to advocate any particular course.

At this time the town coutains near six thous-
and inhabitants with a centinual increase of
population. Many smatler towns have been
incorporated and nre enjoying whatever immu-

" nities and privileges such incorporation oonfers-

Que advantage claimed for an incorporated
tawn over one not incorporated is u more
prompt and efficient government.

With but little exception it must be admit-
tad that we huve heretofore enjoyed as good a
character for order and quiet as auy other towu
of like size in the country, and furnish to the
court and prizon as few or perhaps fewer sub-

the county.

All this is attributed to & high moral tone
in the community, continually fostered and
kept alive b‘y the incessant efforts and influence
of the diiTerent religious denominations. But
while couceding thisfor the past, we should
net be insensible to some signs portending for
tlie vestraints of law and morality.

These signs are at present exhibiting them-
selves in the establishment aud the encourage-
ment of low groggeries, with their usual at-
traction to miduight drunkenness and debauch
—in the support given to places where chas-
tity and fomale virtue are unknown and disre-
garded, and ia the evening manifestations at
the street corners, of rowdyism and blasphemy
by beardlessadepts in these arts. We will not
11.0\’1' assume that any stronger exercise of pow-
er is at prescnt ueeded, or that any power -at
all allowable in a republican government will
altcgether suppress vice. A more effectual
means for that purpose might be found in the
inflwence of the domestic fire-side, weére it not
unfortunately so frequently deficient jn the per-
formance of the duties required by moral and
sacial obligation.  Without claiming any ne-
cessity for changing the form of our govern-
ment, it would be but an ordinary exercise of
prudeuce, if upou reflection, society was verg-
jne to a condition requiring a chaunge, to make
that change in advance of tne necessity.

We have alluded to the existence of low grog
shops, avhiere citizens, aye good citizens, the
heads of interesting families, are enticed, with
young men of fine promise and abilities, to de-
grade themselves below the condition of brutes,
to pander te the illegal grins of soulless Shy-

locks. Such places are alike a diegrace to the |
town and commuuity that tolerates them. If an

‘act of incorporation can give us any authority
which we do not slready, possess, to clear jthe
town of these plauge =pots, in the name of all
we hold dear let us have such an act.

An act of incorporation secures usually to
the citizens of & 10wn more power to correct
and reform abuses, than is atforded by general
laws and also a better opportunity to improve
aud Loautify the.town itself.

During the same day, a

steaer, supposed to be the Chesepeake

wus seen in Mahon ' Bay, near Chester,

Nova 8Scotia, about 80 miles west of Hal-

ifux, where she was running about amoung

the Islands. From Capt Willets, the late

comumgnder of the Cheésepeake, who arri-
ved in New York this morning; some in-

teresting details are gathered.  He says’
that the piratical party who captured the
't Chesepénke consisted-of ‘15 persons, all
of whom were residents of New Bruus-
wick, and British subjects of the most
abandoned: character.. Their. pretended

commission from the Confederate govera-
ment had no seal or other evidence of its
official character, and it is believed to
have been fabricated for the occasion,—
The attack was made shortly .after mid-
night, and was commenced by the mur-
der of Mr. Shaffer, the Assistant Engi-
neer, who had just come up from the en-
gine to the grating, when he was shot
twice and after he was dead two more
balls were lodged in his head. They
then attacked the mate and wounded
him ; when they turned -their atteotion
to Capt. Willets, firing at him frequently
but missing him, but finally putting him
in irons. The Chief Engineer was also
wounded and put in irons. - While these
events were occurring the ship was going
ahead at her own will, but the captures
having been completed ' the pirates put
the vessel on her course, forcing the
third Assistant: Knginecr to take charge
of the engine; and one of the firemen to
attend to the fires. On Monday night
the vessel anchored in Seal Harbor, on
the island of Grand Menan, when a boat
went ashore for orders, and afterwards
proceeded to St. Johns, New Brunswick,
where a pilot came off in answer to a pre-
concerted signal. Here Capt. John Par-
ker, formerly of the Retribution, came on
board and assumed command, and the
vessel proceeded to Dipper - Harbor, 12
miles from St. Johuns, where the captured
crew were given ten minutes te get on
the pilot boat, which was-towed to with-
in five wiles of' St. Johuns, when the Ches-
epeake returned the way she had come.
Parker retained ‘on board as eaptives the
Chief and Assistant Engineer and two
firemen; who are probably forced to. do
duty.

Loss of the Weehawken,

By tbe Fulton, which arrived from
Port Royal, we have the unwelcome ti-
dings of an appalling disaster to the mon-
itor Weehawken. At two o’clock on
Snuday afterncon -last, while a furious
wind prevailed from the northwest, the
iron-clad Weehawken, lying at the en-
trance of Charleston harbor, went down
at her anchorage—went suddenly, swift-
ly, and unaccountably to the bottom—
and carried with her, to a horrible death
beneath the waves, four of her engineers
and twenty-six of her crew. A signal of
distress was made from her as soon as
her danger became apparent, but before
assistance could raach her she sunk, only
two-thirds of her erew escaping. Among

OUR RICHMOND PRISONERS.

_The permission to allow our authori-
.ties or private citizens to furnish supplies
of food to our prisoners at Richmond has
been suddenly revoked by the rebels,
without any previous warning. On the
8th inst., Gen. Butler, understanding
that small pox had broken out among our
prisoners, sent sufficient vaceine matter
for 6,000 persons, with the request that
the note accompanying it be considered
as either official or unofficial as the Con-
federate authorities might elect, his ob-
ject being to alleviate the distress of our
prisoners. This was replied to by Mr.
Ould, the rebel Commissioner, in a note
notable for the improved amenity of its
style, in which Gen. Butler is thanked
for the friendly tone of his letter, and is
assured that everything would be done to
alleviate the miseries springing out of
“this horrible war.” On the 12th inst.,
Gen. Meredith, our agent for the ex-
change of prisoncrs, received a note from
Commissioner Ould, enclosing a corres-
pondence between the Confederate A. A.
Quartermaster of the rebel military pris-
an and our officers constituting the Com-
mittee of Distribution, in which the lat-
ter certify that the supples sent from the
United States had been duly “distributed
to our prisoneryg And on the same day
Gen. Butler forwarded a_despatch saying
that the rebel authorities decline receiv-
ing any more supplies for the Union pris-
oners and that parties interested might
refrain from forwarding any more goods.
The reason for this sudden change is said
to be the charges of bad faith which have
been made against the rebel authorities
by our press- and authorities: Captain
Hatch, the agent of the Confederates,
stated that of his own knowledge the of-
ficers in Libby Prison, from the immense
supplies they had received, could set a
table from their stores in hand equal to
any hotel in the United States. He ad-
mitted their had been some irregularities
in the supplies at any one time, but that
the officer who had been guilty of mneg-
lccting the prisoners had been promptly
removed and punished. ~ As to the bad
condition of the prisoners returned to
Annapolis, he said they were extreme ca-
ses of consumption, and that it was an er-
ror on the part of the authogities to have
allowed #Mch prisoners to return. For
the present nothing would be received
but letters and inclosures of money, and
Southern money had better be sent.

Gen.»Meade on his late Movement.

Latex.news from Texas reached Wash.
ington, on Saturday. Gen. Baoks au-.
nounces that forces uuder Major-Gen.
Washburue have seized the approaches to
Muragorda. The Rebel garrison of Fort
Esperanza, consisting of 1,000 mep, fled
at the appreach of our tronps, first blow-
ing up the magazines, A high gale pre-

probably have fullen into our hands, Ten

guns werve captured, ranging from 24 to
108-pounders. The command of Mata

gorda Bay substantially gives us ghe con-
trol of Central and Western Texas; and
all the important points oo the cast coast
except Galveston. The town of Matagor::
da, gituated on the bay, at the mouth of
the Colorado River, has a large trade, and
is the depot for the produce of the Color-
ado Valley, which is one of the richest
parts of Texas.

The Louisville Journal has some partie-
ulars of the battle of Kingston on Nov

24, between part of Col Mott’s brigade
and Wheeler's cavalry, who were repulsed
with heavy loss. The fight continued
without.intermission for seven hours, and
was participated in on our side by the 16:h
Kentucky, 25th Michigan, and six com-
panies of the 2d Teunessee Cavalty.. Ar-
tillery was brought into action on both
sides, and the shells of the enemy were
thrown into the town. The casualties on
our side were comparatively slight. The
brigade of Col Mott numbers 2,700, but
only the above regiments were engaged—
the others being posted in the rear of the
town to prevent the enemy flanking them.

At miduight on the 10th about thirty
guerillas made a dash at our picket lines,
three miles from the Chain Bridge and
five from Georgetown, and captured one
man and six bhorses. The picket reserve
rallied and fired three volleys into them,
killing one and capturing another. = Re-
fore coming into our picket lines they
stopped at the house of one Griffith, and
representing themselves as Union cavalry,
he told them where our men were posted,
and in a few minutes afterward they were
in full retreat, evidently baving waked up
the wrong cavalry. .

Richmond papers say that Longstreet’s
command is at Rutledge, 30 miles north-
west of Knoxville, on the road to Bristol,
South-Western Virginia, and in a campar-
atively safe position His rear was skir-
mishing with our cavaliy, but our pursuit
is said pot to have been vigorous. A
rebel raidiog party had peoetrated to
Mount Sterling. Ky., encountered a body.
of our troops, whom it claims to have rout
ed after a stout fight. The rcbels then
burned the Court-House and jail, and re
turped to Abingden, Va., with $100,000
in greenbacks in the way ot booty.
