Report of the Gen.-in-Chief,

Gen Halleek's report of the military
operations of the past year is an extremely
we'l written and irtiresting document,
supplving manv revelations as to the re-
sponsibiiity of important movements and

furnishirg many details as to campaigns
that have been elosed, which have been
awaited with eager expectation. At times.
the narrative rises to the stateliness of
history if not its'fulloess, and is charac-
terized throughout by a style compact and

diguified. The report commences with
the assumption of the commaund of the

Army of the Potomac by Gon. Burnside
on the Tth Nov 1863 and closes with the
vietory of Gen. Grant at Chattanooga, re-

viewing the operations of our furers in
their various fields in Virginia North Car-
olina Tennessee, Kentueky, South Caro-
lina, the Vallev of the Mississippi, and

Lenisiana.  With respect to Gen. Burn-

side’s eamrpaign and its final catastrophe
at Fredericksburg, Gen. tlalleck makes
some important revelations. He says that
Gen Burn-ide’s change of base was not
approved by him and that he nrged hun
to continue in it conformity with the Pres

ident’s letter of Oct. 13th 10 Gen. McClel-
lan. Burnside declined, but consented to
macify it so0 as to cross at the fords on
the Upper Rappahannack, and move down

on ite sonth bank to Frederieksburg while
a small foroe shonld operate on the north

bank. Gen Walleck never gave his offi-
cial approval to the change. and on its he-

ing submitted to the President the latter
gave it his ascent rather then approvai.

and Gen. Burrside was telegraphed to
adopt it Instesd of adbering to this plan,

Gen. Rurnside m-rched his whole army
to Falmmowh. instead of crossing at the
urper furds, in accordance with a pew
rlan of Vis own which was néver approved
and which he was never au-horized to
adept — although he could not have ex-
yecred surplies snd pontoonsto be landed
at points possesced by he enemy. and had
been informed that gunboats eould not at
that time a<cend the river to Fredericks.

The conrequeree of the change of
plan was that as Buroside marched alung
the 1-orth hank of the Rappahavoock to
Falmoutt T ee wavrched along its south
tark to Frederick~hurg. The battle of
Fredervick burg  followed, concerning
which Gen. Halleck savs Tt was inteun-
divd that Fronklin’s grand divicion, econ-
&sting of the corps f Reyr olds and Smith
should attack the enemy’s right and tarn
his pesition on the heights in the rear of
Fre ericksburg. while Sumuper and Hook-
er attacked him _in fiout; but, by some
al’eged wisunderstanding of orders. Fr.pk-
lin's operations were limited to a mere ree-
onnaissance, and the direct attacks of Sum-
ner and Hocker were unsupported. The
contest ou the right wing during the 13+h
was continued till half-past five o'c'ock
P. M, when our men werc forced to ‘fall
back, after suffcring terrible tosses.  Both:

became satisfied that tha north line of
Vicksburg was to» strong to be suceessfully

att -cked and determined to turn the ene-

my's flunk. After recounting the brilliant
mwanceuvres ang battles by which this re-
sult was naccomplished Gen. Halleck  re-
marks of the eotire campaign as follows:
«No more brilliant exploit can be found
in military history. It has been - alleged.
apd the allegation has been widely circu-
lated by the press, that Gen. Grant in the
conduct of his campaigu. positively diso-
beyed the instructions of bis superiors —
It is hardly neces-ary to remsrk that Gen.
Grant never diobey¢d an order or instruc-
1ion, but always carried out to the best of
hi- ability, every wish or suggestion made
to him by the Governmeat Moreuver,
he has never compla:ned that the Govern-
went did not furni-h him all the weans
and assistatice in e power, to  faciliate
the execution of any plan he saw fit to
adopt.” .

Muny a wife or daugh:er, sailing in
thoughtless gayety down the tide of
fashion, dreams not that the means which
support her useless and wicked expecnse
are wrung from the poor laborer, or,
wormed by the “laws delay,” and the
thousand tricks that are matured. in the
marts of trade, from the widow, the help-
less, or the orphan. Kven wedded love
itself becomes in such circumstances the
strongest temptation to draw the hus.
band on to vicz and crime. Thought-
less .extravagance is the foib'e of the one
he loves. The husband caunnot meet the
reproaches of the idol of his heart; he
caunot bear to see her put to shame (false
though he knows it to be) by a wealthier
rival in the ruce of fushion, and he yields
when his.bet'er judgment condemns.—
Indulgence strencthens the passion in
that Weart which ought to be asafeguard
agai‘xst temptation -- expense follows ex-
pense.

WHAT BECOMES OF THE SILVER.

Europe and America have heen drained
of silver to supply the demand of the Rrit.
ish East Tndia Company, who, since 1830,
have required their revenues to bé paid
in silver. o this country the intrinsic
worth of silver has been rerdnred abont
seven per cent. in order to keep it here.—
The drain from Europe still continues —
The gold that is brought into Kngzland is
cent to the continent, exchanged for sii-
ver, which finds its way to Tndia. and
there disaprears  During the last twenty-
fivetyears, the shipments of silver to Ia-
dia have reached the enormous snm of
2550,000,000, of which £92.600.0 00 have
been re-exported, leaving $150.000,000
unacconnted for. - And there shipments
have lately been on the inerease.: Fer
the first five years of the trrm ramed, the
shipments were 45,000,000, showing an
average of only £9.000.0CO per arnun,
while for the lust five the shipments huve
been $215,000,000 annually. and the
current isnot yet checked. The move-
ments of speeie in all other lands ecan te
distinetly traced, but here the keenest sa-
gacity is at fault,

With the shipments to Tndia there bas
ever been an insoluble mystery. Tt is-
like a stream emptying into a bottomless
gulf, with a returnless low. Some have
conjectured that the silver thus semt to
India is used up for ornaments; but this
would account for only a small portion of
the immense total. 'We should not Le
surprised if the seeret of this flow of treas-
ure in one direction was fonnd altogether
in the methods taken for its preservation
in that distracted country, by burying it
in the ground — Scientific American.
