GREEN BACKS vs. GRAY BACKS.

There is nothjug which more clearly
shows the relative strength and condition
of the North and South ¢han the value of
the paper carrency of each geection. In
the North the “Greenbagks” are as guid,
although depreciated -very much from the
speole siandard by speculation; yet as a
circulating medium. they fully meet the
wants of the people in that respect, and
the requirements of the Govérnment.—
Their credit is sound, and their intrinsic
vall{e, resting upon the faith of the peo-
ple in the strength and resgurces of ike
Government unimpeachable. = But the con-
dition of the “Greybacks™ in the South is
very different. They have depreciated to
such an extent as to be almost entirely
useless as a circulating medium in the
South, and in some pavts they ave refused
altogether. They have no credit to rest
upon.

1f the South should be compeiled to re-
pudiate, as it is generally believed, even by
themselves, in the Spring, they will have
no®currency, even with the name of money,
atall. And if the maxim of NApoLEON
be true, that “money is the sinews of war,”
they will have to suceumb, as has been
foreshadowed by their own Secretary of
the Treasury. It is true, that it is possi-
ble for a people to get on fora while with-
out money, by resolving the relution of
gocicty back to thc conditions of savage
life, but this would soon add to their wouk-
ness, and end in a total collapse of society,
Confidence in each other would be destroy-
ed. and with no property.valuation or we-
dium of exchange but the barter of the
products of labor, the law of wight would
prevail, and the strong would take posses-
sion of the weak. The Rebels are pent up
within the limits of the.territory which
they are yet able to hold possession of by
arms. They are not in a condition to muke
nor support war, neither can they borrow
from other nations. :

In order'to supply their armies in the
field with food and clothing, and with tha ~
muvritions of war, they must reduce ail
their working and producing population to
the condition of slaves; wake them work
for and support others for nothing. and aiso -
support themselves. This would be 2 con-
dition of affairs which could nots'and the
test of experiment in this day and genera-
tien. It would require the force and con-
stant vigilance of an army equal to at least

one-half of the pogulation;m mg,liehthe tha
or half wurk-ou SUCH TErIs and Keep thenm

in subjection.

It may be said that their slaves have
worked in this manner, and will continue
to do 50, and possibly this might keep them
afloat for a short period without money.—
But upless they conld make zvd furnish
everything required for a country to carry
on the war, which is-not possible within
the circumscribed limits of the Counfeders
acy, the rebellion must soon fall to pieces,
crushed with its own waight. Without -
money a man may live, bat he must beg,
borrow or steal from those who possess the
necessaries of life. Or, if he flee to the ’
woods or mountaing, and turn savage or
bermit, he most support iifc by hic'own la-
bor.— Wabash Express.

A cow in good condition—not one
as poor as “povertyation.” A good stable,
well littered, and an abundance of clean
water for the cow to drink.

" CITY OF BRIDGETON.

The bill entitled ‘¢ An Act to incorpf:-
sate the city of Bridgeton,” intro:iuced in
the Scnate by Hon. Mr. Ludlgm, is of con-
siderable importance. It has mot been
hastily put through, but’iutentionupy de-
ferred in order to have ap expression of

opinion from our citizens. We bave in-
vited discussion on the subject through
the columns of the Poneer, and have had
but one commueication on the subject.—
That the population of Bridgeton 18 large
enough to warragt a oity corporation, 1O
one will dispute. The wealth apd» enter-
prise of our citizeus generally would ?how
10 a better advantage. The city of Bndgf_:-
ton would be familiar, where the town 1is
scarcely known. Capitalists would more
frequently visit it and invest their means
here. The value of property would be
enhanced much’more rapidly, and the m-~
creased tax, so much dreaded, would not
be felt. That a better state of affairs in
our streets at night and the closing of the
worst dens of infamy would be another
beneficial result, we have no doubt, and
many young wen and boys who are now
Deing led to disgrace and ruin, would be
checked in their wild career by a more effi-
cient police orgavization. Mob fights and
iduight carousals are of frequent occur-
rence in the streets of Bridgeton. There
would be many advantages if the towa-
ships of Cohansey and Bridgeton were in-
corporated under the name of the ¢ City
of Bridgeton.” We willstand by Senator
T,udlam iu advecating the ¢ Ineorporation
Act,” until we are conviaced it is an un-
wise measure. The fullowing is only a

synopsis of the bill. .

Sections 1 & 2 declares that all that part of

Ye connty of Cumbrerland, known as Bridge-
ton and Cohansey townships, be incorporawd
into a city to be called ¢ the City of Bridge-
ton,’’ and provides that the said city shall be.
Qdivided into three wards, viz: All that part of
the township of Bridgeton lying north of Con.)-
mwerce street, running east “to the township
line, shall constitute the first \\'ard;_tmd all that
part of said township lying south of Commerce
street shall constitute the second ward; and
Cohansey township shall constitute the third
ward. .

Section 3 provides for the election of a
amavor and six cotiunan councilmen, who shall.
hold their offices for three years.

Section 4 says that there shall be elected in
cach ward, two councilmen, two.chosen free-
holders, twp trustees of public schools, two
surveyors of the public highways, one commis-
sioner of appeal, [three] judges of election,
one or more pound-keepers, one constable and
one clerk. i

Sections 5, 6, 7, 8 & 9 defines the tima and
regulates the manner in which the city election
shall be held, (by ballot,) and provides for fill-
ing vacancies.
"t vione =v-~—11 dafinaa the nowers vested
in the board of councilmen.

Section 12 gives to the mayor all the power
and authority of a jiustice of the peace, and
shill have authority to take acknowledgment

. and proof of deeds; and that no shows or ex-
hibitions of any kind whatever shall be allow-
d in said city, without his consent and license
baing first obtained in writing.

Sections 13, 14, 15 & - 16 defines the duties
of the assessors, collectors, marshal and jailor

Section 17 rests in the mayor and coun-
cil the exclusive right of granting license to
jnnkeepers and retailers of spirituous liquors,
in the same manner as is now done by the court
of common pleas.

Section 18 authorizes the councilmen to es-

« tablish lamp, police and watch districts, “the
taxes for which shall be assessed vnly on pro-
perty within such districts.

Scction 19 provides that the mayor shall re-
ceive no compensation for his services other
than the fees which appertain to his office, nor
shall the members of council be paid-any
compensation for the performapee of their of-
ficial duties. .

1'ho remaining sections defines the duties of

" the city treasurer, constables, chosen frechold-
ers, officers of election, &c.

" The following is a copy of the bill
introduced in the Senate by Hon. P. Lud-
Jam. We priat the bill as originally in-
troduced. On a second reading the bill
was amended by inserting the word ‘‘em-
ployer” wherever the words ‘“factory-man,
or company,” appear in the bill. The
fourth section was also amended by strik-
ing out the latter portion, providing that
the bill shall take effect immediately. -As
it now stands the bill will take effect on
the fourth of July next. The counties of
Morris, Sussex, Somerset and Manmouth
are excepted from the operations of the bill.
The second section was stricken out.

An Act for the better securing of wages to
workmen and laborers in the State of

New Jersey.

1. Be it enacted by the Senate and
. General Assembly of the State of New
Jersay, That it shall not be lawful for any-
ron master, foundryman, collier, factory-
man or company, their agents, or elerks,
to pay the wages of workmen, or laborers
by them employed, in either printed, writ.
ten or verbal orders, upon any storekeeper,
storekeepers, or other dealers in mer~han-
dise or other articles{ whether couuected
in business with the said iron master, foun-
flrymen, collier, fuctoryman or not; any
ron master, foundryman, collier, factory-
man, or compauny, paying to the said work-
man or laborer, 50 by him ewmployed, or
authorizing their agent or agents or store-
keepers so to do, shall forfeit the amount
of said pay ar any part of the wages of said
workmen or laborer given in orders upon
any such store, or any orders so given or
paid, and the same shall not be offyet
against.the wages of said workman. or 5.,
borer, but he shall be entitled to recover
the full amount of his wages as though no
“guch order or orders bad been given “or
paid; and that vo settlement made with
such employer shall bar such action.
2. And be it euacted, that any iron
master, foundryman,- collier, factoryman.
or company offending against the- provi-
sions of the first section of this act, shall be
guilty of 2 misdemeanor, and upon convie-
tion thereof, shall be puvished by a fine
not exceeding five hundred dollars nor less
than two hundred dollars at the discretion
of the court trying the same,
3.- Aud be it enacted, that the provi-
‘sions of this act shall extend to all seam-
stresses or females emplayed in factories

or otherwise. : .

be taken and deomed to be a public -act
‘and take effect immediately.

Depredations of the Alabama

From England we have the intelligence
that the pirate Alabama still continues
engaged in her depredations against our
commerce. On the 6th of November last
in the Ghina ceas off Java Head a fine bark
of 500 tons, whose name is not given, was
destroyed by her, and subsequent to the
24th of December she burned three other
vassels, one of which was the British ship

By a letter from the Cape of Good Hope,
we learn that on the 11th of December,
the Mohican, the only U. 8 vessel now
known to be in pursuit of the Alabama,
arrived at Cape Town, when on the 6th of
the previous month the rebel pirate was
near Juya Head, or more than 3,000 miles
d stant, and remained in that vicinity des-
troying ships throughout the whole of
November and December without anything
to molest her. While the Mohican was
lying at Cape Town she received tidings
of the doirgs and whercabouts of the Ala-
bama and sailed in pursuit of her on the
18th of D cember; but with 8,000 wiles
the start, the chances of her overtuking
the Alabama are of the slightest.

The mysterious circumstances attending the
murder of Mr. Frank Converse, the Assistant
Cashicer of the Malden Bank, on the 15th of

arrest of the murderer. Since the murder
and the robbery were committed. officers of
Malden and Charlestown have been ¢working
up’? the case, but it was left for the detectives
of our city to unravel the mystery.

When the, announcement was first made
that a murder had been committed atthe Bauk,.
Detectives Heath and Joues, of this city, were
specially detailed by the Chief of Police to
ferret out the murderer. They worked early
and late. .

In their labors they were assisted by mem-
bers of the Chief’s office, and several promi-
nent citizens of Malden. An autopsy of the
head of young Convers was made by Drs. Bige-
low and Steadman, of Boston, about three
weeks ago, and the fact was then made known
that twoe bulls had been fired into his head,
both of which were found in the head.

The detectives looked in every .quarter, but
could discover no evidence against any party.
Finally suspicion scttled upon Edward W.
Green, the Postmaster of Malden, and, as
will be seen below, he is proved to be the
murderer trom his own confession.

Frow the first Green manitested no feeling
whatever in regard to the matter, never held
conversation with any onc in .reference to it,
norattended any of the meetings held by the
ciszens where tlie subject of the murder was

A few days since the detectives learned that
this had been paid, and upon making investi-
gations, they discovered that it had been paid
by bills ncarly all of which were upon the
Malden Bank.
A numbet of debts, it was also ascertained,
had been discharged by Green since the mur-
der, amounting in some instances to $20, and
‘Malden Bank bills -were principally used in
tbese transactious. . . .

The evidence against Green accumulated,
and it was decided to arrest- him. For this
purpose Detectives Hfeath and Jones visited
Malden last evening and met leading citizens
at the house of Mr. Lamson.

After committing the murder Green accoird-
ing to his own story, scized the bills in the
drawer—amounting to about $5,000—and
then immediately left the Bank for his office.
He informed the officers present that part .of

.| the money was concealed in an old boot at the
Post Oftice.

A visit was made to this place and $166 in
bills on the Malden Bank weére found. Green
stated that the balance of the stolen money
was in the engine house of «Volunteer” com-
pany, in the town, hid undecrneath the floor-
ing of the attic. Detectives Heath and "Jones
searched this place and found $3,464, making
in all $4,069. This, with-the different amounts
paid by Green jn discharging his debts, ac-
counts fot the money taken from the Bank.

- In regard to the murder, he says ghat he
purchased the revolver at Mr. Reed’s . store
in Bosten, purchasing the ammunition at the
same time. He loaded it, and two days be-
fore the murder put it in his pocket' and car-
ried it constantly. about his person. - Afteg
committing the mutrder he loaded the two
discharged barrels and threw the remainderof
the ammunition away. : .
