AMERICAN SLAVERY.

Who ¢ruld forsee, at the commence-
ment of our intestine strife, the downfall
of slavery in the country. As a domestio
jnstitution of the Southern States, it had
the guarantee of constitutional protection,
and Congressional legislation. The South
was made secure in the possession of its
colored population. The gencral Gov-
ernment stood pledged to protect the mas-
ter in the event of the escape of hisslave.
In no instance was it faithless to its
“pledge.

As the war progressed, the protection
of slavery was seen to be in positive an-
tagonism to the life of the Republic.—
One or the other must die. We distinet-
1y recall the strong aversion on the part
.of the masses in the North to touch this
vezed question. Probably no one man

"in all the Free States was more opposed
to its agitation than President Liacoln.—

Reset as he was by constant outside pres-

sure, to interpose the strong arm of gov-

ernmental power, he stood firm to his high
official oath, whieh included all the rights
of all the States. Nor did his subsequent
action infringe in the slightest degree
the sanctity of that oath. His Emaoci-
pation Proclamation was ay much a neces-
sity, as his ordering the uwilitary and na-
val forces of the United States to inter-

pose for the life of the nation. .

The progress of the war has justified
the wisdom of that measure, and the over-
whelmiog verdict of the people has rat-

_ified it. The duys of American slavery
are numbered. Maryland has inaugura-
ted a condition of freedom instead of
slavery. Many of the most extreme pro-
slavery men are now hiring their recent
~slaves at remunerative wages, and will
soon realize the pecuniary benefit from
the change in labor. The colored man
working for himself aod family is a dif-
ferent being from the slave who toils for
his master, we care not how humane that
master might be. We verily believe that
within five years there will be found in
the State of Maryland some of the streng-
est anti-slavery men, who now are violent
in denouncing the immediate and uacou-
ditiona! abolition of slavery, whereby

87,000 slaves have become free meu.

It is a fact worthy of notice, und to
which we invite the especial attention of
our readers, the continued prosperity of
the freedmen of South Carolina, and in
the other military depaitments of the
South. It is a sufficient refutation of the
charge that emancipated slaves would
necessarily become burdene on the chari-
ty of the benevolent, or the industry of
the tax-paying citizen. The slave is prov-
ing that he is capable of appreciating the
Dlessings of freedom as well as the advan-
tages of education. In Beaufort District,
South Carolina, over 1100 children have
been gathered into schools. The recent
report of the teachers, who bad . many
years experience in teaching in New Eng-
land schools, is, that the progress made
by those colored children in elementary
education is quite on a par with any white
childrea who have come under their no-
tice. The organization of the Freedmen’s
Bureau is an indication on the part. of
the Government not only tbat slavery
shall die, but that its subjects shgll have
such aid as will enable them to become a
self-supporting people, and an intelligent
people. v

The fertility of portio s of this county
is owing principally to the lib ral use of
marl for mwany years past. Of course
there is a difference-in its results accord-
ing to the adaptability of the soil on
which it is placed, and the kind of crops
raised fromit.
