LOST IN THE PINES.

. JTN S

~ Life among the pines of South Jersey,
in times long past, was something similar
to life in the West, and was frequently
attended with incidents and adventures
of a very exciting nature. Although not
so often endangered by the nocturnal

who pushed their way in the dark forests
of Pennsylvania and the Far West, the
earlier ¢ squatters’” among the pine forests
skirting the QOcean, wtl with much to try
their courage and endurance. Possessed
of seanty means, their livelihood depended
almost exclusively in hunting, fishing,
and so forth, for a necessary supply - of
meats, while in summer a small “ patch
of ground” was attended to by the women
for raising ‘“ garden sass.”” At the time
of which we write, there was scarcely n
house from Atsion to, Longacoming, and
0 on to Williamstown. The places now
known as Waterford, Blue Anchor, Tans-
boro, and New Brooklyn, were covered
with thick forests of pine and oak, and
whortleberries grew, as they do . now, in
abundance. Small streams meandered
through deep swamps, in which animials
of various kinds prowled, such as bears,
wolvés, and occasionally & panther showed
indications of his lordship’s presence.—
Yet, dreary and desolate as this section
of Jersey was, the gpirit of adventure
caused now and then a family to locate,
and set up an imperiok mansion of their
own, in the shape of a log cabin; thus
feeling a rightful ex¢mption from the re-
straints imposed by society and fashon in
cities or more thickly populated parts of
the State. o B
One of these ventugesome pioneers was
Mat Adams. He selected for his local
habitation, a place at the foot of 2 hill, on
which now stands the celebrated village
of Blue Anchor. This site was chosen,
because, just at the foot of the hill bub-
bled out an excellent spring of water, and’
a gradual but flnely timbered scope of
farm land stretched ﬁ;y towards the spot

now known as Spring Barden, on which
stan@s e huspluubic pablic tiguse VO T,

Albertson. = The location - was likewise
near the old route over which people
sometimes travled from Philadelphia to
Tuckahoe.

Mat Adams was a type of a regular for-
ester-—a natural geniug——and many of his
characteristics are well developed in his
descendants.  On resolving upon the spot
where he was to pause in his pilgrimage
for a few years, he soon constructed himi-
self a cabin, not very pretentious in ap-
pearance, but one that answered every ne-
cessary and practical purpose; for, like

. A Colored Woman’s Faith, .
The Washington correspondent of the
Boston Advertiser narrates the following :
Not far from the Capital lives an old ne-
gro woman whose only boy enlisted last
spring in the negro regiment organized in
thiscity. -Hetook partin the action of July
30th.in froot of Petersburg, and was one
of those who fell wounded near the famous
crater. ¢ Badly wounded and in the
bands of the rebels,” was the 'word that
came to his mother. That was in ugust.
The autumn months came and went in
succession, but brought no farther word
of this only son of his mother" and she a
widow. Her friends and his friends gen-
erally believed him to be dead. It did not
seem probable that he had survived his
wounds yet no one had the heart to say
as much to his mother. She continually
said, I trust in de good Lord.” She did
not appear to even think it possible her
boy would die. Much effort was made
in the latter half of November and the
first half of December to get word from
him, but all to no avail. ‘*Some one
ought to tell his mother,” was often re-
marked among those who were interestéd
in the case, yet no one spoke discourag-
ingly to her.. Who could do it?  She
wondered why she did not hear from bim ;
ghe never wearied in devising crude and
simple plans for communicating with him.
A week ago she said, *De Lord he will
previde, an’ I shall hear from him bime
by.”. That was on Tuesday, Dec. 27th.
Thursday afternoon he opened the door
of his mother’s little house, and walked
in and threw his arms around her neck !
Wasn’t that a royal Christmas gift for the
trustful old soul? Half an hour later she
burst into the house of friends who had
aided- her, with only “ My boy’s come!

THE GIPSIES.

Excepting the Jews, no people have
ever shown such tenacity of race as the
gipsies. A Hindoo tribe of Aryan race
originally, perhaps of nomadic and plun-
dering habits in their provinces on the
Indus, and forced out into Europe and
Asia in the early part of the fifteenth cen-
tury, they have encamped or settled in
almost every country of Europe, without
scarcely ever changing the pure current
of their Hindoo blood. Whether in their
mountain villages of Norway, or on the
pusztas of Hungary, or in rural England,
or among th€ wild mountains of Spain ;
whether under the burning heat of Africa,
or on the plateaus of Asia, in Egypt, Per-
sia, or India, the gipsy 1s substantially-
the same; with a similar physique, with
the same language, only dialectically dif-
ferent, and with the ineradicable habits -
of the plundering nomad in him. Some-
times enslaved, always scorned, the vietim

‘of legislation through more than three

hundred years, driven from country to
country, incessantly urged by the influ-
ences of civilization and by ministers of
religi ya—yet always, in all countries and
for tour centuries, the same—a vagrant,
a jockey, a cheat, and a heathen and
stranger to each people and country.—
The civilization, the science, and the
Christianity of modern times has done al-
wost nothing for him. A few exceptions
to this general character of the race are
found in Russia, where individual gipsies
have become wealthy; but in most coun-
tries they seldom engage in any pursuic
of mechanics or agriculture. The only
mechanical branch in which they are ever
proficient is the smith’s; and in Persia

in gold and silver. While other races le-
come absorbed in the powerful races, or
mingle in endlesy variety with the peoples
in contact with them, or die out and pass
away, this Indian tribe Lkeeps itself un-
mingled and preserves its savage vitality.
Such a tenacity, both of race and of bar-
barian habits, seems hardly characteristic
of the Aryan family, and would remind
one more of the peculiar-traits of the
Semites. In many countries they have
been supposed to be Egyptians, and their
name in English, Freoch, Spanish, and
Hungarian points to this belief. Most
