Mgz. EpiTor :—Having a little lcisure,
I thought I would redeem my promise; to
write you a few lines about the eulture
and manufacture of sorghum or sugar-
cane. 1 have devoted eight years to the
culture and manufacture of this article,
and flatter myself that I have gained some
knowledge of raising, as well as manufac-
turing it into syrup.. Many persons have
asked me if it would pay. to raise it when
the price of molasses is 30 or 40 cents per
gallon. I tell them it will, for grain and
labor will come down in proportion. I
shall go no further than my own experi-
omoc hao taught 1e. ‘ :

In the latter part of April or the first
of May, prepare the ground, that used the
previous year for potatoes or cornm, as
sward land is nnfit, neither will it do to
manure it with coarse manure. Last
spring I had ten acres which I planted in
corn and sorghum. I plowed it first, then
rolled and - harrowed it. 1 then had it
marked out, four feet apart the shortest
way of the field. I them measured four
acres for the sorghum. Ihad the seeds
soaked in warm water, till they sprouted.
The ground was then marked three feet
apart, the length of the field, and about
two inches deep. About the 5th of May
I commenced planting, dropping posphate
in the hill at the same time, and covering
it with about one inch of dirt. The re-
mainder of the ten acres was planted in
corn, with the rows 1 foot wider, and re-
ceiving the same attention. The follow-
ing is the result: The sorghum yielded
125 gallons per acre, and the corn 15

bushels per acre. The difference is in
tnining out the sorghum and suckering.

Pains must be taken not to get too many
in a hill. Where there is many, in thin-
ing out you injure the whole hill. From
four to eight grains in the hill is enough,
leaving from four to six to grow. Leave
the stalks until they are about eighteen
inches high, then- commence suckering
by cutting out with a pocket knife. The
difference of expense in gathering sor
ghum and corn, is small, the reed more
than paying it. I have found it easier
to produce 100 gallons of molasses per
acre, than 50 bushels of coin.

I have cxperimented considerable in
the manufacture of molasses from sor.
ghum, and I think the simplest way is
the best, and would advise persons not to
spend too much money. Several have

and Cook’s patent evaporator, for boiling
the juice. These cane erushers cost from
%200 to $500, and will not do any more
work than those which Stearn, Pedrick &
Chapman are now manufacturing for $125.
Cook’s evaporator costs from $100 to $300,
answers no better purpose, and takes a
third more fuel and more attention to
keep them going than the common pans
that I have used for several years. The
time is so short for manufacturing that
it won’t pay to go to too much in expense
in starting the business; therefore, I
would.advise one of every fifteen or twen-
ty farmers, in-a neighborhood, to com-
mence the business. The crusher and
a set of pans that I have recommend-
ed, would not cost over $150. They
would be sufficient for manufacturing the
cane grown on 25 or 30 acres, with the
crusher driven by cndless chain horse
power, in about six weeks, and if driven
by-steam, double the quantity could be
manufactured in the same time. Last
year the manufacturers had more than
they could do before i spoiled. The

after the frost kills it, the better for the
raiser and the manufacturer. ¥rom the
1st of October to the middle of November
is long enough for any manufacturer to
work to advantage. ‘

Now for some of the results. The wise,
lazy and vain muskrat lost his life, which
is hardly worth mentioning.

There were hundreds of barrels of apples
and fruit lost by decay. There were
ships at the wharves waiting for the flour,
mills waiting for the grain, carpenters
waiting for the lumber; soldiers waiting
for the horses, and the hay and the oats;
dealers waiting for the pork, the lard, the
butter and the cheese; and hundreds of
traders and workmen,.all waiting for the
things detained in the canal! Men Jost
opportunitics of good bargains, lost their
character for truth and prompt dealing,
lost by the fall and change in the markets,
lost by the decay and destruction of their
cargoes—and all, all owing to that mis-
chievous muskrat! The property which
was destroyed would have given ten.dol-
lars a year to each of five hundred poor
Sabbath Schools in all future time. And
yet the poor muskrat was not to blame— .
He knew no better. He had nio thought
of the mischief he was doing, or ‘that he
conld do any hurt.
