erument. Hesr how calmly and directly, he
appeals, to the reason and judgment of the
people : )

“ Physically spenking, We cannot separate,
we cannot yemove our respective sections from
each other, nor build animpussible wall between
them. A husband and wife may be divoreced,
and go out of the presence and beyond the
reach of the other, but the different ,parts of
our country cannot do that. They cannot but
remain face to face; and intercourse, either
amicable or hostile, must continue between
them. 1s it possible then to make thnt inter-
course more advantageous or more satisfactory,
after aéparation than before ? Canaliens make
treaties easier than friends oan make laws?
Cun treaties be more faithfully enforceW, be.
tween aliens, than laws among friends ? Sup.

ernment, and collect the daties and imports,
but beyond what may be necessary for these
objects there will be no iavasion, no using of
force against or among the people anywhere.”’

Or, to his solemn appeal at the close of his
address, “In your hands, my dissatisfied fel-
low countrymen; and not in mine, is the mo-
mentous issue ,of civil war. . The government
will not agsail you, you can have no conflict
without being yourselves the aggressors, you
have no oath registered in heaven to destroy
the government, while I shall have the most
solema one to preserve, protectand defend it.”’

Rend also his messages, speeches, State pa-
pers and private utterances, and learn how
his great heart, in the midst of the strongest
provooations, yearned for harmony and peace ;
and how he strove to win back to submission
and the restraints of law, the. deluded men
who had plunged the country into the horrors
of civil war. The people of the south have
lost thewr best friend in the death of Abraham
Lincoln,<aad I regard his murder as another

-providential indication tha_.t they, as well a8
we, have not yet been suffisiently punished for
Lthe sins of our national life.

The place and ocoasion demand that I should
allude to bis religious oharacter. - He gave the
key note to this in his farewell address tohis
neighbors and friends at Spriugfield, when he
left his home to assume the carec and responsi-
bilities of public life. Hear him saying: -

« feel that I cannot succeed without the
samo divine aid which sustained Washington,
and in the same Almighty Being I place my

ourselves just as viciously in another.

We hardly know which is the more
baleful species of drdnkedoess—that
which proceeds from an excess of alcohol,
or that which proceeds from an excess of
cholor. Men do ecqually fearful things
under the influence of hoth. Yet, how
seldom do we denounce the two with simi-
indignation. A true temperance would
make little destinction between them ; a
true charity would make due allowance for
the infirmities of cither.
