e How Rich Men Work.'

"The hardest working men and the hard-
est working institutions in New York are
those which arec the most successful.—
To the outsidors it scems an casy thing
to make money and keep it.  Banking
‘was casy work a few years ago, and is
now in the old fashioned institutions
which have country aud no floreign ex-
change.  But no tactory or machine shop
keeps men on the jump as does a live
bank in this widc-awake city. I wasin
one of these institutions yesterday which
is not ycet ten years old.  Its army of
clerks have to be on hand carly in the
morning, and they cannot leave until a
day’s work is done, which is not till long
after the gas is lighted.  Its capital is
two millions, its daily rceeipts seven mil-
lion dollars.

Fall of the Leaves~—-Why they Fall,
As we were walking through the
‘grounds of a fricnd, a few days ago, he
ointed out what he considered asingular
phenomenon : Of two cherry trees stand-
ing near cach other, one had lost most of
its leaves, while those of the other were
apparcntly as’ green and flourishing as
ever. From the remark that they had
been equally exposed to frost, it it evident
that he, in~ common with others, thinks
that the falling of the leaf is due to its
being killed with frost. While it is true
that some kinds hold their foliage until
frost kills them, this is not the case with
the majority ‘of our hardy trees. Asa
general thing the leaf falls beeause it is
ripe : it has fulifilled the object of its ex-
istence, and in .so doing obeys a natural
law. In many lcaves this fall is antiei-
pated, and a distinet line of demareation
between the leaf and the stem is formed,
while the issues of the surface of the stem
at the point of attachment are hardened,
so that when the union is completely sev:
cred, the scar is already healed over and
there is no danger from cvaperation from
the many wounds thus left. The leaf
falls in many scasons before frost comes,
and the time is peeuliat to cach variety,
just as is the period of the ripening of the
fruit. In the case of the two cherry trees
referred to above, they were of distinet
gorts, the fruit of which matured at dif-
ferent timcs, and it is not strange that the
leaves should perfect their work and fall
off at different periods.—American Agré-
culturist. ) :

A PECULIAR CEUSTOM.
One custom obtains in certain sections of the
State which is as novel as it is disgracetul.— -
Coming through from Philadelphia or any
point to the southard, at Trenton the traveller
‘encounters a rough and loud-veiced crowd of
boys, who run alongside th&cars and clamber
at the windows to beg for newspapers. The
first time one observes this he is rather amused
than otherwise by it ; but when the dirty gang
repeats and reproduces itself at a dozen sta-
tions in succession, it becomes a great and un-
welcome bore; and when .repeated journeys
show that this begging goes on from route to
route, through year after year, one cannot help
questioning the state of morals and decency in
the communities which permit it—nay, which
seem to glory in such exhibitions of il-man-
ners and niggardly penuriousness. If it were
confined to boys of the poorer and lower classes
of society, some excuse might be found ; bat,
very many of the boys are so well dressed as
to indicafe that their parents are well-to-do
and somewhat cultivated people.

THE TOWNS,

The State may well boast of ifs small towns.
Many travellers find Newark, Trenton and
the other cities exceedingly pleasant places;
but in respect to these there may be a differ-
ence of opinion among sojourners. In regard
to the villages and small towns, however, there
can be no question of judgment. Whether
one halts on the line of the Camden and Amboy,
the Central, or the Morris and Essex, there is
always the same agreeable home. The vil-
Jagers may be a little inquisitive, but I have
never found them rude or impertinent. They
notice your presence, and probably speculate
as to your character and business; but they
soon open hand and heart and house to you,
and make yeu free of everything. Tbere 18no
degree of taste in the architecturc of the older
towns, but there is much beauty of tree and
shrub and flower. There is not much preten-
sion in the decaration and adornment of parlors
and chambers, but there is no lack of comfort
‘and a thousand simple adjuncts thereto. One
would say that it there sre fewer beantiful
faces among the women than in the villages of -
New York, thero are also fewer expressive doll
faces. If you mark the absence of such fine
and intellectual faces as abound in the villages
of Massachusetts, you must_algo mark the ab-
senco of such childish and insipid faces as are
also often seen there.  Contact with the people
develops natural ability and average imtelli-
gence rathor than liberal cultivation and com-
manding intelfect. Common schools flourish,
though seminaries and colleges do not 8o much
abound. Daily newspapers are in demand
more than first-class books.  If elegant
schollarship is more rare than in some other
sections of the country, 80 ig also extreme ig-
norance.” ) . .
