ves a new garb, a moral dress, which.made
them stand out in the world a distinet
and admired people.  Peace is a funda-
mental faith of theirs, and peace is serene.
Kvcen-handed justice toward all of human
kind is the polar star of their practical’
faith, and justicc is scremnc. By the
practice of these serenmitics themselves,
and by theinculcation upon their children,

]

they have, in half a dozen gencrations,

made an almost inheritable virtue. While
we should cultivate serenity of' heart and
mind, for the benign influences which it

those with whom we associate, we should
be deterred trom the neglect of eherish-
ing a quality so divine by keeping in
mind the evils which befall those who
give aloose rein to the natural maun. The
great and good Washington was known as
an extremely irritable man in carly life,
but he schooled himsclf to become as
calm as a summer’s sca. in his latter yoars.
Our children should be carly taught to
louk calmly at all things, to speak calmly
of all ,things, and judge calmly of all
things, and thus avoid thosc habits of con-
versational exaggerations, of hasty judg-
ments, of ridiculous praises, and of demon-
ical vituperations which so commonly pre-
vail, and which arc at once a disgrace to
the head and heart of the great multitudes
who are chargeable in this regard. The
want of sclf-control, of this calm looking
at a trouble and a joy, lays us all liable
to death at a moment’s notiee! Mr.

from ‘some words with a gentleman,
which cxcited him greatly. e was . a
man of varied abilities, and hcld many
high and responsible situations,” aund
might have held them for many years to
come had he possessed one other “ability,”
that of serenity.

His (X) MaArk.—The mark which

A GBASS-FIRE ADVENTURE.

Three different fires from as may quarters,
were reddentng the evening sky, as I and my
two brother officers, and the dctachment of sol-

The whole wilds on my side of the vailey
would shortly he ablaze with one of thosec ter-
rific grass-fires which in that dry climate a sin-
gle spark will suffice to kindle, and which, tal-
ler than o man, rage unchecked and uncheck-

or fall by their assagais withouc. : .
- There was indeed but little hope it would be
otherwise. There were none among those lonely
hills to bear to Graham’s Town the tidings of
the siege, aud days would elapse ere our next
mail was due. Our only chance, and thata
faint one, was, that some inadvertence of the
Caffres might enable one man to steal through
their lines, and hasten in quest of aid. As
senior subaltern, I claimed thi¢ duty; but so
closely were we invested, that I almost des-
paired of ever executing it.

With unspeakable anxiety we watched, while
our small stock of water waxed hourly lower.
Despite our utmosc care, it was all but gone.
when, on the third night, a brilliant metcor,
darting across the sky, was overtaken by a sec-
ond, which appeared to the eye to shatter it
into atoms. A shot of triumph from the be-
siegers greeted this infallible omen of success ;
and in further demonstration of joy, dancing
and music soan filled the Caffre camp, bundreds
of feet beating time vehemently to their owners’
guttural strains, while the wiading of buffalo-
horns and booming of calabash-drums swelled
the whole into a deafening din.

Our stables and horses were in the Caffres’
possession; but a few miles distant was a spot
where the spare Cape corps horses pastured,
and thither I hastened in quest of one. Catch-
ing the most powerful among them, 1 speedily
equipped him with a bridle and rug saddle,
brought wrapped round me from the post on
purpose; then mounting, I took the way to
Graham’s Town, as a measure of prudence
avoided the path across the hills, and traveled
through labyrinths ef intersecting ravines and
valleys.

- Thisroute considersbly inereased the dis-
tance, but well my mnew steed served me,

Caffres, I spurred on faster. But the sound
soon swelled into a dreary howl]; and then a
loud burst of hysteric laughter, and looking
round I beheld, through thedarkness, two fiery
orbs, and at once knew that o hyena, that den-
gorous and wily brigand of the woods, was on
our track. .

There was no longer need of spur or rein,
for, conscious of his danger, my steed bounded
fleetly on, but, fresh-from his lair, the wild
beast’s pace was swifter, and each minute he
seemed to gain upon us. I did- my utmost to
scare him off by shouts and yells, and at the
risk of arousing the Caffres, I fired my pistols,

olute, our pursuer still held his way.

Suddenly & second voice joined in chorusg,
aund two more flaming eyes glared on the night.
Another hycua had joined the chace, and, to
my consternation, I perceived that our peril
was wmore than doubled, for the presence of
each other scemed to animate the fierce crea-
tures to yet stronger efforts. I knew that lone-
ly travelers had often been similarly beset;
and the remembrance of their adventures was
far from cheering. Meauwhile, shrill neighs
of terror burst from my horse’s lips as he still
plunged madly on; momentarily, more audible
grew the headlong rush of the hyenas through
‘the tangled grass, while their reiterated cries
rang in our ears like peals of mocking laugh-
ter,

It was a race for life or death, and the odds
wero cvidently against us. Nearer and nearer
drew our fell followers, as they strove to out-
strip each other; nearer and mnearer, yelling,
howling, laughing at our heels, as if we had
been demon-chased.

At length, with a longer bound, and a high-
or leap, onc sprang to my horse,s haunches,
holding on by his enormous claws, and, quick
as thought, his companion followed.

For & moment I lay stunned and half insensi-
ble, hopelessly awaiting my expeoted doom;
but iu snother, to my ingnite smazement, I
discovered that I had been thrown to some dis-
tance by the shock ; and rising, I found myself
not only unhurt, but in no immediate danger,
tho hyenas having neithor eyes nor ears save
for the victim whose blood they had tasted.

It was a horrible scene, and I hastened to
terminate it by & brace of bullets. My hapless
steed’s last breath ebbed as I released him;
and with sincere regret for his fate, yet duly
and truly thankful for my own unhoped-for es.

do was again to flee, but my breathless race
was no more for life, but to delay the death no
It was a
frightful doom to anticipate; and as I still
toiled through the cumbrous grass, visions of
my distant home and its loved inmates, thoughtd
of the beleagured comrades whose fate would
be scarce less miserable than mine, pressed on
me with inexpressible disiress and psin.

Meanwhile, stronger, louder, and fiercer,
the mighty conflagration swept on, running in
fiery streams along’ the parched-up herbage,
igniting the thickets, exploding in volleys of
sparks from out the brushwood, and rolling
along in thick clouds of smoke. Quaggas, an-
telopes, hares, nay, even snakes and lizards,
fled before its scorching breastk, and, despsair-
ing and weary, I followed in their rear. Sud-
denly, through the circling smoke, 1 perceived
one of those strange, crater-like mounds of
rock so frequent in the African wilds. Could
I but gain its shelter, my case might be less
desperate; and with renewed energy, I strove
to reach it ; but my strength was almost gone;

CITY vs. COUNTRY LIFF.

Corry O’'Lanus, of the Brooklyn “Eagle,”
gives his experience of the felicities of country
life at this senson. The locality is somewhere
in New Jersey. -

The place is a lovely spot, but wants im-
proving The sidawalks are not flagged. and
there are no street-lamps. -

No ice-cream saloons; ma lager; no Alder-
men; or any of the luxuries of city life.

_But there is a great deal of naturs. The
nature consists mostly of trees, rail fences,
