~ TRIP TO CAPE MAY.

- A few days since, when just recover-
ing from an attack of exhausting and de-
bilitating disease, we yiclded to the invita-
tion of a friend and the solicitations of our
better half (who claims the charge of the
health department of the PIONEER), and.
started for a trip to the Capes of New
Jersey, and although we had visited it

“ before, yet its pleasant impression upon
our mind was so_stroug that we cannot re-
frain from talking a little to our readers
about it. ,

Tho cnterprising spirit of the West Jer-
sey railroad has swept through the coun-
try, and the long iron tracks, now lying
like a serpent at his length, then bending
in graceful curves, now lying over a gen-
tle acelivity, and again burrowing through
the hills, spanning the streams or cooling
itself in the swamps, flashing fiery eyes
from its hissing locomotives séreaming its
anger at the cattle in 1ts path, and shrick-
ing its rage at compulsory stoppages, give
to the country an air of animation entire-
Iy unkuoown to the ages that are past.—
Perhaps no country possessing the ele-
meniz of 20 rreat material wealth ever
put on so deceptive an appearance of pov-
erty as South Western Jersey. Long
swamps and wide masrhes, miles of sand

" covered with stuated timber, give a most
unfavorable impression to the superficial
observer. But the secrets of scientific
agriculture Lave only to be understood
and employed, and the land which lay
sleeping as a worthless desert wakenms' at
onee to the blossoming beauty of the rose.
The wide marshes are drained, some loose
coarse sand is carted into them, aund na-
tur"‘je accepts her law of combinations, and

Juxuriant soil rewards the labor. . The
valuable cedar is removed  from the
swamps, they are cleaned, drained, and
planted, and the red cranberries lie like
robies upon their bosoms. The dead sand
receives its fortilizers, and the sweet po-
tatoes nestle together in their hills in bet-
ter than golden beauty. The light clay
soils take totheir embrace the-marl which
the railroad has made available, and the
deep hottoms of Pennsylvania cannot pro-
duce richer crops of cereals. The rail-
roads with their careful study of theneeds
of the section put fertilizing agents with-
in the gra=p of the people, and then carry
the produce to market, returning the far-
mer means still further to improve his
property, and it is not saying too much
when we aver that in a short time the
lands of South Jersey will compete in val-
ue with the richest of New York. Along
the stations villages are springing up, and
it is a fact that at Jast that through the
enterprise of the railroad companies its

year of jubilee has come. Our first stop-
page was at Cape Island—not the Oape

ssland of the summer, with its pleasure
sceking thousands, but the Capg Island of
ithe winter, in its almost Sabba‘i% stillness.
The hotels wear a funeral appearance,
only a solitary straggler hére and there
walking their piazzas, an occaéional coun-
try-wagon wandering through the streets,
shutters of houses closed, an almost en-
tire absence of pedestrians, and an utter
vacnity in the bathing places of the shore.
Still it is a beautiful place, and well wor-
thy of the reputation it has achieved as a
delightful summer resort. It may be
justly said of this place, too, that it owes
its continued prosperity to the railroad
which places it in such casy prozimity to
the city. There arc several chwurches
there, in one of which Rev. Mr. Hubbard,
formerly of Bridgeton, officiates, popular-
ly, as pastor. The Methodists there have
exerted themselves during the past year
in the improvement of church property to
an almost unprecedented degree. Num-
bering only forty er fifty, they. have yet,

pleted, and will add much to the appcar-
ance.of that part of the city.

The Shenandoah is an iron propeller,
built in Glasgow in 1863 under the name
of the Sea King, aud cleaved from Liver-
pool for Bombay in Oclober, 1864, archel
being in chiarge.. She proceeded to Ma-
deira, where she et anothor steamer, the
Laurel, which furnished lier with guns,
ammunition, and an addition to her crew,
from the rebel pirate Alabama, which had
previously been sunk by the Kearsarge.
Thereapon she dropped her Eoglish vame:
and assumed that of * thic Shénandoal,”
aud pursued her wayward course to prey
upon American shipping  Ier first dep-
redations were on her way to Australia,
she having destrayed twelve vessels in the
vicinity of the Cape of Goodjllope. At
Mclbourae she rcecived extensive repairs
in violation of English neutrality, and her
officers were entertained by the Melliournc
(English) Club. Indeed, the profests of
our- Consul were disregarded, and the peo-
ple took cvery opportunity to manifest
their sympathy with the rcbel cause.

On leaving Meclbou:ne she made for the
Arctic Ocean, and continucd her work of
devastation among our usprotected whal-
ing wvessels. She destroyed twenty nine
vessels, which completely broke up our
whaling flect in those waters, and is re-
ported- to have returned with upwards of
thirty chronomicters, - as trophies of her
piracy. ' !

= Stripping the «ucstion of ull the sophis-
try of the luglish fricods of the rebel
outlaws, the facts which secem clearly ca-
able of proof; justify the opinion that
 Captain Waddell has been: guilty of one
of the gravest crimes against the United
States, alter, as well as before he was no-
tificd of the surrender of the confederate
cause. IHis case is clearly covered by
the cxtradition treaty, and lie should be
surrendered to the United States Govern-
ment.  The article of that treaty 'is very
explicit on this point, as follows: *

1t is agreed that the United States and Hor
Britannic Majesty shall, upon mutual regnisi-
tions by them, or their ministers, ofticers or
authorities, respectively made, deliver up to
justice all persons who, being charged with
thecrime of murder, arson, forgery, robbery, or
the utterance offorged papers committed within
the jurisdiction of cither, shall scek an asylum,
or shall be found within the territories ot the
other. . .

Just at the moment we have reached
this couclusion, and before our Govern-
mecnt could have been officially informed
of the execiting event, we are surprised to
learn by the Chiuna, which has justarrived
at Halifax, with news two days hiter, that
the British Government has surrendered
the Shenandoah. to .the American Consul,
and .discharged the Captain and crew
unconditiopally. [Though this & but a
brief telegraphic announcement, without
any explanation of "the circumstances
which led to 8o astounding a resalt, it is
nevertheless suggestive of a  most serious
rapture between our Goveramcat and
that of Great Britain: = The avnounce-
ment is so amazing that we caonot 1efrain
from.a suspicion that it is unfounded, or
that it may at lcast be accompanicd by
an explanation, or some mitigating ecir-
cumstances which the facts already knpwn
do.not appear to justify. If so flagrant
an offence has been committed against
this country, in violation of the Extadi-
tion Treaty, and the law of nations, as
well as the .scnse of justice which the
English papers themselves betray, it
is very eclear that our friendly relatons
are at an cnd. . We hope, however, that
further details will change - the omirpus
character of this telegraphic report. |
