So far as
carpets are coucerned thig is true, as they ave
generally made, but cau we have no colors in
carpets which the light will not. seriously ef-
fect?

'We ob-
serve thay there is not a cottager so ignorant
that will not set her plants; if she have tuste
cnough to grow them, in the East window in
the morning, and at noon carry them to the
South window, and in the afternoon to the
West window. But perhaps she. is oarefu! to
keep her children in the shade, and her pre-
cious self, 50 far as possible, out of the rays of
the sun. The plants, in obedience to natural
1aw, are kept healiby, whiie the ohildren and
mother, being kept in the shade, suffer in con-
sequence.

Light is beginning to be considered a - pgreat
curative agent, aud we apprehend  that the
time is not far distant when there will be sun-
bathe, corridors with glass roofs will be so ad-
justed that peréons can properly remove their
clothing and take s bath in the sun for an
hour or two, much to the improvement of their
health. The chief advantage of going to the
country is to get into the sunshine, and to be
in the pure breezes. 1f we desired merely to
keep cool, we should stay in the shady city.—
People talk of hot walls and burning pave-
ments; it is muoh hotter in the country, for
the breeze that plays there in. mid-day brings
only heated air in from out-doors. Butin the
city the breeze brings air in from the shady

city house are consequently much cooler in
mid-day than the exposed houses of the
country. ‘

Our soldiers, who are ablc to bear the labor
and fatigue of war, are invigorated by the out-
duor life they lived, We know a youug man
in Noew York who came back from the war and
resuined his former occupation of book keep-
ing, and lost thirty pounds’ weight in six weeks.
It would do him good to be a farmer.

Parents dan do nothing better than to .put
them on a farm for three or four summers, and
let the sun bathe them thelive-long day. - They -
will, by such a life, grow rapidly, and become
tdugh, brawny, sud broad, We have seen this
tried to the highest advantage in more than
one instance under our advige. - : :

CORRECTING CHILDREN.

Not long ago an cditor in Nothern part
of New York told his son, about eleven
years old, that he would whip him in the
course of a few hours, and locked him 1n
an upper room-until he had leisure to do
0. When the boy heard his father com-
ing, he became so alarmed that he jymped
out of the window and broke his neck.

About 2 year ago a mother punished
her little daughter, of eight years, by
shutting her.up in a dark closet; the
¢hild became so frightened that convul-
sions were induced, which resulted in
death. In another case of a similar
character, the result was still more calam-
itous, for the child became epileptic, and
so remained for a long life afterwards. »

The objeet of paternal correction should
be the ultimate good of the child, and to
make it effective. .

1. The chavacter of the punishment
should be according to the disposition and
temperament of the child. )

2. The punishment should be in pro-
portion to the nature of the offense.

3¢ The punishment should be inflicted
with the utmost self-possesion; for if done
in a towering passion it takes the charac-
ter of revenge; the child sees it and re-
sists it with defiance, stubborness, or with
| a feeling of being the injured or oppressed
party. .

4. Punishment should never be
threatened, for one of two results, both
unfortunite, is certain; the promise will
not be kept and the child looses confidence
Fin parental assertions; or the child’s mind
dwelling upon what 1s experted, suffers a
lengthened torture, imagination always
aggravating.the severity of the chastise-
ment, and a child gradually learns to
startle at every event which is at all likely
to usher in the correction, and the founda-
tion is laid for that fearfulness of the
tuture which is the bane of all human
happiness; and in some cases the severity
of the expected suffering looms wup so
largely under the influence of a distemper-
ed imagination, that, as in case of the edi-
tor’s child, suicide is considered the lesser
evil. Itis nothing less than g savage
barbarity for any parent to hold the mind
of a child in a state of terrorism for a
single hour, let alone days and weeks.

5. Never correet a child by scolding,
admonition, or castigation in the presence
of any other person whatever. It iz an
attack on its sclf-esteem, which provokes
! re-istance and passion.. Let grown persons
' recolicet how ill they bear even deserved
reproof in the presence of others.

3. Never .punish a child twice for
any one offense; it is a great injustice, a
relic of barbarism; and always either
discourages ‘or hardens. Make each
settlement final in itself, don't be forever
harping upon the past.

7. Puniihment should not be inflicted
in any case without placing clearly before
the child’s mind the nature of the aggra-
vation, and that the sole design of the
chastisement or reproof is his present and
future welfare.

8. In all cases where punishment is
decided upon, it should be prompt or
deferred, according to the degree of ag-
gravation or palpable wrong. -Itisalmost
alwsys better to defer; but in such cases
threaten nothing, say nothing, do nothing
which indicates in the slightest degree
that anything is to come. And when
the time does come, do not alarm the
child with any show of preparation, but
gradually aud affectionately bring up the
whole matter; place it in ‘its true, just
and clear light, and act accordingly; and
. always as much as possible appeal.to the
child’s conseience; to it¢ sense of right, to
it= magnanimity to its benevolence toward
men and its gratitude toward God.

by year. of the agricultural position of

the country.  There is a more intimate
connection than is generally supposed be-
tween comfort and dovelopment—stomach

; and brain—suecess in farming and sue-

" vess in seience, for it is- pretty well set-
tled now in political economy that culture
of the soil is at the foundation of all real
advancement, and that the cntirc great-
uess of any country must be built upon it.
Accepting: this ax fact; the legislature
of our State has each year appointed a
commission to gather up the facts and
present them in the shape of a report,
which report, for the last year, has now
been completed and presented to the peo-
ple. ]

Among the items of interest furnished,
is the facts that while Texas is twenty-
eight times as laree as New Jersey, still,
1860, the latter State contained 70,000

more inhabitants than the former—-that |
at the same date, Virginia; which is about

the same age as New Jersey and eight
times ug large; had only double the amount
ot population—that there are only four
Htates in the Union which have a greater

population to the square mile, we having |

€1, while New York has 84, Connecticut
9%, Rhode Ixland 133, and Masssachusetts
457 ¢ but while it is true that these surpass
her owing to the large number of people
engaged in manufacturing, yet, in the
last ten years there is but one (Massa-
chusetts) which has increased so rapidly,
and the fair presumption is that in a few
years there will be no State, except, pos-
sibly, Massachusetts, which will equal her

in the number of people resident upon |

each square mile of her surface.

The answers to a cireular of inquiries
addressed to Messrs. Cook, of New Bruns-
wick Campbell, of Lawrenceville, and Rue,
of Filmore, all practical aud scientific
farmers. embody results which cannot fail
to be of value, and which we take pleasure
in laying before our readers. The marl

referred to is the ¢ Greensand,”
“conceded to be the best in-use, although
much of the other varities are excecedingly
valuable. These gentlemen have used it
about two years, and spread near 1,500
bushels a year, obtaining their supply
Arom the vicinity of Pemberton. They
. have appled it to both light and heavy
soils, and found it to do equally well on
ope as on another, and when the season
‘has been a-dry one its value has been es-
pecially scen.  They have applied it both
raw and composted, but generally found
better results from the use of it in its raw
state.  For grass they have found it best
to spread it on the surface in the fall,
while for corn and potatoes it has best
developed its fertilizing qualities by being
applied in the hill. They used about one
bundred and twenty-five ‘bushels to the
aore for grass and a large handful to each
hill for potatoeg, and corn, and the same
ratio for other things. They find it good
for almost any crop, but especially good
for the production of grass, for the produe-
tion of which it is equal to the best barn-
yard manure. They -have found the in-
crease of grass in the first year to pay for
the marl, while the second year it yields
- a large increase of profit. They obtained
their marl for nine and a half cents a
bushel delivered about two miles from
their farms. These statements embody
the substance of all other replies, and we
may fairly take them for the general
trath, in reference to the use of this won-
derful production of nature. It will be
seen from this that the cost of marl de-
livered at Bridgeton is less than the cost
to these gentlemen to whose report we
bave alluded, it being delivered here to
our farmers, by the West Jersey Marl
and Transportation Company, - for nine
cents the bushel, and at less rates at points
more contiguous to the beds.
