WASHINGTON'S STATUE,

Calmly, as if gazing upon the pictures
which surround the walls of Independence
Hall, or watching the varied motions of
those who come to pay tributes of respect
to this consecrated shrine, stands the sta-
tue of George Washington, The sweet
serenity resting on his face, interpolated
here  and there with lines of intense
thought; the mild depths of his dreamy
eyes in their immovable sockets; the
tranquil smile playing about his mouth,
and the impress of reverance everywhere
discoverable on his countenance, speak in
irresistible language the character of the
man. Bold, and yet affable; stern, yet
tempered with hnmanity; meek, but sen-
gitive to patriotic influcnces; frank and

purpose, there stands the “Father of his
Country,” pictured in sculptured immor-
tality, every lineament of his noble nature
glowing with patriotism, and throwing a
halo of glory over his form. In Aiis
presence, before this piece of inanimate
soulpture, lives . over again the entire

able period of his life. While standing
in Independence Hall our feelings become
intensified, for heroes of the past century
seem to be looking down upon us. More
sublime in moral grandeur than the
Colassus of Rhodes—more chaste and
inspiring than the Belvidere-Apollo, the
figure of Washington is encircled with
the radiance illuminating the history of

Independence Hall would never have
been completed without this statue. Its
associations would not have been half so
inspiring, nor the interest attached to it
80 great, had not the like;(ess or statue of
its founder been placed among its ar-
chives. In more than one respécb
Washington was a singular man. It is
no easy task to faeasure his influences
upon the people of this country, it was
great in his own day, and is greater now,
because the principles he taught and
carried out in ‘his life are better appreci-
ated and understood. Whether as Chief
Magistrate of the Nation, 2as Commander-
in-chief of the Army, or in the various
councils to which he was constantly
called, we find him ever the same true,
efficient, noble and great man. He filled

that post was. Possessed of remarkable
patural abilities, of rare insight into the
characters of men, grasping the genius
and philosophy of life, its purposes and
events, his judgement never failed to be
that of wisdom. He was wise, energetic
and thorough. As the first President of
the nation, he was just the man for the
position. He was the peoples’ magis.
trate—no partisan, but an American
President of the Ameican people.

All ‘the views of Washington were
carefully weighed and considered before
he gave utterance to them; and therefore,
he was a model for statesmen, warriers
and patriots. Typical of all that is great
and good in man, he stands forth in his
own sublime majesty, the pride and glory
of an admiring nation. Few men there
are of any kind, and still fewer of those
whom the world calls great, who have
not some of their virtues eclipsed by

corresponding vices. But, in the partie- |

ular instance of George Washington, this
was not the case. In all his public acts
he made the most reverential allusions to
Piovidence, and in his private character
he exhibited religious humility in an
eminent degree. His equinimity was
unparalleled. One- even tenror marked
the greatness of his mind in all the varied
scenes through which he passed : in the
most trying situations he never dispaired,
nor was he depressed. He was the same
when retreating through New Jersey
before a victorious enemy, with the
remains of his broken army, as when
marching in triumph into Yorktown over
jts demolished fortifications.

That treaty settled the present map of
Europe. The territories acquired by the
first Napoleon were wrested from his
grasp, and all his long and brilliant
victories rendered nugatory except as
they elevated the reputation of his nation,
and even that was sadly tarnished by the
submission of the French to the allied
army. One important article of that
treaty was the perpetual exclusion of th®
family of Bonaparte from the government
of that country, an article which was
unwise in itself, and which has rankled
in the mind of that nation ever since,
the more so since they have openly
violated it, and placed Louis Napoleon
upon their throne, a violation which the.
nations dared notresist. Louis has hated
the treaty always, and at last has openly
gaid g0, while at the same time he has
proclaimed his purpose to take advantage
of any circumstances that may occur for
the aggrandisement of his country. So
France soomer or later may be fairly
counted in for thé war. Those treaties
‘'also fized the position of Poland, dividing
it principally between Russia and Austria,
which arrangement hasalso been violated
by redistribution. They also gave
Schelswig Holstien to Denmark, which
during the last year Prussia and Austria
forcibly wrested from her and divided
among themselves. ' -
A few years ago Italy, which was

Dutchies, consolidated after a fierce war
with Austria, and made an independent
nation of its principalities except Venitia,
which the perfidy of Louis Napoleon gave
to Austria. Germany was composed
largely of these little principalities some
thirty-five in number whose independence
was sécured by the treaty though they.

From the last volume of the census
report we find that New Jersey las with-
in her bonds 1123 church edifices with
accommodations for 466,796 people, and
estimated to be worth in money value
$7,762,705. Of these Essex county has
the largest number, being 112, and
Burlington comes next, having 110, OQur
own county of Cumberland has 50, with
accommodation for 18,825 hearers, and a
value of ©157,000. Essex .stands first
aléo in money value, the church property
for that county being worth $2,063,100,
while Hudson comes next in this respect.
reaching to $695,650. ‘
In the number of the churchs of the
State the Methodists take the lead, owning
404 of the churches, followed by the
Presbyterians with 211, and they again
by the Baptists with 130, and the
Episcopalians with 105. The Friends
and Roman_Catholics have each 61, the
Lutherans 17, Unitariaps and Unaversa-
lists 11 each, and the remainder are
divided among a host of minor seots, cach
no doubt in its way struggling te:aceomp-
Jish their share of benefitiog the world.
s aoncider. this' as highly oreditable
to the religion and morality of our State.
We doubt if the report of other States
will show in any case as full a proportion
of church accommodation to the popula-
tion in proportion to the inhabitants as
our own.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT.
There seems to be considearble “hitch-
ing” in the progress of this child of Con-
gress, among the legislatures of the differ-
erent States, from the fact that scveral of
the Governors refuse to convene them
until the regular session. Viewed in one
aspect this may be well, and in another
it is directly the opposite. The terms
now propoged are of the most moderate
character—and unless the dominent party
is entirely overthrown, are more moderate
than any that are likely to be proposed
hereafter, and in the meantime the South
is excluded from all participation in the
legislation of the nation which it could
resume at once if the amendment were to
be accepted. On the other hand, by this
very delay they are being punished for
their treason, for delay is practically visit-
ing upon them far more penalties for their
treason than the Constitutional Amend-
ment would do. If the party-that con-

trols Congress now should :be grently les-
gened in its majority, still there would

be sufficiert powes to prevent any legisla-
tion that aid not accord with their pecu-
liar views, so that in no probable event
would the Southern States be gainers by
delay. All the chances are in favor of
their prompt action now, for delay ¢s pon-
ishment, and the future under any other
circumstances is not promising to them.
If the matter goes to the country in the
coming elections, where we think it ought
to go, then the policy of the President
and that of Congress will have a fair trial
before a Jury of the people, and it,will be
‘a criminality which. neither. will care to

Slavery was imposed upon the colonies by
British and Spanish cupidity.

| that both Great Britain and Spain enriched

themselves by the American slave trade. I
have therefore never thought it very consistent
_that England should upbraid us for entertaining
an institution, seemingly impossible of ex-
tinction, that she had helped in our infancy to.
engraft upon our society, aud identify with ite
very exislence. Spain, with more consistency,
has abstained justly from such intermeddling.
I am no apologist for slavery only formy
country and for her people, for her government
and for her religion. .
So unmanageable became this great question
in the growth of our country that its best.
minds were appalled in the very attempts at
its solution. ‘¢ What shall be done for the ex-
tirpation of slavery,” was ‘& standing question
in our church discipline, but the answer was
as pigmies to the Alps. ..

Plans were proposed_and iguored, casie and
despotism was strengthening on the one hand,
and instinctive, restless, determined opposition
on the other. Apology for the slaveholdera
was lost in the hate of the institution, and the
unity of the American mind was sacrificed in
its defense. .
Hence came the terrible rebellion, and fully
opened up the second epoch. The unity of
the republic.

You are familiar with its startling incidents.
The government, founded by our illustrious
fathers who gained for us our s‘independence,”
had been  preserved in honor .before the
nations, slavery ezcepted, and had done nothing
against her citizens or the States to warrant
an attempt atidisruption. The North as such,

against the South, nor the North against the
South, but of theSouth against the Government.
They bad grievances, but this was mnot the
way to redress them. They were heroic, but
this was no arems for their prowess. .

This was the phil-
osopby and patriotic . platform of Abraham
Lincoln.

The South must be
gubdued, the power of the rebellion broken,
the unity of these independent Staies be pre-
served, or the American nation and republican
liberty perizh. Here was the issue, and nobly
was it met, and happily has it been-determined.
To day we are independent snd United
States, and -ere long will become as- united
a people.
