' THE LABORING CLASSES.
To evesy one who takes even a cursory

lance at the increased rates of taxation, the
fabulous advance in the prices of almost every
article necessary for the comfort and health of
a toiling man, cannot fail to perceive that
there is but little prospect of a better condition
of things for several years to come. The
physical wants of the laboring classes are just
the same now, as they were when flour was
bat $4 or $5 per barrel, butter 25 cents per
pound, and other articles in proportion; but,
their physical strength is no greater, and no
better calculated provide an increased
amount of manual labor for the support of
themselves and those depending on them.
Although wages have, in a greal measure, ad-
vanced 1o correspond with the pressing neces-
sities of this new condition of things, yet the
mechanic and working man are no better off.
They are obliged to toil jus¥ as hard, to prac-
tice the most vigorous economy, to deny them-
gelves real and necessary comforts, in order
that when pay-day comes they may have suffi-
cient to satisfy the claims against them. This
appears hard and truly discouraging. House-
rents, too, are double former rates, and suita-
ble dwellings can scarcely be obtained in cities
and large towns, at any price. These facts
should urge workmen to the task of securing
homes of their own. << It should be a man’s
first duty,” says Mr. Sylors, in the Iron-
Molder’s Journal, and we endorse the idea, #to
provide shelter for himself and family, be it’
ever so humble.”> We all know the expepse
and inconvenience of shifting about—and, let
him go where he will, the renter feels that he
is a mere bird of passage, and has not the heart
to repair and beautify a residence that others
may soon oceupy. The comsciousness that he
is a mere tenant at will,divests him of all home
interests, and tends to habits of neglect, which
destroy all desire for neatness and order. The
same Journal continues :—
¢« We know that many obstacles, and formid-
able ones they are, can be raised against our
proposition ; but energy and determination
This has been done
in thousands of instances, else half the million-
aires would never have risen from the work-
bench, or emerged from the foetid atmosphere
of some contracted court or alley, to occupy
their present palatial residences.

Now is the
time, when you have steady work and good
wages, to make a < home for the homeless ;*’
for every man is homeless who has only apur-
chased claim on a tenement for a month or a
quarter at a time. Besides being subjected to
the caprice of landlords, you must admit that
rent is an ever consuming moth; and there
are few who have not paid owners twice as
much for rent as would purchase a comforta-
ble home. Workingmen, try it. Begin now.
In old age you will reap the reward of your
efforts.”

On providing additional means for the
preservation of life and property from
shipwreck on the coast of New Jersey,
between Sandy Hook and Little Egg
Harbor, and erection of light-houses on
Tucker's Beach and Matawan. Point.

———

Speech of
14,

The necessity for increased appropria-
tions for the purpose indicated, is mabni-
fest to any one at all familiar with the
coast of New Jersey. [ have frequently
traversed its whole extent and witnessed
for myself the numerous wrecks, parj;ly
hidden in the sand, which loom up like
the ribs of huge monsters, and, sir, there
is searcely a point on the entire coast
from which at least one and often half
a dozen of these monuments of danger
are not to be seen. With the exception
perhaps of the Florida reefs there is no
portion of the world where shipwrecks
are more frequent than onthe coast of
my district, and this fatality must always
exist owing to the course of the shore,
which lies in a direction, by the compass,
of nearly northeast and southwest, so that
vessels approaching it bound for the
-harbor of New York quring northeasterly
winds, especially if accompanied by the
thick weather so dreaded by the mariner,
are almost certainly driven toward the
beach. The danger, too, -is greatly in-
creased by the existence of a wide bar
two or three hundred yards from the
shore, and running nearly parallel thereto,
on which the wrecked vesséls are stranded.
The water in many places is so shoal on
this bar that an ordinary ship’s long-boat
cannot float, and unless a surf-boat-and
other fixtures are at hand loss of life in a
severe storm seems inevitable. .

The immense and constantly increasing
commerce of New York must of necessity
near this point, and when we consider its
extent the wonder 'is, numcrous as they
are, that no more shipwrecks oceur. No
regular register has been kept of these
disastérs, but every member must have
noticed the great number announced
after every severe. winter storms attended
with greater orless fatality. As many a8
fifiy-five dead bodies have been thrown
up at one time in a small space, and I
have myself seen thirteen gatliered up
by a few gallant surf- men and, although
unknown, provided with a Christian
burial. : .

Having shown, I trust, the necessity
for increased means to diminish, if not
prevent, these terrible calamities, I will
take a moment to give a brief account of
the history and nature of the system of
life saving in operation at the entering
angle to. the harbor of New York on the
coasts of New Jersey and Long Island.

At the first session of the Thirtieth
Congress I presented a resolution reques-
ting the Commjttee on Commerce to in-
quire if any and what means were ne-
cessary for the better preservation of life
and property from shipwreck aloag the
coasts of Long Island and New Jersey,
and upen the passage of the light-house
bill for that year offered an amendment
providing that $10,000 be appropriated
to provide life-boats, rockets, carronades,
and other appliances for the purpose in-
dicated, which was unanimously adopted.
At the next session $10,000 more were
added in the same manner, and subse-
quently an additional $10,000, making
in all $30,000. Those appropriations
were expended under the supervision of
an experienced officer of the revenue
service in erecting buildings called station
houses, originally at intervals of about
ten miles, and, as the appropriations were
made, of five or six miles, along the
coast of New Jersey, beginning at Sandy
Hook and extending to Cape May, of
which;there are now twenty-eight, and
on the coast of Long Island, which has
twelve of these establishments. Each
house is provided with a surf-boat, a
life-car, which is a metallic eliptical-
shaped vessel, holding six passengers,
who lie down, when the hatch is fastened
and the car thus made impervious to
water. At each end of the car is
‘attached a large iron ring through which
runs a cable extending from the vessel
to the shore, on which the ocar plays

through the surf, being pulled backward

d

hundred and one passengers were safely
landed in a fearful storm in the Govern-
ment life-cars, and daring thé subsequent
storms of that season not a few lives were
saved in the same manner. It is desir-
able that the crews of the life-boats wix

endanger their - lives shall be paid™a

regular salsry, and especially rewarded

for any aets of dangerous and successfal

duty in 3aving life and property.

Such services have hitherto been ren-
dered by these gallant men without pay
or reward, and so palpable an injustice
should no longer disgrace this Govern-
ment. The present embarrassed condi-
tion of our finances may deter members
from making any new source of expendi-
ture, but I beg them to remember that
these services have been rendered many
years without salary or any recognition
from the Government; and I trust that
when the proposition 18 made to reward
them it will not be withheld. I desire
to give notice that at the proper time 1
shall make an effort to provide for them
suitable remuneration. DMy constituents
have ever been en the alert to save life
and property from the dangers of ship-
wreck, and ask no compensation for acts
of humanity, and desire no relief from its
burdens; but they should not be expected
to keep up organizations for that purpose,
and to be always ready to afford relief,
and receive no consideration for their
services. »

For a century or more - have these
“‘dwellers by the sea-side” in my district
periled their lives to save their fellow-
creatures from the dangers of shipwreck,
with no other reward, or hope of reward;
than such as an approving conscience
could afford. Maligned by the press of a
neighboring city, whose citizens and
commerce they sought to protect, de-
nounced as pirates and robbers, with a
magnanimity worthy their noble nature
they have ever persisted in their works of
humanity; and to-day thousands upon
thousands live to bless the brave surf-
men of New Jersey, whose daring and
skill have rescued them from a watery
grave. ¢ : .

I know that people well, sir. The
first years of my maunhood  were spent
asmong them.. They are a gallant and
human people. Most of them are Friends,
a sect whose hand is ever ready for
unonstentatious charity, and.who abound.
in every good word and work. Itis a
scource of no little pride and satisfaction
to me that these goodly people.constitute
so large a portion of my constitueney.

Mr. Chairman, when the storm rages
and the winds howl, these hardy wreck-
ers forsaking their comfortable homes,
patrol the beach through the dismal
hours of the tempestucus night, trumpet-
ing words .of cheer to the unfortunate,
and with glass in hand peering through
the early dawn to discover the shipwreck-
ed mariner, they bring’ relief, ‘“and the
blessings of him that was ready to perish
fall upon them.” Such people are en-
titled to all the honors the Government
can bestow. They deserve to have their
means of usefulness increased and their
labors rewarded, and I believe this body
will not fail to give them-a suitable
reocognition.

These shore-men contributed their full
share in the defense of their Government
during the recent struggle for its exist-
ence. Sir, [ have counted.seventy sails
at one time lying unemployed in Barnegat
bay during the war, because no sailors
could be found to man them, nearly every

'TEMPERATURE OF THE SEXES.

At the meeting of the British Associa-
tion at Bath, Dr. Davy, in a short paper,
gave the results of some experiments he
had made, as to the relative temperatare
of the twosezes. The theory of Aristotle,
that 2 man possessed mdye warmth than
a woman, had been dis , and it had
been held by some as the réqult of modern
research, that the temperatiye of women
were slightly superior to that of men.
Notwithstanding this, however, from such
observations as he had been able to make,
he considered the early opinion the more
correct. Taking the average, it appeared
that the temperatare of males and females
was as- 10-58 ‘to 10-13. He "bad more
recently made some additional observations
using & thermometer of great delicacy,
and taking for the purpose of his ex-
periments, six persons, three men and
three women, all in good health. The
result was, that the temperature in the
case of the men varied between 98 and
993; that of the women was between 972
and 98. An-examination of other animals
gave somewhat higher temperature for
the male than the female; six fowls
showing the proportion of 108-33 for the
former, to 107-79 for the latter.

THE PRESIDENTIAL TOUR,

To the uninitiated, the recont Presidential’

tour from Washington, to -Chicago, ostensibly
to dedicate the monwmental stone of a former
bitter political enemy, Stephen A. Douglass,
means nothing more than g simple i
acknowledgment of the greatpesses
who possessed tajentenf 3 sti order, but
to those who look behind the scenes, it means
much more. It was not necessary for this

purpose that the excursion should go through |

‘Pniladelphia and New York, and take in its
course all the prominent cities of the north,
.nor was it esseatial that specches, deflning the
‘policy’” should be -made at every large

gathering of the people. Indeed the proposed

" object of the party hasscarcely been allnded to
and so far as-as any sentiments referring to
him is congerned, the name of Mr. Douglas, is
sleeping almost as quietly as before.the presi-
dent proposed to ofliciate at his second
national funeral, of this however we . do not
complain as the President like any - other
candidate for populirity has a perfect right to
all the tricks of the trade, and use the name of
Mr. Douglass to its fullest extent in the far-
therance ot his peculiar views.

The plain object of the entire excursion we
understand to be the creation of a popular
cnthusiasm in favor of the existing regime at
Washington, and the policy it has adopted
and it would be impossible for a President to
pass through our land and receive the honors
due to his office without arousing largely a
sentiment which will be influentially felt at
any cnsuing election, and there can be no
doubt but this trip of Mr. Jobnson is intended
to gain for him thousands of votes this fall,
which otherwise _would either slumber
altogether or clse-be given on the opposite
side. ) .

The whole matter has been planned with
consummate political skill.  The visit was
arranged in furtherance of a popular object
for the names of her great men, no matter
what their political views, is dear to American
hearts. It followed closely upon the heels of
the Johnson convention in Philadelphia, so
that emphasis and ecla might be given- to the
doctrines there set forth. It included Gen.
Grant, who'is understood by the orders he
issues not to favor the policy, and Admiral
Farragut who cares little about any policy
except the supremacy of the navy—so that
where the people would not cheer ‘the Presi-
dent, they would cheer Grant and Farragut
andso there would be no lack of cheering,and
it could be all set down to the credit of the
«Policy.”” The getters up of the arrangments
have not been disappointed in this. Popular
enthusiasm to an eéxtent that_could‘sc:\rccly
have been hoped has attended the cortege
throughout its entire journey, and they have
reason to be satisfied with its success. We
have expected in the speeches made by the
President, that his entirc meaning would be
reyealed, for in the midst of popular excite-
ment a speaker cannot study the careful and
often double language of staic papers, and the
truth of the meaning is apt to become appa-

rent, and in this we are not disappoisted.—
The specches made by him are almost catirely
of one pattern, and form evidently the coat he
intends to wear. The one made at New York
js the longest and most claborate and as the
others do not ditter from it we can safely take
that one as ar exponert of them all. There is
in thatas in all the rest the oft reiterated .
assertions, that he has filled all the oflices trom
Alderman fo President, that he appeals to
beaven for his honesty, and that he trusts the
people. These have been repeated so often
that it is not worth while to notice them again.
Among the important ideas evolved from - his
speech are first that the Congress iz not the
party in power and upon this, the displace-
ment of men from oilice who disagree with him
is defended, This is a new idea certainly,
that tho -men elected by the people to repre-
sent -them do not possess the power of the
country, and goes further than poseibly the
President meant that it should to establish the-
assertion so often made, that he intends to
rule the country in accordance with his own
will, irrespective of what the people may say
in their elections.

Another of these ideas is that while the
years of war through which we have passed
have been of the greatest importance, yet the
work of reconstruction in accordance with the
“poli8y,” is of more importance still. Whetl
it is remembered that all that is asked by
Congress is to place the southern states on a
simple equality with those of the north in the
matter of voting, this appeuars to be not of as
much importance as it does to the president.
He discusses the doctrine of the impossibility

of a state ever being out of the Union, and

asserts that Congress by refusing them their
representation until they have complied with
a0 ter glring the Union. When it

acts and words werealike in that direction.—
HeMthinks it possible-that he has erred in
pardoniug so many people, but if he has, he
hdk done so on the right side.

stantly apologetic for the misdeeds of the
south, and says but little about the loyal
gpirit of the north which alone saved the
Union. e has no word of commendation for
the loycl men of the south, but ignores them
altogether in the settlement of . the question.
On the whole, we fear the speech will not
satisty the country, while at the same tiine we
are ready to accept tho verdict of the people
in the coming elections whatever t_hat verdict
may be. :

The Inefficiency of Law in the South.

It is probably impossible, except where the
strong arm of the military is in constant use,
to restore Law and ovder to anything like its
condition of power, in countries which have
been subjugated by force. The south is-no
exception to this rule and although the courts
are reestablished and in full working order,
and the laws enacted by the congress arc
ample for the. protection of all classes of
socicty, yet as the administration of - thosc
courts is confided to the individuals who were
cngaged in the latc rebellion, little or- no
protection is meeted out to the Union or
freedmen of that scction of the country. The
small detachments of the military which are
seattered through the country are ot but little
use as their commanders appear to be sorely
puzzled to know what course of conduct will
be aceeptable to the authoritics, and consce-
quently as in the late riot in New Orleans they
do nothing at all and theén inactivity embold-
ens the antagonistic elements to a still further
disregard of national law until anumber of
their cminent jurists declare that they will niot
execute the provisions of the Civil Rights bill
at all, and assign as a reason that it is in
conflict with the Jaws of their own state, to
which they say they owe supreme allegiance,
a doctrine which we spent four years of war
to 'destroy, statistics which appear- to be
reliable inform us that ten thousand Freedmeri
and Union men have been killed in the se-
ceding States since the war, and in no one
case has the State courts officially noticed
them of their own accord, and when the
Freedman’s Bureau has forced them upon
their attention in no one case have the perpe-
trators of the crimes peen punished,—a sad
commentary on the faithfuliess displayed by
their men during the war.
Union men from the north are finding it
impossible, with any secwrity to life or
prosperity to remain there and arc rapidly
leaving for the north with all their fond illu-
sions of southern loyalty and justice effect-
ually dispelled,—the newspapers openly stim-

-ulate the people’ to violence against' the

teachers employed under the auspices of the

-bureau and in many cases they are compelled

to flee for their lives, and the worst feature of
itall is that the national authorities will not
interfere, although asingle word from Wash-
ington would induce the southern chivalry to a
behavior properly correspondent with law.

The few Union papers of the South though
respectable in manner and conservative in
tone are being compelied by mob violence to
close their offices, as in .the case of the New
Orleans 7ribune. which has at last succombed
and discontinued its issue- We desire to be
just to the government, we appreciate fully
the difficulties with which it has to grapple in
the pacification of so large a territory of tur-
bulent subjects, we accord to it the purest
patriotism of motive in the christian magnani-
mity with which it has.attempted to- treat the
South, indeed, we shared -their feelings owr-
selves in the beginning, but it is now demon-
strable that its effect upon the South isonly
evil and is used by it as a stimulous to deeds
of atrocity which were common in the days of
thewar but whick we fondly hoped in the
days of peace would disappear. We cannot
acquit the government 'of blame in this.—
When once it was clear that life and property
were insecure, and insecure in conseguence of
the devotion of their possessors to the Union,
it was the duty of the authorities at Washing-
ton—it is their duty to-day—to extend the
needed security by the strong arm of Federal
power, and no pet theories should be allowed
to stand in the way.. We sincerely trust that
wiser councils will soon animate those who
have charge of these matters, and that the
parts of the country lately in rebellion may be
peaced upon exactly the same footing in re-
ference to the execution of the laws as New
Jersey or Pennsylnania, and that the burning
reproach of allowing the nation’s strongest
adherents to lieat the_me of brutal mobs
may be

.Southern Loyalists’ .Convention.

The Convention of “‘Southern Loyalidts”
toward whose assembling’ the eyes of the
nation have for mounths been turned uict
on Monday of . this weck ut the National
Hall in Philadelphia. - This Convention,
coming so soon after the Johnson one,
and composed of so difforent a type of
meo, very naturally has attracted univer-
sal attention, and it is not certainly too
much to say that the ocity has not pro-
bably been under -a stronger press of ex-
citement for any reason whatsoever since

1 of-dohgond. The late Con-

vention excitd® it, but as the heart of
the people there was not in sympathy
with the movement. the cxpression Was
more of a partisan and less  of a general
character. ' The -men. comprising the
Johnson assembly were largely from the
Rebel army, and it was not to be sup-
posed that loyal Philadelphia would féel
intense enthusiasm over the appearance
in their midst of the men whose cold
blooded atrocities during the war, setting
aside altogether the question of the
rebellion, were such as has no paralell
in the history of civilized conflicts. It
was scarcely probable that they wonld
fee! mueh like cheering. Gen. Taylor
whose oustom it was in many instances to
send his prisoners outside the camp and
have them shot, and so while they tolerated
the insult of the -presence of these men
and listened coolly to their attempted
dictation of the duty of the hour there
was no enthusiasm evoked from the
loyalty of that city. But this conveation
is composed of a different class of men.—
They are the persons who in all the years
of the war at the risk of their lives, and
while others were being murdered around
them for just the sentiments held by
themselves, yct, literally with their lives
in their hands, stood unflinchingly for
the Union. Many of them' were actively
cogaged in the armies of the Union for
more or less of the war, and the advent’
of these noble and heroic men has aroused
the placidity of the Quaker City to a
height but seldom - known. :

The strong ‘loyal sentiment of th
north also is entirely with these men,
even where the shades of political belief
differ, the fecling of reverence for the
herocs is so strong that a hearty partici- |
pation in the enthusiasm is found in all
classes except those persons and newspa-
pers who opposed the prosecution of the
war aud who of course are opposed to
these men who so nobly did. their part in
its Jsustenation. The procession which
welcomed them was one of the largest
ever seen in the city. Delegations by
thousands were there to receive them from
all parts of the north, and ten- loyal
govervors walked arm in arm to welcome
them. Men shouted and wept as they
beheld them, and the air rang contiou-
ally with cheers of the: people—banners,
flags, everything that could be construed
into approval lined the streets, and no
one who viewed the scene, could "doubt
whatever way be the result of the coming
clections, that the heart of the people was
in sympathy with this noble band of men.

The Common Council gave them a
publie reception, the Union leagnue ten-
dered the fullest recognition—+*Boys in
bluc”’ marched aloug escorting the ‘men
who had fought with them for the same
principle during the war—notabilities
like Ex-Secretary Harlan and Gen. But-
ler gave their voice of greeting—cxeited
people grasped the hands of the dele-
gates as they passed—“God bles you,”
was choked out from many a voice where
the eyes were blinded with tears—the
firemen with their music were in the line
of the Union as they were in the days
Wwhen batties raged—clubs of different
names joined in the procession, and the
‘mass of the citizens stood gazing ~upon
them with an interest that decpened
every moment. :

A halt was*made in front of the build-
ings of the Union League, where Charles
Gibbons, in behalf of the League, wel-
comed them in an outspoken, honest ex-
-pression of union sentiment, and who was
replied to by Gov. Hamilton, of Texas,
in bebalf of the delegation. He stated
that from his own knowledge as governor
of Texas, the spirit of the rebellion was
as rampant as ever, and that no man with
union sentiments was safe either in prop-
erty or person in the South, and declared
that this was the result of the policy of
the President.. After this, they were es-
corted to the National Hall, which was
the place selected for the sittings of the
Convention, where Col. Stokes, of Tennes:
see called the Convention to order, and
read the call under which they bad assem-
bled, after which, Mr. Durant, of Louisi-
apa, was elected temporary Chairman,
and Rev. J. W. Jackson. whose brother
commanded a brigade of colored troops at
Fort Pillow, opened the Convention with.
an eloquent prayer.  The remainder of
Monday was consumed in effecting an or-
ganization, and the evening was devoted.
to speeches from several prominent pub-
lic men, to.the multitudes who gathered
in every available place to listen to them.
On Tuesday morning, the Hon. James
Speed, late Attorney General of the Uni-
ted States, was chosen permanent Chair-
man of the Convention, and noman could
be found, probably, who is better adapted
to the posjtiou, and his prestige was en-

larged by the fact, that hé had stood by
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stato of things by the loyalists of the
Muth—that the statements of Mr. John-
son and Seward, to the effect that loyal
men could not be found in tho south to
fill the offices, is untrue, a8 there wore
thousands of the best names of the south,
on file in-the department at the time, the
honesty or loyalty of whom could. not_he
doubted—that they thank Congress for
the stand taken by it, and cndorse its
policy —that the political rights of traitors

'can only be restored by Congressional

law—that the stato government as set
io motion by the President, possesses no
claim to the obedience of the citizens—
that Congress be requested to reorganize

‘them—that such organization ought to

embrace equality for all before the law—
ghould exclude the rebels till Congress
confers citizenship—that the military
expenses of the South should be borre by
the people whose conduct makes it ne-
cessary—that while théy desire impartial
suffrage for all they are opposed.to pre-
seating any other issue at the elections
now pending, than the congressional
amendments, and they ask the north to
to aid them in sending only loyal men
to accomplish this in the ‘next Congress
~—that the President had violated his
pledges and ought to resign—that if the
blacks of the south were ailowed to vote
the loyal men would have a majority in
the south—that free schools ought to be
established in the south—that the Pres-
ident be requested to continue his trav-
els and speeches as the best means of
contributing to the destruction of his
policy—that Gen. Grant and Commodore
Farragut, as they have abandoned the
presidential party be requested to accom-
pany the delegation of the convention

-when they traverse his track.

These were the resolutions offered and
referred to appropriate committees up to
Thursday morning, and were all referred
to an appropriate committee who will
report upon them, and such as are adopt-
ed we will preseat and discuss in another
issue. We have given so many because
we were desirous to let our readers see
all the shades of opinion in the conven-
tion. ' .

There was but onc resolution of any
material consequence passed, which was
that a committce be appointed to travel
over the same ground as the President,
in bis late tour, and speak at the same
places as he has spoken, terminating their
work at the tomb of Mr. Lincoln. The
committee as appointed compose some of
the best speakers of the South, and will
no doubt make thembelves felt when the
specch making tour shall ‘be. made.

0™ But one Methodist chureh in
New York (St. Pauls) has been closed
this summer on account of what is popu-
larly termed in New York ¢‘the vacation,”
and this one was closed simply for repairs.
We npever could understand why the
people did not- need the consolation of
religion as much in the heated summer
when they die Taster and are more liable
to disease than at any other season, and
we are glad the Methodists of New York
are setting suo good an example in this
respect.
