Standing at a post-office in one of our
Southern States, | was introduced to a
very respectable looking and intelligent
Methodist Clergyman, with whom I en-
tered into conversation.

In the country it often
occurs thatthe bread has suddenly run
short, or is stale or mouldy; and a substi-
tute for bread must be. produced. To
meet this exigency I enclose a receipt.
The preparation requires five minutes, the

-baking fifteen more. , The product is the

a very palatable article of food. Graham
flour, from which the puffs are made, is
moro healthy for daily use than bolted.
flour; because nearly all the hull or bran
is separated from the latter. Bolted flour
is deprived of the silica, or silex contain-
ed io the bran, and which is given by the
Almighty for the support and nourismént
of our bones and teeth. Herce Ameri-
oans are troubled with decayed teeth, and
often with their total loss, more thanEur-
opeans; because the former eat such fine-
ly bolted flour, whether of wheat or rye.
“PECULIARS,” OR GRAHAM PUFFS.

To one pint of Grabam flour edd one piat
of milk and one egg. - Stir in the flour
slowly, till i becomes a smooth (uot
thick) batter. Use no ‘sods, nor yeast.
Bake immediately. The. beat, bake-pans
are of cast-iron, with twelve socets, which

-must be first heated, then greased, filled,

and instantly returped to the oven. If
new, the pans should be first scoured
with soap and sand, then gressed, add
heated, and rewashed. Puffs may. also
be made without the egg, with milk and
water, or all. water.  They may also. be
wade of rye flour or corn meal. . "The corn
meal requires an egg.” This receipt is suf-

ficient for twenty-four puffs.

In view of the exciting scenes through
which we have so recently passed, which stir-
red the nation’s heart to its deopest depth,
filled the land with lamentation and mourning,
until victory perched upon the banners of loy-
alty, when a universal shout from loyal citi-
zens rent the air, and the excitemoent now in
reference to the reconstruction of the Union,
we are apt to lose sight of the scencs of our
-.early history, the sacrifices made by our
fathers, their heroism and struggles in the
cause of freedom, that they might transmit
the precious boon to their posterity, to gener-
ations yet unborn. Most, if not all of them,
have gone to their graves, honorable graves,
and their spirits, we trust, to the Land where
peace and safety reign. We revere their
memory gnd would emulate their virtues.

On this, therefore, another anniversary of
Awerican Independence, it becomes us as
sons ot noble revolutivnary sires, to commmem-
orate the patriotism and heroic deeds of our
fathers, than whom perhaps, in the language
of the Earl ot Chatham, ¢a nobler and wiser
body of men never assembled to deliberate on
national affairs.” .

The fathers of our glorious republic were
indeed a brillant galaxy ofZnoble men—bright
morning stars of our American horizon; with
their history weo are familiar. Circumstances
often develop human character "and bring to
light the powers of men, who otherwise would
live and di¢ in comparative obscurity. Those
circumstances which brought out the men of
the Revolution, were the oppressive acts of
the British Parliament enunciated in the Dec.

apprentices. Thé Stamp Act roused the in-
digoation of the thirteen colomes. Unoppres-
sive laws were cheerfully submitted to, but
taxation so oppressive, without representa-
tion they resisted. When the news of the
passage of the act reached. this country, the
bells of Philadelphia, Boston and other citics
were muffied and tolled mournfully.

The patriots of Massachusetts and Virginia
stood shoulder to shoulder in resisting those
oppressive acts. The first Congress. met in
1771 and remonstrated ‘with the mother
country against those acts and petitioned the
king for a redress of grievances:

The second Congress met in Philadelphia
May 17, 1775, of which body Geo. Washing-
ton was a member and by that body was unan-
imously chosen comwmander in chief of the
American armies. The wisdom of their choice
‘s{xbsequent events fully justified. When rom-
inated, Washington immediately retired, and
upon his return, being informed of his appoiat-
ment, refused to accept any compensation for
his services other than simply the amount of

just 91 years ago, the fathers of the republic
in convention assembled declared the thirteen
united colonies free and independent of the
British crown. The banner of freedom was
flung to the breeze in the name of the mighty
God of battles. Liberty was their watchword»
and if liberty was a sound once delightful ‘to
every Roman ear, it is not the less so to every
American ear.

In that instrument the great truth is stated
that <<all men are created equal and are en-
dowed by their Creator with certain inalienable
rights, among which are life, liberty and the
pursuit of happiness.”> That instrument was

desolating war. The land trembled beneath
the tread of hostile armies. The British Lion
crouched for an attack upon the Amerioan
Eagle, while the latter, nndaunted and deter-
mined, awaited the onset. The roar of the
Lion and the scream of the Eagle were borne
on the wings of the wind o’er hill and dale.
Armies marched and eountermarched, while
the watchword of the American hosts, con-
tending for the right, was ¢«<Liberty or decath.?’
The struggle was long and fearful, of seven
years continuance, till-victory perched upon
our banners, and the shout went np o’er all
the land, ¢<cAmerica is free.”

The Declaration of Independence wae the
foundation of the temple of libertly, and this
being laid, the temple must go up or perish in
the attempt; the experiment was tested,  ¢is
man capable of self government?’’ "It has
proved a successs But our purpose this morn-
ing is chiefly to present before you the bright-
est star in the glorions galaxy of American
heroes—George Washington.

Washington was born Feb. 22d, 1732. It
has been said of him that <« Providence left
himn childless that he might be the father of
his country”>—s«first in war, first in peace, and
first in the hearts of his countrymen.’?

WE SRALL VIEW HIM FIRST A8 A SOLDIER :—
Having an early predilection for military life,
he was found at the age of 21 a$ the head of a
regiment of Provincials, raised to repel attacks
of the Indians upon the frontier settiements,
and so well did he perform this service, that
he acquired, both in this country and in
Europe, a brilliant reputation as a soldier.
Washiongton, who, at' one time, desired to
enter the British navy as a midshipman, was
dissuaded from his purpose by the entreaties
of his mother, but for which, our country
would probably have never had its Washing-
ton. A mother’s influcnce prevailed over the,
inclinations of the youth, providence de-
signing him for a nobler sphere of action, to be
tho liberator of his country. In contrast with
Napoleon the first, he towers in greatness and
and grandeur far jabove him. Napoleon was
ambitious and his ambition led to his over-
throw. Washington only had the independ.-
ence of bis country at heart, and when this
was secured he retired to the quiet pursuits of
rural life.

As a soldier, he was cool and intrepid amid
the clash of arms; never in one instance losing
his presence of mind. His army loved him as
a father, and their affection to him prevented
their disbanding when hope had well nigh fled.
On Jersey soil the tide of battle turned in
favor of America. The closing conflict of the
revolution terminated in the surrender of the
army of Lord Gornwallis and filled the whole
land with joy and gladness. Washington’s
farewell to the army wag one of the most
touching scenes of his life.

SeCONDLY A8- A StaTEsMAN :—Confident in
his powers he-was sent by Gov. Dinwiddie to
negotiate a treaty of amity with the Indians,
which having been done, he was commended
by the authorities for his success. Thus in
early life he gave prumise of a glorious noon.
At the close of the war he retired to Mt.
V-ernon to enjoy the sweets of rural life. But
the country needed his counsel in framing a
col_lstitution for the government, and being a
delegate ta the convention called for that pur-
pose, he was chosen to preside over it, which
he did with dignity and. signal ability. The
"interests of' the various sections conflicting,
prayer was proposed by Dr. Franklin, when,
after being.offered, their views were -harmo-
nized, and that glorious instrument framed.
He also became by the nnanimous voice of the
‘people, the firét President of the republic, and
‘was again electod, for a kecond term.and when
‘that. term . expired ‘he retired to private life
loved and honored by his countrymen. He had
guided the ship.of. state as successfully as he
‘bad led onr: armies. -

Allison, ‘after narrating the events of 1796,

his actual expenses. On the 4th of July, 1776 |

framed in the midst of war—cruel, sanguinary,

tloses the chapter with this pardgraph :

«The end of the samé yedr witnesséd the

resiguation of the Presidency of the United

States by Gen. Washington, and his voluntary

retirement into private life. Modern history

has not another character 8o spotless to com-

memmorate. Invincible in resolution, firm in

conduct, incorruptible 1 integrity he brought
to the helm of a victorious Republic the sim-

plicity and innocence of rural life. He was
forced into greatness by circumstances, rather
thar led into it by inclnation; and he prevailed

over his enemies rather by wisdom of his de-
signs, and the perseverance of his character,
than by any extraordinary genius in the art of
war. llewas first to recommend a return to
pacific counsels, when the Independence of his
country was secured, and he bequeathed to
his fellow citizens an address, to which no
composfﬁon of uninspired wisdom ¢an bear a
comparison. He was a Cromwell without
hig ambition; & SyHa without his crimes; and
after baving raised his country to the rank of
an Independent State, he closed his career, by
voluntary relinquishment of the power, which
a grateful people had bestowed.”’

Honorable testimony from a British histori-
an but well merited.

THIRDLY AS A CHRISTIAN :—Washington
was educated in the priuciples of the christian
religion and ecarly professed faith in Christ.
In his first campaign he directed that religious
services be regularly performed; he says in
his diary that upon a day of fasting and pray-
er appointed by the house.of Congress in Vir-
-ginia, after the passage of the <Stamp Act,”
I attended, worshipped and. fasted all day.”
When the Amcrican army were -in winter
quarters in Morristown, in this “state, he,
though an Episcopalion, asked the privilege of
partaking of the holy sacrament of the Lord’s
supper with his Presbyterian brethren, which
request was readily granted, and he united
with them in that solemin and impressive ser-
vice. Hif whole bistory evinces his firm
belief in an Allwise and superintending Provi-
dence. .

The day after the surrender of Cornwallis,
Washington issued an order that those under
arrest should be set at liberty. His closing
orders were asg follows : ¢«That divine service
be performed to morrow in the different
brigades and divisions, The commander in
chief recommends that all tho troops not upon
duty, do assist at it with a serious deportment,
and that scnsibility of heart which the recol-
lection of the surprising and particular in-
terposition of Providence in owr favor claims.”?
Copgress resolved to go in. procession to
church and return public thanks to Almighty
God for his signal loterposition in our behalf.
Congress also issued a proclamation for relig-
iously observing, throughout the United
States the 13th day of Decomber, as a day of
thanksgiving and prayer.

But the warrior, statesnman and christian has
gone with other actors in those scenes, to tho
grave, and his spirit to God, from whence he
no doubt looked down during the recent re-
bellion upon the country for whose liberty he
bad periled his all, to see if liberty wasbuta
name, and if with (God’s blessing it should be
perpetuated and the glorious banner of free-
dom wave on in triumph. Thank God it does
over the old thirteen and now over twenty-
three states more, while far away to the north.
west it may be floating o’er our recently ac-
quired territory, or soon will be.

On the occasion of the death of Washington,
Congress adjourned, the Senate sent a letter
of condolence to the President of the United
States which contained the following just trib-
ute to his memory :

¢« With patriotic pride, we review the life of
our Washington, and compare him with those
of other countries who bave been prominent
in fame—ancient and modern names are di-
minished before him. .Greatness and guilt
have too often been allied—but kis fame is
whiter than it is brilliant—the destroyer of na-
tions stood abased at the majesty of his virtues.
It represed the intemperance of their ambition
and darkened the splendor of victory. Such
was the man whom we deplore.
God his glory tsconsumuated Washington yet
lives on earth,-in his spotless example. His
spirit is in Heaven. Let his countrymen con-
secrate the memory of the heroic general, the
patriotic statesman, and the victorious sage—
let them teach their children never to forget
that the fruits of his labors, and of his example,
are their inheritance.

History furnishes no paralell to the charac-
ter of Washington. (Qur late lamented Pres-
ident Lincoln in some respects resembled him
—calm amid storm). But look at him in al}
regards, he stands upon an unapproached emi-
nence, distinguished alike for self command,
intrepidity, soundness of judgment, rectitude
of purpose and deep, ever active piety.—
Washington was s man of prayer. His exalted
character was formed under the influence of
christian principles. In his farewell address to
the people of the United States he gives his
own deep econviction of the value of religion
and morality as the elements of national pros-
perity. <In vain,>’ he says, “would that man
claim the tribute of patriotism who labors to
subvert thesc great pillars of human happiness,
these firmest props of the duties of men and
crtizens.” '

Circumstances; too, developed men during
the late rebellion, of whom the country knew
but little of before—Lincoln, Grant, Sherman,
Fz}rragut and others. Eleven states would by
confederation break asunder the bonds that
bound them to the Union. They raised
armies, menaced and attacked forts Sumpter
and Pickens, robbed treasuries, bid defiance to
the government, threw down the gauntlet, but
the loyal states took it up and determined
that our country, for the independence and
unity of which our fathers put all at stake,
should not be severed. Perpetual war would
follow such severance. Immensearmics were
raised, the struggle was long severe and
bloody.

The purpase of the loyal states was fixed to
send forth their sons to conquer or die. God
who was with our fathers gave us the victory.
The bells sounded their merry peals, cannons
thundered, illuminations lighted our cities,

The glorious flag of freedom was everywhere
flung to the winds of Heaven, and floats on
this anniversary, East and West, North and
South, and we would say to day, «“The star
spangled banner, oh long may it wave, O’er
the land of the free and the home of the brave.’*
Interesting addresses were made in the
afternoon by Rev. Mr. Maulsbury, of Newport,
and Mr. Millliken, of Bridgeton. The former
pronounced an interesting ‘enlogy on Washing-
ton. The latter, who has recently been hon-
ored by the degree of A. B., made su excel-
lent address, which was well received by the
audience, stating in the course of his remarks
that the war of the rebellion and its success:
ful irsue makes us more noble as a nation than
-any previous event of our history. He would
hike to have been a soldier in the Union army
though he had starved in prison or fallen in
battle. In every household is repeated the
story of the sufferings of many of the patriot
dead who sleep in unknown graves. ‘tHow
sleep the brave who sink to rest beneath their
country’s wishes blest.” We have passed the
terrible ordeal, and greater things are in store
for.us. Look at our progress, intelligence is
being diffused by mcaus of the press, through
the length and breadth of the land, by the
power of steam, distance is almost anuihilated;
the telegraph with lightning speed sends any
_where the news of passing events. In no part
of our country is greater progress made than
in. New Jersey. Industry characterizes its
citizens, and he expressed it as his firm con_
viotion that South Jersey is destined to be-

EpiTor :—It may not be uninteresting
to the readers of the Pionccr to receive through
its golumns a passing sketch of the celebra-
tion of the fourth of July in the village of
Dividing Creek. Agreeable to a call, the oiti-
zens of the place met together in the village
school house, to take into consideration the
propriety of celebrating - our national birth
day, quite a number were present and unapi-
mously decided to celebrate the day in the
usual manner, and selected four committee-
men to make the arrangements for the ocos-
sion. The programme was made out and sent
to the printers, the bills posted, speakers en-
gaged, ond the business progressed as rapidly
as time would permit.

Speculation wag
rife to give some satisfactory solution to the
great problem, but nothing but the day itself
proved equal to the task. Through all the
clamor and excitement the occasion broughbt
forth, the wheel of tine revolved until the Sun
shone bright and beautlful on the morning of
the fourth, promising a clear and plensant day.

faction of all coucerned. s

Ice Cream & other refreshments was
on sale at various stands, and was con-
stantly resorted to by young and old.

For the West Jersey Pioneer.

The 29th of Jupe we left our home
with the inteation of spending two days
among the trustees of the public scbools
of Maurice River and Downe. We were
not very well acquainted with that part
of the county and of course were well
armed with all kinds of impressions.—
We expected to find pleaty of sand,
grass burrs, musquitoes, -ticks, green
heads, men about fifty years behind the
times, men who could not, nor would not
take any interest in the cause of educa-
tion, men who preferred darkness to
1 ght, men who were satistied with the old
way, it was good enough for their grand-
fathers, and it must certainly be good
enough for them and their children. As
we have already stated, we had failed to
find that terrible opposition of which we
heard 8o much; perhaps our perceptive
faculties are mnot large enough to see
through the many acts of kindness we
receive, to the dark, threatening back-
grouund beyond, or else the friends are
kind enough to conceal it wheﬁ‘Ye are
present; gaod breeding perhaps teaches
them to spare our feelings, and yet we
urge them to pass along their objections.
Well we concluded .that we should find
the oppositicn in those townships. This
thought, with the dull, cloudy worn, did
not combine to make the ride to Port
Elizabeth extremely romantic.

The soil betwcen Millville and Port
Elizabeth is light. We think we have
seen better in Wisconsin and lllinois.—
We arrived at the Port between twelve
and one o'clock and were kindly received
and taken in charge by Mr. Stephen
Murphy, the gentlemanly collector of M.
R. T. He informed us that he had noti-
ficd the Trustees, and appeared to take
wmuch interest in the meeilng and seemed
very anxious that we should have a full
“turn out,” and as the time arrived and
but few trustees were present, he ex-
pressed’ more anxiety about it than we
did; by three o'clock every district bnt
one was represented, and our meeting
was very pleasant. After the business of
-the afternoon was over, we bad a very
friendly talk about the law; some ap-
peared to like it very much, others ex-
pressed some fears in regard to some
points, but all were willing to try it.—
Men came to us, shook hands and bade
us welcome to their homes at any time.
It is certainly cheering to the heart of any
one to be thus kindly treated by strang-
ors. Qur previous impressions were
rapidly passing away like the dew before
the morning Sun. We speot a very
pleasant evening with Mr. Daniel Harris,
who is a warm friend of free schools and
one of the trustees of the Port Elizabeth
school. He has lived-in the village many
years, and gave me many interesting in-
cidents of history.

The village was laid out about 1790 by
Elizabeth Rodely, a widow lady from
Salem Co., who owned the land. There
were then a few houses in the place. It
was made a port of eutry and named in
houor of this lady. :

It has been settled long enough to be
quite a Jarge place; but the glass works
which gave employment to many men
have not been in operation for many years,
the citizens have Jiope that they will be
in working order soon ; we hope so. The
people appear to be very quiet and moral.
A great change has taken place therc;
years ago it was a central place for much
horse racing, gawbling, &ec., and on Suo-
day they were wild with excitement,
horse racing was the chief amusement;
but those days have long since passed
away, never to return, for this happy
change the Methodists deserve much
praise, -as they did much to effect the re.
form. .

Mr. Harris is the Shoe-maker, and
mender of the village .and does nearly all
of the business; yet thirty years ago therc
were more than thirty apprentices to the
shoe-making business in that place. As
we had such a pleasant time—met with
gso mauny kind friends, and learned so
much about the county, we shall have to
beg the indulgeuce of another letter;

RECONSTRUCTION.

Congress is hard at work endeavoring to bring in-
to harmonious shape the appropriate legistation nec-
essary to work their former bill acenrding to the in
tention o' the act. The Houve has already paseed
its bill supplementary to the first, but the Senate has
no* as yet reached that stage of progress. The
Houge and Senate bill difler materially, and it is
ostible that there will be some delay in reaching
armonious act@®n. The btill passed by the House
declares all the existing state governments- at the
South 1Ileﬁal and void, existing only by the suffer-
ance of the military commanders. It grants the
whole power of governing for the present to them,
dlsrgnsmg oven with the usual appeal to the gen-
eral in chief. It also gives them-authority to ap-
point civilians to the vacant offices, and confirms
the removals {rom office which those generals have
made. It makes it the duty of {he Board of Registra-
tion to ascertain whether the persons applying are

entitled to be registered and to act upon_ such knowl-
edge. This poiut was the ohicf one in dispute in the
opinion of the Attorney General, but if this feature
passes the Benate, it will virtually set the whole ques-
tion at rest. Tt allows the time for regittration to be
extended to Qotober. It forbids any court whatever
to interfere with the District commanders ip the ex-
ecuttion of tha faw, und does not allow any of these
district commusaders to be removed, except by court
mart{al. the consent of the Benate,orat his own re-
quest. :
