While
riches command respect, win position
and securé comfort, it iz expected that
they will be regarded by all classes only
with a strong and unsatisfied desire.—
But the unique reverence which is every
where manifested for wealth, the rank
which is conceded it, the' homage which
is paid it, the perpetual worship which is
offered it, all tend to magnify its desira-
bleness and awaken longings for its pos-
session in the minds of those born with-
out inheritance. In society, as at pres-
ent observed, the acquisition of mobey
would séem to he the height of human
aim—the great object of living, to which
all other purposes are made subordinate
Money, which exalts the lowly, and
sheds honor upon the exalted—money,
which mskes sin appear goodness, and
gives to viciousness the seeming of chas-
tity — money, which silences evil report,
and opens wide the mouth of praise—
money, which constitutes its possessor an
oracle, to whom men listen with deference
— money, which makes deformity beauti-
ful, and sanctifies crime—money, which
lets the guiltywgo unpunished, and wins
forgiveness for - wrong—money, which
makes manhood and age respectable, and
is commendation, surety, and good name
for the youug,—how shall it be gained?
—by what schemes gathered in?—by
what sacrifice secured ! These are the
questions which absorb the mind, the

ractical apswerings of which engross
the life of men. The schemes are too
often those of fraud, and outrage wupoa
the sacred obligations of being; the sac-
rifice, loss of the highest moral sense, the
destruction of che purest suseeptibilities
of nature, the neglect of internal life and
development, the utter and sad perver-
sion of the true purpose of existence.—
Money is valued beyoud its worth—it
has gained a power vastly above its de-
serving. Wealth is courted so obsequi-
ously, is flattered so servilely, is so influ-
ential in moulding opinions and judg.
ment, has such a weight in the estimation
of character; the men regard its acquisi-
tion as the most prudcat aim of thoir cn-
deavors, and its possession as absolute en-
joymeut and hoaor, rather than the
means honorable, useful, and happy life.
While riches are thus over estimated,
and hold such power in community, men
will forego ease and endure toil, sacrifice
social pleasures and abandon principle,
for the speedy and usnlimited .acquire-
ment of property. Mouey will not be re-

A TOUCHING STORY.

The following circumstance, which
happened in a family in the city of Bostoo
a few years ago, will commend itself to
the lieart of every father and mother who
has apy sympathy with or affection for
their children. 1 was convinced of this
when I opened the letter from I.. H. B,,
which anoounced it, and in the details of
the event which were suibsequently fur-
nished me. T

A few weeks before he wrote he had
buried his eldest son, a manly little fel-
low of some eight years of age, who had
never, he said, known a day’s illness un-
til that which finally removed him hence
to be no more. Hig death occurred un-
der circumstances peculiarly painful to
his parcnts. A younger brother, a del-
icate, sickly child from its very birth,
the pext in age to him, had been down
nearly a fortnight with an epidemic fe-
ver. In consequence of the nature of
the disease every precaution had been
adopted that prudence suggested to guard
the other members of the family against
it. But of this one, the father’s eldest,
he said he had little fear, so rugged was
he, and so generally healthy. Still, how-
ever, he kept a vigilant eye upon him,
and especially forbade his zoing into the
pools and docks near the school, which
it ‘was the custom sometimes to visit, for
he was but a boy, and “boys will be boys”
and ought more frequently to think thac
it is their nature to be. Of all the natu-
ral things a reproach almost to childish
frankness and innocence, save me from a
‘‘boy man!”

Oune evening this unhappy father came
home, after a long day’s labor, vezed at
some little disappointment which had
soured his naturally kind disposition, and
rendered him peculiarly susceptible to
the smallest annoyance.

Henry isa
Zood boy, after all, if he does sometimes
do wrong.

Yes, that stern father now learned, and
for the first time, that what he had
treated with unwonted severity as a fault
was but the impulse of a generous nature
which, forgetful of self, had hazarded life
for another. It was but the quick
prompting of that manly spirit which he
himself had manifested on more than one
occasion.

Let me close this story in the very

words of that father, and let the words
sink deep into the heart of every parent
who may read this sketch : _
" “Everything that I now see, that ever
belonged to him, reminds me of my lost
boy. Yesterday | found some pencil
sketches which he delighted to make for
the-amusement of his younger brother.
To-day, while rummaging an old closet,
I came across his boots, still covered
with the dock mud; as when he last wore
them. You may think 1t very strange,
but that which is usually so unsightly an
object is now most precious to me. And
every morning and evening I pass the
ground where my boy’s voice rang the
merriest among his playmates

“All these things speak tome vividly
of his life; but I cannot, tbough I have
often tried—1I cannot recall any other ex-

pression of my dear boy’s face than that
mournful one with which he turned from
me on the night I so harshly repulsed
him. Then my heart bleeds afresh.

¢Qh, how careful we should all bein
our daily conduct toward those little
beings sent us by a kind Providence,
that we are not laying up for ourselves
the sources of many a future tear. - How
cautious, that neithér inconsiderate nor
cruel word or look of ours unjustly grieve
their generous feelings, lest in a moment
of excitement we be led to give the errors
of thoughtlessness™ the punishment due
only wilful crimes.”

Alas ! perhaps few parents suspect how
cften the fierce rebuke, the sudden blow,
is answered in their children by tears,
not of passion, nor of physical or mental
pain, but of a loving but grieved or out-
raged nature. i

LEARNING TRADES.

One of the great lessons to be learned
from the numerous accidents, explosions,
fires, and ecalamities of various kinds con-
stantly taking place is, that all through
the country we have but few boys learn-
ing trades, compared with. what we used
to have, even before the war. Until the
old custom in some form is renewed, it
must become more and more difficult to
obtain experienced mechanics and work-
men in every department on which the
life and property of man wost depends.
Of the late terrible accident in Sansom
street the cause is not yet fully ascertain-
ed. With regard to that particular oc-
curence, therefore, we have no further
remarks towmake at this time, but it is
with regard to the whole questian, on
which so much of the industry and mat-
erial welfare and safety of the country
depends—the supply of skilled labor—
that we now speak. Where is the sup-
ply to come from? To take but a single
1nstance: Any one may buy a steam en-
gine, and he may place it anywhere—~in
the widst of a erowded city, or on a rail-
road track, or just underneath the déck
of a boat crowded daily and hourly with
passeungers, who, being on it but a few
hours, or perhaps minutes, make no ip-
guiry as to wha has it in obarge and
what are his qualifications. Steawmboats
ply our rivers; they run up and dowa our
coasts. Steam eongines push forward our
commerce on railroads and our manufac-
tures in almost every place of business in
which thete are hundreds and thousands
of lives concerned. Very frequently as
much depends on those in charge of the
boiler as ou the character of the boiler
itself, and yet, practically, it is simply
the property interest in that boiler or the
building that contains it, or steamer, that
is the guarantee for the safety of all the
lives daily risked. 'And itis getting to
be quite difficult to obtain regularly train-
ed mechanics either to put that boiler to-
gether properly, or to watch it and keep
it in proper running order.

When the war came unexpectedly up-
on us, all our manufactures fell off in
gnality most perceptibly asthey advanced
in price. And we accounted for this by
showing that our regiments were compos-
ed of men who could put a locomotive to-
gether on a pinch, orset up type or edit
a paper, itself. But when near a million
of men were honorably discharged, it was
expeoted that every industrial occupation,
especially every mechanical trade, would
be overstocked with workmen. But it
Las proved as difficult as ever to get well-
skilled and reliable workmen for the more
responsible situations of all kinds; and
what is worse, there aré very few appren-
tises comparitively learning trades ol any
kind. .

No doubt, much of the work on which
the most skillful mechanics used to be
employed is done by machinery, such as
seroll-cutting, carving, making sashes,
doors, &c. This ought to léave a -super-

-abundance of men to work in wood where

handwork is still indispensable;. yet one
of the causes of the enormous price of
houses is the comparitive scarcity of such
mechanics, or such at least as are neces-
sary to do the finishing and nicer parts
of the woodwork of a properly finished
house. Not only are the materials high,

‘but first-class mechanics to put them pro-

erly together are more difficult than ever
to be obtained. As there are but few
thorough workmen, so there are but few
thoroughly learning a trade compared

with the demand; but our young men|

“take up” this and that ¢‘genteel” occn-
pation, while the lives ‘and comforts of

the whole commuuity are wrecked by all |

sorts of incompetence—ocarelessmess : of

érsond undertaking work of which they
En'ow‘. nothing.. Boys and young met do
uot like to be spprentices any more; and
their parents do not 'like to.urge: them;:

‘hence all our home handioraft is 8o infer-

ior that we either have—to depend on

‘foreign importations; .or :pick: up..incom-

patenit workuieu, or havé work.- done far
below what used to be customary.

We cannot too strongly impress upon
parents the importance of allgwing their
children to learn trades. The average
pay of clerks is now from ten to twenty
dollars per week, while the average . pay
of skilled workmen is from fifteen to fifty
dollars per week. Ibp looking around at
tbe influential and wealthy classes
throughout our country we will fiad the
most prominent men are intelligent and
successful -mechanies.— Ledger.

Still the money is in most
cases well apent even at four dollars a day,
for it is impossible to inhale the refresh-
ing breezes and enjoy the invigorating
baths without feeling the regeneration of
existence.

Congress Hall, kept as it is in the most
_perfect style, by our old friend Cake,
takes the lead, and has already nearly
seven hundred guests, and is rapidly be-
ing filled to its utmost capacity. Its en-
terprising and genial proprietor deserves
to reap, and probably will sccure a luxu-
riant harvest of money as the result of the
season.

On last Sabbath the Episcopal churizh,
now in process of buildieg, was oponed
for the first time for service and the
members of that communion who so-
journ for the ‘‘season” at the Cape will
hereafter possess a place where their pe-
culiar form of worship can be exercised.
But the great event of the day was the
reopening of the Methodist Episcopal
Church which for some months past has
beén undergoing a complete remodeling
at a cost of some eight thousand dollars.
The society is small and poor, but feeling
the need of a modern and tasteful church
for the accommodation of the visitors,
they decided to risk the enterprise. The
building is the preoise size of the first
Methodist Church in the United States,
built in New York by Philip Embury,
forty two by sixty feet. It was originally
a Presbyterian edifice, but was purchased
gome years since by the Methodists and
has been occupied by them until now.—
1t is now a most beautiful building, with
stained glass windows, cushioned seats
and all the modern conveniences of wor-
ship, reflecting great credit, both upon
its architect, Mr. Button, and the builders

. who carried out his plans. Bishop Simp-
son was present on the occasion and gave
the exercises an additional interest by his
association with the service. - He was too
much jaded By overwork to preach, but
his mere presence was most highly appre-
ciated by the peaple gathered on the oc-

" casion.

Rev. Mr. Ballard, the Presiding Eider
and Rev. Mr. Heuitt, the pastor to whom
much of the enterprise is due, were pres-
ent and supervised the services. Rev.
Mr. Niel, of Philadelphia, preached the
opening sermon and impressed the cou-

gregation with a most earnest sense of the

value of the Gospel. The evening dis-
course was preached by Rev. Mr. Cook-
man, and was one of those elogquent and
impressive efforts for which he is so wide-
ly celebrated; and was listened to with
marked attention by the large audience
who more than packed the house. The
contributions of the day were between
three and four thousaund dollars, one thou-
“sand of which were contributed by Mr.
Jonas Miller, an aged gentleman who
expressed his desire to do a little more
good in this way before we was called
away from this world to another. We
noticed also a contributivu uf ive bundrod
dollars for. Mr. Cake of Congress Hall,
who appears 10 be disposed to conduct his
church preferences on the same liberal
scale that characterizes the mauagement
of his hotel. “The whole matter closed in
the most pleasant manner, and the Meth-
odists of the Island feel that now their
house of worship is as tasteful and attrac-
tive as that of any of their sister denomi-
nations.

CAMP MEETING AT VINELAND.

When the idea of holding a grand
general camp meeting for the promotion
of holinesn : wis-first . talked of, many
doubts were ‘expressed 'and many fears
eatertained that the prospect would not
succeed. The idea was eutirely new aund
it was not without some reason that
many of the brethren had their misgiv-
ings as to its ultimate success. A visit
to the camp at Vineland, on Sunday last,
was sufficient 'to convince us, however,
that the scheme has proved to be a grand
sucoess. A larger crowd never assembled
since the beginning of the world’s history
to promote any objeot so dear ta the
interests of the church and to the breasts
of the people of God. R .

The committee of arrangements could
not have done a wiser thing than to se-
lect Vineland as the place for holding
such a meeting as this. As is well known,
the town is a subject of much interest in
itself, and many weuld be glad to em-
brace this opportunity of paying it a visit
who would not do so otherwise. . It is, in
many respects, a wonder, We wonder
how, in the space of five years, the forest
has been cleared and happy homes and
smiling orchards raised in its stead ; and
we wonder at the genius - which planned,
and the perseverence which carried it
through until there is now a population
of someten thousand people. There is
one feature of Vineland, besides, which
made it a peculiarily a fit place in which
to hold such a meeting as this, and one
which we would like very much  to find
in other portions of our state. Indulg-
ence in spiritous liquors at camp meet-
ings bas pot unfrequently been a source
of deep gricf to the hearts of the christian
people present. But the people of Vine-
land have set a good example to all future
settlements in banishing this curse from
all their borders. ‘

The place of holding tbe meeting is
immediately beyond the limits of the
town, in the space intended for a public
park, comprising, we .have been told,
about forty acres of ground. A cleared
space in the ‘centre has been converted
into a Bower for prayer. In front of
this is the preachers’ stand and immedi-
ately in front uf this are setting accom-
modatious for some thousands of people.
The number of ministers present is very
lirge indeed, and they comprise clergy-
men from every portion of our widely ex.
tended country. There are many of the
brethern from New York and Massachu-
setts and Maine, and some even from far
Illinois.

The dedicatory services took place in
the afternoon of Wednesday of last week,
which were conducted by the Rev. J. S.
Inskip, of New York, who impressed upon
the minds of the people tke necessity for
the prevalence of a feeling of harmony
and christian love, and hoped that God
would bless the occasion to the souls of
all present and to the Methodist church
throughoust the United States. This he
said would be the inauguration of a new
era in the history of Methodism in this
country, and he believed that an influ-
ence would go out from this meeting
whichk would be felt with saving power
all uver the land.

Of the many excellent sermons deliv-
ered during the course of the meeting,
we are sorry that our spuce will only
permit us to give one or two. The fol-
lowing is a report of Rev. Mr. Inskip’s
sermon, on Sunday last, which was
preached before perhaps seveu or eight
thousaud people:

Mr. Inskip chose his text from Paul’s First
Epistle to the Thessaloneans, 6th chapter and
23d and 241h verses: . And the very God of
peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray God
your whole spirit, and soul, and body, be pre-
served blameless unto the eomning of our Lord
Jesus Christ. Faithful is be that calleth you,
who will alse do it.

In the first place what are we to understand
by being sanctified wholly ? . There is a differ
ence between being sanctified merely, and be-
ing sanctified wholly. All true believers are
in a sanctified state. Every believer 12 the
Lord Jesus Christ is sanctified; that is, he is
in a measurc set apart to work for and enmjoy
God and consecrated to his service and glory.
But the apostle makes the distinction in these
wvory worde. He isaddressing beleivers. They
are in & mesasure sauotified already, and he
prays that they may be sanctified wholly.—-
They had received the gospel in power, and in
much assurance, they now desire that they
shall become the subject of a higher.state of
sanctification, and reach a more sadvanced
stage of christian experience. ’

Now, in order to remove misapprehension, I
would just ask in what does this higher sancti-
fication consist. What does it imply? Very
much will depend upon the .answer we may
give to that question. If you believe that en-
tire sanctification means entire deliverance from
trial and temptation and difficulty, then indeed
no man can be entirely sanctifiied. There- is
such a thing as putting the standard, by the
definition we give of it, 8o high that none may
bope to attain to it. No one, therefore, can be
induced to aspire after it.’ We must give to it
snch an interpretation as that men are capable
of attaining to it. No man will seek after that
which he knows very well he never can eujoy.
He that is entirely sanctified will still be sub
ject to trial and temptation and sorrow and
mistalte. The man that is entirely sanctified
will atill fall into error owing to the imperfec-
tions of his judgment; and the trials to which
be is subject may cause him at times to slip
from the standard of Christian perfection. 1
would that the people understood thatwe don’t
claim, in being entirely sanctified, that we are
made equal with the angels or that we are
elevated to the perfect condition of Adam be-
fore he fell. That, indeed, shall come to pass
by and by when we walk the streets of the
city of the great King and sit down in our
Father's house on high. Until then, we must
be content to be feeble, to be lioble to be per-
suaded by the tempter, to be liable to be in-
voked because of our weakness in some mis-
take, 1o be liable in some degree more or less
to grief and sorrow because of our surround-
ings, for we dwell in the region and shadow
of death. ’

In the state of eatire sanctification we are
made. not matare, but pure. We ought to
make a distinction here as well; and the- dis-
tinotion is is a very important one, which it
will be necessary for you to keep in view in
order that the blessings, which I hope to see
from this germon may result from it. We
may be made perfectly pure and yet there may
be immaturity. There is a wide difference be-
tween purity and maturity. I tbink that the
common disposition to confound the import of
these has acted as a strong temptation to abaan-
don their use. People insist that we mean
this, that and and the other thing, apd no man
oon be persuaded to seek after this, that and
the other thing; it is presented to the miods
of men as something unattsinable im this
vele of tears; and, uunder this false im-
pression, many Christlans never rise to the
full bheight and glory of their privileges. There
has Leen fio better book written on the subject
of the atate of sanctifiontion to which I am re-
ferring than Boardman’s ‘‘Higher Life' of the
Soul”; and though written by a meniber of &
different church, it will do any Methodist good
to read and study it,. i

spirit. ‘ o
"Now I suppose that sanctification, under-
stood 48 & practioal, active experience, means
obedience to the great commaundment: *Thou
shslt lpve the Lord thy God with all thy heart
with all-thy soul, with all thy strength.”—
Hear it overy human being on the ground:
Tbou shalt love the Lord thy God with sll thy
-heart with all thy soul, with all thy mind and
with ail thy strength; sod thou shaltlove .thy
neighboy as thyself. Qbedience to these
great commandments, upon which hang all
the law end [the prophets, I conceive to be
holinesd~christian purity—entire sanctifios-
tion. I don’t want any metaphysioal explana-
tion of it, for two reasons. ' In the first place
I don't understand it myself, and in the sec-
ond place, you would not if I did. 1 never
saw a man that dsred to say he understood
the metapbysics of this, Megn canmot argue
and réason their way to glovy.. In the face
of the plain word of God 1 don’t want any con-
troversy. I adopt the example of a" Catholic
priest of some celebrity who was invited by a
prominent Protestant olergyman to meet with
him to disouss the points at issue between their
respective churches. - The answer of the priest
was,—**1 have no time to devate to that kind
of thing; Idon’t think it is the province of
God’s church or minister to argue, but to de-
clare the truth.” 8o Ieay. The business of a
miasister is-rather to declare the truth than to
argue about it; to hold it up rather than to
demonstrate it.

Now you understand our explanation of - en-
tire sanctification tobe that state of mind io
which we love God with all our hearts and our
neighbors as ourselves. Now there can be no
mistake about it. No state can be at all com-
pargble Lo this state wherein there is s0 much
love or that there is no hatred; so inuch faith
as that there is no ‘doubt. Don’t - understand
that in pressing the matter we are urging you
to the'atminment of any state of angelic or
Adamio perfection; we only insist upon it that
it is the golemu duty of every Christian man
aud woman in this nssemblage to love the Lord
God with ell the heart, and soul, and strength
and mind. I bave no plainer definition of our
meaning than this; and I don't waat any.—
Now the question comes up—and it is a very
important one—How may this be attained?
Or, rather, how may this state of perfect love
to God and man be oblained ? for 1 prefer the
latter word, because the word attained means
a reaching up to something all the while, and
the entire sanctification is not something you
are ever striving after and ' that ever eludes

and kdow that you possess. I don’t know how
it may have been wiih you, but I obtained this
blersing myself; I received it; God gave it to
me. Now you find a great difference between
these two ideas. I think one great reason
why msny don’t get the blessing is because
they are always striving to attain it.

But, says some one, can 1 have this blessing
now ? 1 would thatI had the ear of every
Christian man an woman on the grounds here
to day, no matter what may be the denomina-
nion to which they belong. If you are jus-
tified by grace, through faith in the blosd of
Jesug; if you are at this moment in a state of
justification before God, I aver that God is
willing that every oue of you shall, at this
very moment become entirely sanctified. I
wish particularly to insist upon this point, that
we are sanctlified by or rather through faith.—
There is a new theory in the world at the
present day, that we are sanctified by growth
or increasge. It is the most dangerous heresy
that has spread into the church in these latter
times; it clearly ignores the power of the Holy
Ghbost. This idea of being sanctified by
growth or progression sets entirely aside the
radical idea that we are saved by the power of
the Holy Qhost. You ocannot be sanctified
but by the nction of the Holy Ghost. Mark
what { say in your presence to-day, that it is
the power, the positive almighty power of the
Holy Gbost that sanctifies the soul, that takes
of the things of*God and shows them to us,
that applies them to the mind and heart. This
is what the & le means when he says,
«*Who of God”— by God the Holy Ghost—+‘is
made unto us wisdom; righteousness, sancti-
fication and redemption.” "It is the spirit of
God that is to work this entire sanctification
in us; and the spirit does work in answer to
prayers. I like the plain langaage of John
Wesley, whose name has come to be honored by
other sects as well as my own, and 1 rejoiced
to hear a Presbyterian minister, from  this
stand yesterday, quote the Janguage of Wesley
on this glorious theme, aid I thought; Well, if

{ there be any inclined among us to cast down

the babner, there are being raised up a race
of Presbyterian brothers who will come to the
rescue, and who will bear it on to victory.—
Wesley says, and this is one of his mature
thoughts; it is.an expression which ke made
use of late in life, after he had reached the
meridian of age, he says: “Exactly ds we are
justified by faith, so are we sanctified by faith.”
Faith is the condition, the ounly condition of
‘ganctification. No man is sanctified until he
believes; every man, when he belioves, s sanec-
tified. We might keep on repeating the lan-
guage of John Wesley, and you would find it
would do more good than talking about **grad-
ual growth.”” Tell men, if you waot to lead
them intothe way of life, that exactly as- they
were justified by faith, 80 are they sanctiffed
by faith; tell them that the first step, and the
second, and the third, and every other are just
the same. S .

But, it may be asked, what are we to believe
in order that we may be_entirely sanctified ?
Many make a sericus mistake ‘in this matter
and sBay, in order to saumctification, we bave
got to believe that we are sanctified. Nothing
cau be more absurd than to say that you must
believe you are in order that you may be sanc-
tified. The thing is an impossibility, No man
can believe that be is, if he is not. You may
work the problem out a3 you please, but no
mind, not even the Infinite mind itgelf, can be-
lieve what is not, To say thata man mustbe
lieve he is, in order that he may be sanctified
is the most palpable absurdity. You must be-
lieve to sanctificativn as you believed to justi-
fication. It was thus that I believed, though
1 feel a rort of embarrassment in telling you
how that was. I went to a meeting in England
which was being conducted by a good York-
shire class leader. ‘He said to me, “My lad,
does thee believe in the Lord Jesus Christ 2"
¢Yes,’” said I-—though I hardly kuow why,
¢“I'do.” <¢‘Then,” says he, ‘‘you believe that
the Lord Jesus Christ is thy Savior?”’ I was
praying the Lord would have mercy on my
soul, and the old man addressing me again
snid, “Then my lad, does thee believe that
the Lord Jesus Christ is able to save thee?” 1
apswered, *Yes, Ido,” and the question came
yeot again, ““Does thee belteve that the Lord
Jesus Christ is able to save thee now?” and I
don’t know how 1did it, but I answered, ¢Yes.”
I just tock God at his word and thenl was
saved and had nothing more to do with it.
Now, I waut to.ask you the svlemn question
‘to-day. = Do you believe that the Lord Jesus is
able to save you? I mean, save you thorough-
1y, fully, comple tely—do you believe that he is
avle to save younow? Ifthere is any human
being here who has any doubt abeutit, I would
just read the last cluuae of the text—‘‘who
also will do it." You believe that he is able to
save you; you believe that he is able to save
you wholly and completely; thén just take a
step further aud believe that he is able to do
it pow. Then I will ask you to go a step far-
ther still, and to believe that he does save you
now, and I declare that you shall be saved if
you believe so. Iask aby man, the most wick-
ed and unhappy in this large congregation, to
come: to Christ and trust in- him-and believe in
him; and I say if he does, God will save him
that very instant, Yocu, my brother, even
when you have been converted, have no more
right to delay than that sinner out yonder has
to delay his salvation.  There are thousands
of Cbristians in this world who have lost the
sense of their justification in sinning against
God in this matter. It is your privilege and
your duty to receive this blessing of entire
sanctifioation, and it is sin to delayit, If any
man is justified be is saved and will be saved,
—1 have no doubt about it,~-he will be saved
forever if he holds-on to his justification; but
no man does hold on to his justification that
neglects sanctification, To do sois his orime
not his misfortune. You have obeyed the in-
junction of God. “Come out from-among
them, touch not the wunmolean thing.”’ You
have madean entire consecration of yourselves
—your body, soul, and spirit—to God. You
have been justified by faith in the hlood of
Jesus. But there still dwells within you the’
power of evil and the disposition to sin. You
want to possess the blessing cf entire sanctifi-
eation, To bave it you have only to believe—
what? Not that you are ganctified, but that

In my last letter I endeavored to
give, in a few words, and in as plain a manner
ds possible,. a general discription of the
ProrLE’s CELEBRATION of the fourth of July
in thia place, which, but for a few individuals,
would have paszed off as peaceably and qui-
etly as celebrations have heretofore. At the
time the general celebration commenced, there
was no other one thought of here, as several
who afterwards acted on the other committee,
was present at the meeting and must certainly
‘have been aware if any celebration was at that
time contemplated by themn. It was not
until five days after the meeting of the citizens
that an opposition was hatched, in’ the face of
positive proof that the general celebration was
in progress ; but onward they went, stimulated
no doubt with the lulla-by song, “Go on
they’}l back down, &c.”’

To make the assertion that their celebration
-was first in the field is no more nor less than a’
known falschood. The public approval given
by a large number of the Methodist, by their
presenee at the public célebration, proves con-
clusively that they . thought that celebration
the properone to patronize. By comparing
the two together, we find the same to bethe
general opinion of the people, the difference
being about ten to one. <Our celebration
was first in the fleld and had no desire for di-
vision.”” Nor did the people contemplate any
opposition, and notwithstanding the honorable
writer asserts that they made the most houor-
able proposals, which we refused to listen to,
there was a positive agreement between the
two committees, both of which acknowledged
their entire satisfaction, and made the effort
to have the grove cleared, also other prepara-
tions negessary to have a general good time
on .that occasion. For some reason, con-
cocted between Saturday poonm and early the
following Monday morning, the whaole affair
was knocked into ¢pi’’ by the opposition com-
mittee, (or other unknown cause). Again
thev split off, starting on their own respousi-
bility, without any satisfactory explanation
being made to the people’s committee, leaving
the latter to look out for themselves- The
gentlemanty style of the writer «D. C.,”
proves that he has been rubbed in -a galded
place, and if he does not take good care may
receive deeper scratches into the healthy
tissue. 1lle already gives evidence of .the
serious effect a portion of the truth produces,
mentally, and it would be difficult to deter-
mine exactly the final result of a full develop-
ment . of the matter in question upon his
already disturbed brain. In order to; get a
further explanation, he - must first elevate
himself from this mental depression and en-
deavor to avoid errors in writing, and give
facts as they occurred, in a manly and christian
style.

The slur in refference to the Dinner ¢*which
was not at the tavern,” will certainly p)easé
two classes of pedple—itenerant vagabonds or
fools. No oneof common sense would give
any weight to such argument. Heretofore
the Methodist, and members of other denom.
inations have not only taken their families
there, but bave used their influence urging
others fo patrovize the hotel tableon such oc-
casions, and not members only, but as Jate as
two years ago, no less than threo respectable
denominations of christians were represented
through their ministers at the village hotel,
and no one contemptable enough even to cast
the slightest vituperation atthem.

“Last week seven refugees were brought to

Maurice river & fow days before, by a few
Jersey militia, commanded by Capt. Jawmes
Riggins. The militia were in a shallop, which
the refugees attempted to board, when a sharp
contest ensued, during which seven of the ref-

There were fifteen in all, and it is said their
oaptain called out that he would give po quar-
ter, which occasioned the action to besome
desperate. Mr. Thomas Beesley, of Cape
May, then a boy, and 8 witness of the action,
relates it in ‘the following language: ¢The
brunt of the fight was sustained by Capt. Rig-
gins and John Peterson. several of the biilitia
having, at the commeuncement, jumped over-
bosrd snd swam ashore, while otheérs sneaked
into the cabin. Riggins killed four or five of
the enemy as they attempted to board. He
fired his musket twice and then made such
good use of the breach, that at the end of the
contest there was little left besides thebarrel.
Peterson was wounded by one of the refugees,
who thereupon, was about finishing him, by
cleaving bis head open with an-uplifted broad-
sword, when his little gon shot the man dead.
Every refugee, not killed, was wounded, and
some desperately. A boy only escaped,and a
fox which was brought on board the day pre-
vious by one of the slain, who had joined them.

There wasa num-
ber of fowls on board, all of which were killed.
The brave Captain Riggins livedwo a good old
age.” ’

On the stage were seated Senators Nye of
Nevada. Wilson of Massachusetts, and Frelinghuy-
sen and Cattel of New Jersey, ex-Goveuor Hawlel\:l of
Conneticut, Hon. George C. Halsey, Hon. John Hill,
Hon John Biarr, Hou. G. M. Robesou, Attorney Gen-
eral of the State; Govenor "M. L. Ward, Hon. John
1-avidson, and A. G. Keashby, United States District

Gen.George M. Robeson called the Convention to
order, and aresolntion being adopted to rroceed at
ance to & permapent organization, Courtiandt Parker
Esa., of Newark, was unanimously chosen President.

in M. R. T. &Downe. We think they realize
that we do not wish to tyranize over them. but
to work with them in the great work of mak-
ing our schools second to no schools in the
Union. When we look into the scbools of the

Jersev by eyery legal and honorable means, we also
call upon Congress to take measures to induce or
compel all the Siates of the Union to establixh a just
and uniform rule of suffrage, excluding all distine-
tion of cluss, race, or color, so that the citizens of each
State shall be entitled to all privileges and immuni.
{ies of citizens in the several States, and the United
Stutes shall redeem its original promise, ‘‘to guaran-
tee to every State in this Union a republican form of
governmeant.”

" Re-oLvep, That this doctrine of the absolute equal-
ity of ali men, before the law, of which impartial suf-
frage isa necessary carollary, is in strict accordance
with that sublime “declaration of the Fathers of the
Republic, that <‘all men are created equal,” which
wa3s and is the corner-stone of all 0&!‘ democratic ia-
stitntions. ' L

ResoLvED, That by our action this day we intend
heartily 10 endorse the votes of our Sepators and
Representativesin Congressin favor of securing iir-
partial sutfrage to all the people of the States lately
in rebellion, and to repudiate the churge that we are
willing to impose upen olners a fundamental prinet-
ple of government which we are not prepared to ac-
cept for ourselves. .
