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THE ELECTIONS.

The Elections in Newark, in Pennsylvania
and Ohio, although not involving the most im-
portant issues before the country, yet have
been watched with intensest interest by the
leadars of the respective parties who embody
the lending sentiments of the peaple. 1t was
well known that the President in bis resistance
to the will of Congress, stood upon the ground
that the national legisiature did not represent
the views of the country. He asserted that
those views had undergone material modifica-
tions upon the question of recoustruction, with
jts abundant ideas, and left their truth or false-
hood to be determined by these vory elections.
On the other hand, the Republicans denied
this, and more than insinuated that it was an
assumption on his part, scarcely to be tolera-
ted, that he presumed to know that people,
better than themselves who were fresh from
the people. The elections, therefore, what-
ever local or other causes might contribute to
the direction they took, were to be looked up-
on asindicating with thermometer like accur-
acy, the exact state of public sentiment upon
the_presidential policy of reconstruction. The
Republicans were so sure of victory, that they
tacitly allowed this to be understood as the
best to which they were willing to submit.—
Betore the clections bowever, parties had tak-
en ashape which largely modified much of
this, in the fact that the Democratic party,
openly, through their official organs, repudi.
ated Mr. Johnsoa, and insisted that whatever
of victory or defeat there might be in the ap-
proaching contests, was not to inure to the

. President, but to that party alone. Still, in
spite of this, any lossess to tbe Republicans,
was so much clear gain to the Johnsonian pol-
icy, even if the Democrats refused to assist in
carrying its load. The resnlt of these elections
were astounding to both parties. No matter
what the Jatent causes may have been, they
were not understood by either one, and there-
fore the one was not prepared for its success,
nor the other for its retrogression, In the
city of Newark, the contest was simply for the
Mayor. At the election for that office at that
place last year, the Republican majority was
nearly thirteen hundred. This year, it is
about fifty, so close did the vote rum, that
early in the evening, the Democratic cause
was accepted by all sides as victor, and the
jubilant voters of that ticket, proceeded to the-
house of their candidate, and cheecred andser-
enaded him after the manner usual to such
occasions. The supposed Mayor elect, res-
‘ponded in a speech in which he attributed
their success to the superior value of their
principles. Gen. Runyan then followed, be-
guwnning with the same expressions of gratitude
for victory, but as the different mesengers
came in announcing different combinations in
the fliguring, the speech grew less confident in
tone, until at its close, the ¢ifs”> occupied 8o
predominant & place in it, that the crowd left,
with the decided impression that there had
been bad counting somewhere, which idea
the ultimation of matters proved to be the
correct view of the case.  This result, howev"
er, makes it certain that from some Gause or
.other, there is a great revailsion in public sen-
timent in that city. The elections were con-
ducted in & manner creditable to both par-
ties, although it was amusing to watch the
expression and action of the excited partisans
as the tide of probable victory swayed to and
fro in most inexpressible ways. One ardent
Republican, when the figures came in from a
“ward which they bad just saved and where they
were confident of a large majority, was assert-
ing that he did not believe it all : it was not
true, it could not be true, it would be equiva-
lent to a defeat, and that was not among the
possibilitiesof contemplation. Another, a son
of Erin, whose sympathies were on the Demo-
cratic side, was jubilant over the prospect,
though not entirely sure, and expressed him-
self to the effect that he was an Irishman, that
is, said he, “I was an Irishman, for 1 was
born there, and Mr. Bigelow.was a gentleman,
worthy of the office, and wnether he was etect-
ed or not” he said, ¢«three cheers for Bige-
low’’ and with little variations, these two repre-
sented about the feeling of the hour. The elec-
tion here is gignificant, as an indicator of the
actual sentiment of the state at large,and is
claimed by the Democrats in this aspect, while
the opposite party say that the result is sim-
ply an illustration of their apathy, as there
wereo no issues of consequence at stake. In
Pennsylvania, the prineipal contest was for a
"Judge of the Supreme Court. The result of
the election would not affect the actual posi-
tion of affairs in Congress in any perceptible.
degree, except as the force of the popular will
was felt, but still it was carried on with earn-
estness. The returns from the entire state
indicate the election of the Democratic can-
didate by about 700 majority. This also shows
a large falling off in the Republican majority
‘of last year, and inspires the Democrats with
hope to carry the state in Congressional rep-
resentation, so soon as the elections for those
dignitaries shall have taken place, and to a cor-
responding degree depresses the other side.—
In Obio, the conclusions against the Republi-

_ ans have been still more decidedly marked.—
Their majority was . very strong, and there
were few indications ef its reduction. But,
although the Democrats even after the elec-
tion was over, did not claim anything more
tpan that&hey bad gaineﬁ largely, the final
winding up gives them all the essentials of a
complete victory. The Governor belongs to
the Republicans, but the legislature bhas a
Democratic majority which will insure them a
United States Senafor in the place of Ben
"Wade.

In speculating upon the causes of all this,
two or three elements float upon the surface,
apparenz to all parties,but the main principle
affecting the issue, is undounbtedly that of the
admission of the blacks to the priveliges of
the franchise. In Newark, very many of the
voters abandoned the Republicans, because of
their partially enforcing the liguor law.  In
Pennsylvania, they refused to act in conee-
quence of divisions in the party, and @ large
number boside left them for the opposition ot
that party in the legislature upon the guestion
of allowing the cars to run on Supdsy. In
Ohio, there were divisions also, but a5 we said
the entire tone of the elections -indicate that
the mass of thie people are not 'prepnred -for
pegro suffrage. The 'Republicans had com-
mitted themselves to it, and hence probably
their astounding defeat in the recent elections,
Whether that party will hold on to the idea,
»in the belief that the sentiment of the country
js being educated np to that point, or abandon
it for tbe present in the expectation of reach-
ing it by more gradwal steps, is-something to
be determined alone by -that party, but the
certainty is that 1a consequence of this, they
bave lost largely in the €lections of October.

to their interest to inorease in value. There
are mapny farmers in the vicinity of our city
who contemplate retirgment from active labor,
and who could not do better for themselves
and families than to purchase one of the un-
occapied lots in the upper part: of Bridgeton,
and erect 8 home where they could at once
secure the advantages of the schools of the
city, and find a pleasant luterest for them-
selves in s daily identification with the issues

Now, that it is inaccar-
ate and compsratively useless, I shall not at”
tempt to deny, but shall present such facts in
reference to the matter, 85 in my judgment,
should not only entirely exonerate the Super-
intendent {rom censure, but afford one of the
strongest possible arguments for the necessity
of a New School Law, containing just such pro-
visicns as are found in the one under conaid-
eration. .

But “B" is not infallible, for, in pointing
out @ dozen mistakes in the report, he himself
makes three, and yet he would have the State
Superintendent make a perfectly reliable re-
port, compiled from the reports of two hundred
and twenty-eight town superintendents, of
which fwenty-aeven were veliable, one Aundred
and forty-one unreliable, and sizty taken from
some previous report.

In regard to the townships, and to the oity
of Trenton, reported as having no children, it
oan only be said that those reports andall
others, were printed as received, it being
neither the duty nor the privilege of the State
Superlatendent to alter reports which are sent
to him. 1In regard to determining the salaries
of county superintendents, and making out
the apportionment of school money, it is suffi-
cient to state that, at the time of the appor-
tionment, each ocounty ‘guperintendent was
furnished with a report fully correoted where
ever mistakes had becn detected.

As already  hinted, the above faotsconclu-
gively show the utter worthlessness as s basis
for statistioal reports of data obtained from
town superintendents who could not afford the
necessary time and trouble required, without
remuneration, and demonstrate beyond ques-
tion, the imperative necessity for the appoint.
ment of ‘County Buperintendents, as provided
for in the New 8chool law, for the one pur-
pose, if for no other, of securing in fature, sc-
curate and reliable materisl for the State
Superintendent’s reporte. .

Let me, in conclusion, assure **B,” and all
others who are disposed to be censorious, that

‘great efforts are being made, by the State and

County Superintendents, to bring order out of
chaoe, with & very reasonable prospeot of uiti-
mate and triutaphant success.

We cannot make such changes
without grave discussion—without anxious
thoughts; but if we have faith in the destiny
of our country, we cannot doubt. These great
aivil commotions stand ss Herculesn pillars, to
mark the sauds of time. No great event is
born or steals upon 1he world ir silence, but
it must needs come with dark convuleions,
with misgivings; and its coming is announced
by revolution, war, the slain, the wounded and
the dying. Behold the reformation, nourished
protected and established by a thirty years
war. The overthrow of the feudal system in
England and France, purifying and rejuven-
ating herself by the terrible gonvulsions of
1798.
