The great convention of the Democratic
party, assembled in New York, at Tammany
hall, on Saturday, July 4th. The hall had
been decorated - expressly for the occasion,
and bore the marks of Javish display and
costly taste. Amoug the ornaments upon the
walls were the portraits of prominent Demo-
crnfs, and it was a significant fact that among
these portraits the mild visage of President
Johnson had no place. Poor Mr. Johnson!
After all he had done for the party, to be so
cruelly snubbed was more than Roman justice,
for the sin of having consented to run for
power on the Republican ticket—but so it was
and he was put in the position of Sterne’s
Starjing, who was pecking at the outer bars of’
his cage, exclaiming ¢I cau’t get in.”> The hall
was dedicated with national ceremonies, and
the coavention called to order by August
Belmont, and Hon, Mr. Palmer of Wiscousin,
took the chair..

Matters did not
improve in the direction of harmony by talk-
ing, and on Monday morning, when the con-
vention organized permanently, matters were
as wide apart as ever. )

Gov. Seymour was chosen president of the
convention, and business began to proceed
with a celerity worthy of the hot weather in
which it was transacted. .

A platform was adopted, in whieh the ques-
tion of slavery and sccession were declared to
be settled by the war, that the immediate res-
toration of all the Southern states skould at
once take place, that all political offenders
should receive amuesty, that the U. S. bonds
should be paid in greenbacks instead of gold,
that government bonds should be taxed equally
with other property, that thiere should be but
one style of currency in the country, that the
army and navy should be reduced, the Freed-
man’s Bureau abolished, that the States shall
regulate the right of suffrage, and that the
opposite party bad been guilty of all'sorts of
misdemeanors of every possible kind, closing
with a denunciation of the reconstruction acts
of Congress, and tendering the thanks of the
Convention to Andrew Johnson. There were
some dissenting voices, but the platform was
adopted by a large majority.

President Johnson had announced the con-
ditions under which be would censent to be a
candidate, and received on the first ballot the
respectable vote of 65, while Mr. Pendleton
received 105, Chureh 34, Packer 26, Gen.
Hancock 33, English 16, and Dobolittle 18,

On the eleventh ballot Hancoek received
32%; Pendleton 144}, Parker 7, Packer 26,

Johnson 5}, Doolittle 12}, Hendricks 88,
Blair }.

AMNESTY PROCLAMATION.

The President has issued a proclamation in
which he directly pardons all persons who had
in any manner been connceted with the late

Rebellion, except such as were on trial before
i1 cwuwaww avae rersony OF SUMIC Ol ol fuo UL~

nected with the Rebellion. The proclamation
also vetoes all property forfeited by treason,
except such as has already been sold by order
of a court, or is in litigation at the present
time. Practically the long looked for amnesty
proclamation is of Bo account whatever, for it
has been well understood from the first . that
no map was to be in any manner injured be-
cause of his participation in the Rebellion, nor
was it the wish of the Northern people that
he should be mulcted in penalties. We were
in favor of this plan at.the close of the Rebel-
lion, to reach all persons who would accept
the Government of the Union, and nothing
but the mulish nature belonging to Mr. John-
son, together with his wish to humble the
Southern aristocracy, could have induced him-
to proceed in any other way.

The course pursued by the President, of
making all pardons depend upon his mere
will and pleasure could not otherwise than

it was applied, without producing any good
effect whatsoever. It would do good to
humiliate the misguided men of the South to
the country they had wronged, but it would
not do good to humiliate them to Andrew
Johnson. Mr. Jobnson claims that the pardon
relieves these men of all political disabilities,
but Congress has decided otherwise, and Jjust
now the Congress has the power- to enforce its
own decrees. While there is a Republican
majority in Congress this proclamation of the
President’s will have no effect upon the re-
construction policy of Congress, and as their
majority cannot be broken in the Senate for
some years to come, the Congressional line of
policy is assured, still we are glad that the
Proclamation is issued, if for nothing else, for
its moral effect abroad among the nations.

Mr. Alllson, the British historian, paid
the following just tribute to his memory:
After narrating the events of 1796, he
closes the chapter with this paragraph:
“The end of the same year witnessed the
resignation of the Presidency of the U.
S. by Gen. Washington, and his volun-
tary retirement into private life. Modern
history Las not another character so spot-
less to commemorate. Invincible in re-
solution, firm in conduct, incorruptible
in integrity, he brought to the helm of a
victorious Republie, the simplicity and
innocence of rural life. He was forced
into greatness by circumstances - rather
than led into it by inclination; and he
prevailed over his enemies rather by the
wisdom of his designs, and the persever-
ance of his chatacter, than by any extra-
ordinary genius in the art of war. He
was the first to recommend a return to
pacific counsels, when the independence
of his ‘country was secured, and he be-
queathed to his fellow citizens an address
to which ne composition of uninspired
wisdom can bear a comparison. He wae
a Cromwell without his ambition, a Sylla
without his crimes, and after having
raised his country to the rank of an in-
dependent state, he closed his career by
a voluntary relinquishment of the power
which a grateful people had bestowed.”

the people of Viaelatd was striving to perform
was certainly worthy of the best efforts of
men. The editors, having left their paper,
ink, etc., behind, were roaming about for three
days to see as much as possible of the country
and people of the State, and he thought they
were very fortunate in deciding to stop at
Vineland. They have not very extensive pe-
cuniary means, but-they purpose and desire,
so far a8 they may, to promote the welfare of
the people, to make them wiser aud happier.
The Major concluded by expressing the hope
and belief that not only the children of the
present, but those of future generations, wounld
rise up to call the founders of Vineland blessed.
Mr. Charles K. Landis, the founder of Vine-
land, was then called upon for a few remarks,
He said the visit of the editors to Vineland
was certainly an. epoch in its history, and a
barbinger of o bright prospect, because the
Press is the great illuminator of the world.
The visit moreover, i3 made at a time when
tho fruits and the flowers of the place can be
seen to good advantage, and the editors are
accompauied by ladies, - who are especially
competent to appreciate its peculiar beauties
and whose presence adds much to make the
occasion worthy of remembrance. There is
no State more misunderstood, more reviled,
than New Jersey, and yet, in regard to agri-
culture, it stands at the head of all others in
the Union. This fact, however, is known
only by students of statistics. New Jersey
has never done anything to attract emigration
to its lands; other States have done much.—.
In the North it has grand mountains and
vaileys, beautiful undulations and plaias,
bathing its feet in the ocean. In the Southern
portion, sweet potatoes, peanuts, eto., can be
raised to equal those of the Carolinas. This
section will be the garden spot of America,
especially in respect of fruit. This tract is
.all lined with gardens and vineyards, and the
transportation of its produots requires a train
of cars daily. Its fruit enrichee the blood
and gladdens the hearts of millions of people,
adding vigor to the arm of the workingman,
and beauty to the cheeks of the ladies. The
Legisluture presumes to Jgovern the State, but
the real governor is the Press. Whether Re-
publican or Democratic, the Press, as a rule,
promotes the well being of the people, and
the soul that thinks otherwise must be very
contracted.
